


CONTRIBUTORS AGREEMENT
AND NOW THIS day of January 22, 2007 between Canal History & Technology Press, 30 Centre Square, Easton, PA 18942, hereinafter referred to as “CHTP” or “Publisher”; and Dr. Robert Kapsch, hereinafter referred to as Dr. Robert Kapsch or “Author” of 15220 DuFief Drive, North Potomac, MD 20878-2411.
WHEREAS, CTHP is a publisher and is interested in producing a work titled Canal History & Technology Proceedings;

WHEREAS, Dr. Robert Kapsch is an author of an article titled The Shenandoah River Navigation to be included in the work.
NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

1. Production of Manuscript.  The Author shall produce a manuscript on the subject matter of The Shenandoah River Navigation.  The finished manuscript must be delivered to the Publisher by December 1, 2006.

2. Delivery of Manuscript.  The Author will provide one copy of the manuscript on consecutively number 8-1/2” x 11” paper and one copy of the manuscript on a magnetic disk in a file format compatible with WordPerfect.

3. Artwork.  The Author will provide Publisher with photographs or other artwork in suitable condition for publication.  Publisher will protect any artwork provided by the Author, and will return the artwork upon publication.
4. Revisions and/or Additions by the Author.  Publisher may require revisions by the author in its discretion as necessary to complete the manuscript in a manner suitable for publication whether due to length, subject matter, complexity or other such reasons as determined by the Publisher.

5. Publisher Modification. Publisher reserves the right to make minor changes to the manuscript without consultation or consent of the Author.

6. Publication Rights.  The Author hereby grants to the Publisher publishing rights to the manuscript for publication in Volume XXVI of Canal History and Technology Proceedings to be published March 2007 and for reprints of the same but for no other publication.

7. Copyright.  The Publisher shall take out the copyright at its own expense in the name of CHTP. Publisher assigns to Author all rights under the copyright for the text portion of the manuscript and for any finished artwork or material provided by the Author to the Publisher.
8. Indemnity.  The Author guarantees that the manuscript does not violate any existing copyright either in whole or in part, and that it contains no material which, if published, will be libelous or otherwise injurious; that the manuscript has not been published in any fashion previously; and that the Author is the sole and exclusive owner of all the rights granted to the published by this Agreement. Author shall not be responsible for any items prepared or inserted by the Publisher in the finished version that has not been prepared at the direction of the Author. The Author’s representation and indemnification shall survive the termination of this agreement.
9. Author’s copies.  Publisher will provide the Author with the following complimentary or reduced produce copies of the book as follows:
a. Upon the initial printing of the publication of the manuscript, the publisher will supply Author with two (2) copies of the completed book at no cost to the author.
b. The Publisher will provide one (1) copy of the book to Author at no cost following each subsequent reprint of the book.

c. Author may purchase additional copies of the book at a discount of forty (40%) percent off the list price. Author shall pay all invoices for such sales within thirty (30) days from the date of shipment.

d. Publisher shall not pay any royalties on the sale of books to the Author.

10. Notices.  Any notice to be given under this agreement shall be sent by Certified Mail Return Receipt Requested addressed to the parties at their respective addresses above given or thereafter designated.
11. Applicable Law.  This Agreement and all collateral matters and issues shall be governed by the Laws of the State of Pennsylvania.

12. Arbitration.  Any claim, dispute, or controversy arising out of or in connection with this agreement or any breach thereof, shall be arbitrated by the parties before the American Arbitration Association, under its governing rules.  The arbitration shall be held in the city of Easton, Pennsylvania.  The judgment upon arbitration may be entered as an award in any Court of Competent Jurisdiction.
