Please find enclosed a signed and witnessed contract for the publication of., “The Potomac Company: A Construction History,” in Volume  XXI Canal History and Technology Proceedings, to be published this coming March.

As we discussed over the telephone, I have modified clause 6, “Publication Rights,” to restrict publication rights to the forthcoming Proceedings.  From our telephone conversation, it is my understanding that this is acceptable to you.  Since I have plans to expand this manuscript and publish it in book form at some time in the future, it was necessary for me to modify that clause. 

The status of the manuscript is as follows:

· Changes requested by Ms. Ann Bartholomew have been made and the revised manuscript, plus diskette, have been sent back to her.

· Illustrations, including captions, have been sent to Ms. Bartholomew as of yesterday via priority mail.  For your information, I would like to point out several aspects of these illustrations:

· Many of these illustrations have never been published before.  These images have existed in the bowels of the National Park Service or the National Archives.  

· Some of the illustrations that have been previously published, such as Ballendine’s map of 1773, will be published in an improved, more readable manner due to Ann’s efforts in scanning the image into the computer and cleaning up image.

· Maps of the Little Falls by-pass canal and the Long Canal have never been previously published.  This will overcome the problem that it is obviously quite difficult to envision eighteenth century canals from verbal descriptions.

Finally, I would like to ask if it is possible to arrange reprints of my article.  I would like to order 100 to 200 copies of the article, primarily for distribution to the NPS personnel who maintain vestiges of the Potomac Canal (Great Falls park, the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal, National Capital Region, etc.).  If possible, I would like to arrange with your publisher to pay him to do these preprints.  I would probably use the same cover and have “Reprint” and perhaps the article’s title printed across it.  This reprint would not include the other seven papers to be given at the March 2002 conference.  Reprints are common In scientific and technical publications but perhaps not so in historical publications.

Doing this article has been fun.  I hope you enjoy it!

I trust that you and Catherine had a wonderful summer in Maine.

August is typically “silly season” in Washington.  The Fresno Landfill may be the latest example.

For your information, please find enclosed The Washington Post account of the Fresno Landfill National Historic Landmark designation by the National Park service.

Points that may be of interest to you:

· The National Historic Landmark program goes back to 1935.  This may be the first National Historic Landmark designation withdrawn by the National Park Service in the history of the program.

· National Historic Landmark nominations are supposed to have “integrity” (i.e. surviving physical features that illustrate the historical importance of the Landmark designation).  Landfills, by definition, probably don’t have that integrity.

· The extent of ASCE participation in this Landmark designation is not clear.  An ASCE member may have provided a report and other ASCE members may have provided letters of recommendation to the nomination process but it doesn’t appear that ASCE ever provided an official recommendation.

· The National Park Service National Historic Landmark program operates without benefit of any engineering input, either on its staff or on its Advisory Committee.  The program would obviously benefit from ASCE advice and recommendations on Landmarks of civil engineering importance.

· The relationship between the ASCE Landmarks program and the NPS Landmarks program has never been defined.  At the very least, we in ASCE should be asked for our official position on Landmark nominations of primarily civil engineering importance [several years ago there was a proposal that the ASCE Landmarks program would develop National Historic Landmarks for the National Park Service (much as ASTM develops standards for ANSI approval and designation) – no action was ever taken on this proposal].

· If we had a staff person assigned to the ASCE History and Heritage Committee, this staff person would routinely check with the National Park Service on pending National Historic Landmarks of civil engineering importance.

By previous e-mail, I suggested that Lance Metz, Historian of the National Canal Museum in Easton, be an appropriate recipient of the ASCE History and Heritage Award.

Please find enclosed two resumes of Mr. Lance Metz that have been forwarded to me, without his knowledge, by staff with whom I work at the National Canal Museum.

As you know from my previous e-mail, I view this award as being an appropriate award to honor individuals whom have spent many years working in the field of American engineering history.  I do not view this award as appropriate for a single achievement, such as a publication.  I am therefore recommending Lance Metz to you for your consideration in this light: Lance has spent several decades forwarding our knowledge and understanding of engineering history, particularly in the Pennsylvania, New Jersey, New York area.

The resumes don’t fully explicate his many accomplishments over the years:

· He was the leading organizer an is the principal sustainer of the annual Canal History and Technology Conference held at Lafayette College, Easton, Pennsylvania in March.   The proceedings of this conference are published as, Canal History and Technology Proceedings.  I am a contributor to this series and one of the aspects of this conference that I like very much is that on the day of the conference, participants are presented with the published Proceedings.  This is not unusual, for example, for the annual Transportation Research Board (TRB) conference, funded with Highway moneys, but is exceptionally unusual in the field of engineering history.

· He was one of the principal organizers of the National Canal Museum in Easton, Pennsylvania.  He serves as historian to this organization but more importantly over the last several decades has been an extremely aggressive curator seeking historical records to be preserved.  He has, for example, been extremely influential in collecting and preserving many of the records of Bethlehem Steel as they downsized from their prosperity of the 1960s.   Bethlehem Steel always had, in my opinion, a unique relationship with the civil engineering profession, both directly and through its laboratories and those of Lehigh University.  He has gone beyond Bethlehem to preserve records related to many other aspects of engineering history.

