... 22' span, 10' rise.  Main use was rd. culvert, now blocked to vehicles provides access to the towpath from Canal Road.

3.18 miles  Battery Kemble culvert

6' wide.  Extended on outflow to permit passage under R.R.

Large modern concrete culvert carries Little Falls Branch.

Located near Old Angler's.  Listed  at 6th priority with an estimate of $ 5,000.

12.36 miles  Concrete wall on berm side of canal; remains of loading dock of Potomac Granite Co. Rock crusher was located here.  In rock debris (or mine), above are iron rails which probably led to canal.  Wall blocked off Culvert # 18 at 12.38.

14.08 miles  Stone arch inlet culvert 1831-1837 fed impounded water from river into the canal under the towpath 16' below Lock 18.  A concrete impounding dam to feed water to the culvert can be seen 81' above upper towpath wing wall of Lock 18.  Towpath end of the dam contained a weir which let impounded water flow along rock walled towpath to entrance of culvert.  This structure provided canal below with water at a time when Dam # 2 at Lock 23 was not yet built and thought to be used to supplement water supply later.

15.26 miles  Cool Spring Branch historic culvert # 21,  8' span.  Up Cool Spring is a shaft of the Ford Gold Mine...

Historic records show 2 additional small culverts on this level which are no longer in evidence.  Oak Spring is on the berm just over the bridge across the ravine, now with a wooden cover.  Culvert # 23 just above lock washed out in 1831. ...

16.67 miles  Waste Weir, concrete, 6'. Has date of 1906 -- earliest known date of use of modern concrete on canal.  Site of culvert # 23 which washed out in 1831.

17.74 miles  Historic culvert # 25, length 115', 20' span, 10' rise above spring line, arch of gray Seneca sandstone carries Watts Branch.  This winding stream, with its numerous branches, drains an extensive and varied terrain 5 m. back from canal.  Much of the valley is now developed and there are fewer and fewer trails.  Opposite is Watkins Is.  Island nomenclature here is somewhat confusing.  Watkins Is. was formerly divided into numerous small islands -- in fact it still is a high river stages; portions of it are designated Clagett and Harris Islands.  Lower end, opposite Swains Lock, is now called Gladys Is. on Seneca topo, was long known as Herzog Is.

22.04 miles  Culvert #33,  6' span, washed out in 1863.

23.33 miles  Historic Culvert # 35 on Sec, 8' span (Bull Run).  Culvert # 35 to # 71 were built in 1831.  The path across the canal bed leads to the foundations of an old mill on the left side of the ravine and an old quarry on the right.  The first extensive quarrying took place in the 1780s when the Potomac Canal at Great Falls was under construction; some quarrying may have been done in the Revolutionary Period.  Remains of stone masonry walls along the berm testify to old loading areas.  The sheer cliffs ahead are of red sandstone (Triassic), the source of stone for the Seneca Stone Cutting Mill.


The level from Lock 24 to Lock 25 was known as the 'Eight Mile Level'. (A level is the section of canal between locks).

23.92 miles  Historic Culvert # 37 on Sec. 37 (Beaver Dam Creek), 10' span.  Worth crossing the canal bed to see the inflow (entrance) of the culvert, and, because of the exposure of the culvert barrel, you can see how part of the culvert is constructed.  Nice view of the widewater lake created by Dam No. 2 below Seneca.

26.77 miles  Historic Culvert # 38 on Sec. 43 (Horsepen Branch), 10' span.  The line of the canal from Georgetown to Cumberland was divided into three divisions of 120 sections each.  A separate contract was made for the excavation of each section, the average section being 1/2 mi. long.  Culverts were similarly identified with the numbers of the section on which built, this particular one being on Section 43.  Up to Harpers Ferry the canal was 60' wide at the top and 42' at the bottom, making for longer culverts than on the 50' wide canal above Harpers Ferry.

28.46 miles  Historic Culvert # 39 on Sec. 46, 3' span.  Canal bed is lightly watered above; the amount of water varied with the season.  Culvert repaired 1985.

29.35 miles  Historic Culvert # 41 on Sec. 48.  4' span # 40 is missing in the culvert numbering series.  This indicates two streams were tied into one culvert or one stream bed ceased to carry water, and a culvert was eliminated.  This was aa fairly common practice used to save money in culvert construction. (!)

29.86 miles  Historic Culvert # 42 on Sec. 49 Chisel Branch and Cabin Branch), 10' span.  Road culverts such as this provided access for vehicles to places on the river side of the canal.  Wherever possible access the culvert rested on natural rock.  Culvert foundations were of either stone or timber.  Many of the culverts are beautiful masonry structures, the fine architecture of which is unseen by the passing hiker-biker.  Take time to view and photograph or sketch them.

... separated by a few feet of stone masonry retaining wall.  This 6' culvert (in 1976 protected from further damage by an earthen dam across the canal bed) was built on a wooden foundation.

31.94 miles  Broad Run Trunk Aqueduct (Wooden Aqueduct)







Located just upriver from Edwards Ferry.


One of the most interesting features of the canal;--a wooden aqueduct.  The structure was originally a double culvert built of twin 16' arches and listed as Culvert # 44--the only two-span culvert on the canal.  In 1846 a flood washed out the culvert and a wooden trunk was hurriedly thrown across the span to allow canal traffic to continue.  The temporary structure was replaced by another wooden trunk in the winter of 1856.  This was burned in the Civil War, but was quickly replaced to permit movement of troops and supplies.  In its later configuration it was a wooden trunk about 8'-5" in height and 30'-2" in length over red sandstone walls (as it is now).  Though it is not classified as an aqueduct, it serves as one and I consider it such.  Rebuilt.

32.43 miles  Site of lost Culvert # 45


... on Sec. 54 (Abrahams Branch), 10' span.  Culvert traces are now completely gone except for the outflow ditch from the towpath to the river.  The creek now enters directly into the canal bed carrying much debris.  It turns and flows, 'upstream' for some 1.54 mi. where it has breached Culvert # 47.  Many of the 'lost culverts' apparently were abandoned because of the tremendous amounts of silt which were carried, making the cleaning out of the culvert almost mandatory after each heavy rain.  One thing we must appreciate in the operation and maintenance of historic canals is that hydraulic control features must be added or deleted (whether or not the canal is watered) as the drainage patterns change.

...on Sec. 59, 4' span.  Generations of farm trash in the inflow.  This will someday be a future archaeologist's delight as it contains successive models of stoves, refrigerators, etc.

... on Sec. 59. 9' span.  This culvert is unique and worth stopping to study for those interested in canal structures.  The culvert consisted of stone arches under the towpath and the berm banks, with a wooden culvert supported by vertical stone walls in between.  The canal bed itself was also made of wood.  It has to be seen to be appreciated (as with most structures winter and early spring are the best times for examining and photographing...)

...on Sec. 73, Little Monocacy, 20' span, completed 1832.  Fine broad wooded valley.  This stream drains the area around Dickerson and the S. side of Sugar Loaf Mountain.  Hurricane Agnes badly damaged this already weakened structure in 1972, but it was rebuilt 1974-75.  The berm bank carried a road from Lock 27 to Monocacy Basin.  During the Civil War Little Monocacy was breached by Gen Hill, draining the canal below.  The berm an towpath banks were cut down, the ditch corduroyed and the artillery and supply trains rolled across the canal bed without difficulty.  On 5 Sep. 1862, 'Stonewall' Jackson's corps forded the Potomac and crossed the canal.  The damage here and at Lock 27 was repaired by 14 Oct. 1862.
