Resolution of the History and Heritage Committee

Whereas   The American Society of Civil Engineers, in 1969, was one of the original founders of the Historic American Engineering Record for the purpose of establishing a permanent record of the most important American engineering sites and structures through the creation of measured drawings, photographs and histories of these sites and structures.
Whereas  The American Society of Civil Engineers, through its History and Heritage Committee, has sustained the Historic American Engineering Record through a Tripartite Agreement with the U.S. Department of the Interior and the Library of Congress for some thirty-four years.

Whereas   This partnership has resulted in the creation of the Historic American Engineering Record collection consisting of thousands of drawings, photographs and histories which record the greatest achievements of American engineering and which are made available to the public at no cost and without copyright restriction.

Whereas   The current Chief of the Historic American Engineering Record, Mr. Eric DeLony, was the first professional to be employed by the Historic American Engineering Record and has dedicated his subsequent career in the pursuit of excellence in producing the drawings, photographs and histories comprising the Historic American Engineering Record collection.

Whereas  Mr. Eric DeLony, in his capacity as the Chief Architect and, later, Chief, of the Historic American Engineering Record, has been instrumental over the last thirty-four years in the development of the HAER collection consisting of over eight thousand structures four thousand measured drawings, eighty thousand photographs and seventy thousand historical data pages.
 Whereas   Mr. Eric DeLony advanced our knowledge and appreciation of American engineering accomplishments and, in particular, those accomplishments associated with metal truss bridge design and construction.
Whereas   That over the years Mr. Eric DeLony has assisted the American Society of Civil Engineers History and Heritage Committee through his knowledge of American bridges and other significant historic engineering structures.
Whereas   Mr. Eric DeLony will retire from his position in the Federal Government in September 2003.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved   That the History and Heritage Committee of the American Society of Civil Engineers, and through that Committee the 130,000 civil engineers of that Society, commend and applaud the sustained work and dedication of Mr. DeLony applied over the last thirty-four years in pursuit of the shared goals of the Society, the U.S. Department of Interior and the Library of Congress in the establishment and dissemination of high quality documentation comprising the Historic American Engineering Record collection.
