Rennie, engineer], to which, in mere linear dimensions, (when it shall have been completed,) it is, indeed, superior; and it further differs from the above-cited works, that, whereas they were mainly undertaken in reference to naval aggrandizement of the respective nations, the Delaware breakwater was designed solely for the benefit of trade and commerce and the preservation of life. …”
