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DELAWARE & RARITAN CANAL (NJ)
Delaware and Raritan Canal, commences at Bordentown and proceeds in a north-west direction up the left bank of the Delaware to Trenton; thence abruptly turning towards north-eat, it ascends the right bank of the Assanpink creek a few miles, then crossing the dividing ridge between the Assanpink and Millstone river, it enters and descends the valley of the latter, along its right or west bank to the Raritan.  Here the canal deflects to the south-east, and passing along the right bank of the Raritan, enters the city of New Brunswick where it terminates.  This canal, in connexion with the Delaware and Raritan rivers and Staten Island Sound, forms a complete inland water communication between the cities of Philadelphia and New York.  The canal intersects the counties of Burlington, Mercer, and Middlesex; ad passes through Trenton, near Princeton, Kingston, Griggstown, Millstone and Milton.  It was commenced by a joint stock company in 1831, which in the same year, was united with the Camden and Amboy Rail-road Company, and under this joint management, the work was continued and finally completed in 1834.  The length of the canal is 42 miles; 75 feet wide, and 7 feet deep; 14 locks, each 100 by 24 feet, and 1 tide lock at New Brunswick; 116 feet of lockage; 17 culverts; 1 aqueduct, and 29 road and farm bridges.  Cost, including Delaware feeder, $2,500,000.

      The feeder of this canal is also navigable, being from 50 to 60 feet wide at the surface of the water, and six feet deep.  It commences at Bull’s Island in the Delaware, pursues the left bank of that river, and, on reaching Trenton, curves eastward, and unites with the main trunk.  Length 23 miles; grade, descending towards Trenton, 2 inches in a mile; 1 lift and 2 guard locks; 15 culverts and 37 bridges.  Tanner, A Description of the Canals and Rail Roads of the United States, 1840.
      The Delaware and Raritan Canal crosses New Jersey at its narrowest point, across the waist, from New Brunswick, NJ on the Raritan River in the east to Bordentown, NJ on the Delaware River on the west.  The canal is 65.5 miles long and was constructed with 14 locks.

        The Delaware and Raritan Canal and Banking Company was chartered by the New Jersey legislature on February 4, 1830, the same day that the Camden and Amboy Railroad and Transportation Company, the Delaware and Raritan Canal’s direct competitor, received its charter.

      The Company was organized on May 30, 1830 with Commodore Robert F. Stockton as its first president.  Canvass White (1790-1834) was appointed Chief Engineer for the company.  He had previously worked on the Erie Canal where he was Engineer for the Eastern Division.  He was subsequently appointed Chief Engineer for the Union Canal (PA) and the Lehigh Canal (PA) and other appointments.  He had three assistants.  Ashbel Welch, Jr. (1809-1882) was appointed Engineer of the Western Division.  He would later become Chief Engineer for the company (1835).  George T. Olmstead served as Engineer of the Central Division.  And John Hopkins was Engineer for the Eastern Division.  

      The canal was opened for traffic in May 1834 and formally dedicated June 25, 1834.  It was subsequently enlarged in 1853 with locks increased from 110 to 220 feet, clear, so that two boats could lock through at the same time.  Rip rap was installed to a depth of 3.5 feet to halt the erosion of the banks from mechanically propelled barges introduced on the canal.  In 1933 the State of New Jersey took over the canal and operated it as a water supply to industrial users.

The lock gates at the lower gate are the more common balance beam swing gate seen on most American canals.  Note the large number of wickets. It was believed to have been constructed during the construction period of the Delaware and Raritan Canal, 1830-1834. What is unusual about this culvert is a horizontal masonry “cutoff” wall which was found to be attached to the top of the culvert barrels.  The HAER caption writer, Brian H. Morrell of Historic Conservation and Interpretation, Inc. of Newton, N.J., speculates that the function of this wall was anchor the base of the canal bank and also prevent leakage from the canal bed along the top of the culvert.
