Dear Bernie,

Thank you for volunteering to solicit ASCE signatures for Dr., Emory Kemp’s nomination for the grade of Honorary Membership, American Society of Civil Engineers.  If we are successful, Dr. Kemp will be, I believe, the first member of the ASCE History and Heritage Committee named to this honor (Emory served on the History and Heritage Committee for seven years).  And, as you are aware, Emory received the unanimous endorsement for this honor from the History and Heritage Committee.
I am enclosing a map of ASCE zones.  From this map can be seen that Maryland and the National Capital Region are in Zone 1, District 5.  I would assume that this would mean that your signature (and the signature of Steve Pennington) would count as Zone 1 signatures since you are members of the National Capital Section.  This is important as the West Virginia section, which is in Zone 2, will be nominating Emory and, I believe, will have little problem coming up with ten signatures.

The due date for these signatures is November 1, 2003, but I am hoping that you will be able to get fifteen to twenty or so signatures much before that date (we need to get ten signatures from each zone and a total of fifty signatures for all of ASCE).