The arguments against awarding Lance Metz the ASCE History and Heritage Award are as follows:

· Lance Metz is not an engineer, not a member of ASCE nor a member of the ASCE History and Heritage Committee.  On the other hand, Lance Metz has done a great deal for our understanding and appreciation of American engineering heritage.

· Lance Metz is primarily regionally focused.  That is, both he and his institution primarily relate to and serve eastern Pennsylvania, southern New York and northern New Jersey.  This is true but this part of the United States proved very important to the growth and development of American civil engineers:

· One of the great anthracite and bituminous coal fields in the United States.

· The coal had to be moved to market, primarily Philadelphia and New York, which gave rise to early transportation systems that Metz has dealt with such as:

· Lehigh Valley Railroad.

· Delaware Division, Pennsylvania Canal.

· Morris Canal with its hydraulically operated lift systems through Scotch turbines.

· Delaware and Raritan Canal (chief engine was Canvass White).

· Jersey Central Railroad.

· Delaware and Hudson Canal.

· Bethlehem Steel and its research laboratories.

· Other industries, such as the cement industry of Lehigh Valley.

I would therefore recommend Mr. Lance Metz as the next recipient of the ASCE History and Heritage Award.

A few comments about the June 2002 Society for Industrial Archeology annual meeting:


Friday, June 7, 2002:  Process tours.  That is, tours of old factories and other industrial, and to a lesser extent, engineering sites in the Brooklyn area.  SIA particularly like to visit factories that are on their death bed – i.e. factories that have been operated for 100 years or so, still are using their original equipment and are about to be forced out of business by a factory in South China.


Saturday, June 8, 2002:  Paper sessions.  Concurrent sessions on various topics related to industrial archeology.

A few comments concerning the history and nature of the Society:

· SIA was founded approximately 25 years ago, principally by the National Museum of American History, Smithsonian Institution.  Robert Vogel, curator of civil and mechanical engineering (now retired) was a primary mover.

· “Industrial Archeology” is used in the British sense, i.e. knowledge of the historic industrial environment with emphasis on field work.  Sometimes it is spelled in the British manner: “industrial archaeology.”  Rarely do members of SIA undertake excavations of any kind.

· SIA has approximately 2000 members, perhaps 300 or so will attend the June 2002 annual meeting.  It has a Journal, Industrial Archeology.

· The membership of SIA is varied:

· The officers and Board of Directors tend to be historians – many are museum curators at institutions related to the history of technology (although not necessarily history of engineering).

· It is relatively unusual to have an engineer on the Board.

· Many of the annual meeting attendees are retired engineers, although perhaps principally mechanical and industrial engineers.

It was very good to see you Saturday, January 5th, at the History and Heritage Committee meeting in Reston.

As I mentioned to you briefly, I am looking for a training coordinator who can work under contract for a training session that I am planning for June 6, 2002 at Brooklyn Polytechnic University, Brooklyn, New York [in conjunction with the annual meeting of the Society of Industrial Archeology].  The training session is on innovative digital recording techniques in architecture and engineering.

Specifically, I am looking for someone who has experience in organizing and coordinating training to help me:

1. Develop a proposal for the training session that will be presented to the Society for Industrial Archeology (SIA) Board of Directors on February 9, 2002.   This proposal will recommend that SIA fund this training session for 20 to 25 people at a budget of approximately $4000.

2. Assuming the SIA Board approves this proposal, I would want the training coordinator to develop and implement marketing plans for this training session.  This would include:

a. Design of a brochure that would be mailed to select members on the SIA mailing list, perhaps 500 or so).  

b. Produce the brochure and mail it out.

c. Contact ASCE chapters in the New York area for possible opportunities to advertise this training in their newsletter.

d. Contact the American Institute of Architects (AIA) to get this training session listed on their INTERNET site (I would expect to provide information to the coordinator on how to do this).

3. Provide logistical support for the speakers, perhaps four to five in number.  [I would select the speakers, call them, discuss what needs to be presented, etc.]

a. Arrange payment for their travel (from SIA funds).

b. Arrange hotel rooms.

c. Arrange needs for presentation (i.e. PowerPoint, 35 mm projector, etc.).

4. Visit the training site in Brooklyn for an orientation visit.

a. Familiarize himself/herself with how to get there, where the hotel is, parking and transportation available, location of the hotel, etc.

b. Visit Brooklyn Polytechnic to locate the training room, arrange for PowerPoint and 35mm facilities, etc.  Arrange for coffee and lunch.

5. Answer telephone inquires, receive registrations, deposit checks, keep accurate records of moneys received and distributed, and, if necessary, initiate telephone calls to potential attendees the week preceding the training session if the number of registrations do not meet the break-even goal

6. Attend the training session to insure that the training is undertaken without hitches and without problems.

a. Arrive early at Brooklyn Polytechnic to insure the room is open, PowerPoint and/or 35 mm are available, coffee service is available, etc.

b. Greet lecturers and attendees as they arrive.

c. Issue a certificate of attendance to attendees at conclusion of training.

Melissa, that’s pretty much what I’m thinking of.  I would be very interested if you had someone in mind that could do a good job on this.

Also, for your information, I am including a Washington Post article on why the Department of Interior doesn’t have e-mail or access to the INTERNET (we still don’t!).
