Hi, Bob.  I'm still at the helm (so to speak) - until July.  Mostly what I'm doing is cleaning up stuff that should have been done months ago.  Sigh.

One of the things that needs to be cleared up is a transfer of money from the Sally Kress Tompkins money market account to the SAH to cover the costs of both the 1994 and 1995 fellowships.  Before I ask Bob Rettig to undertake the transfer, I wanted to make certain that I had the figures correct.

Last summer we awarded a fellowship for $7,000.  We paid this out of SAH funds.  This year we awarded a fellowship of $7,500.  We have written checks on our SAH account to cover this amount, too.  Se we should transfer $14,500 from the Tompkins money market to pay back the SAH for the fellowships.

In addition, HABS/HAER allows the Society to transfer out $1,000 a year for administrative costs.  We have not done that since I was hired.  So, we should also transfer $2,000 from the Tompkins money market account for that, for a total transfer of $16,500.  That's currently about $23,600 in the money market account, so the transfer will leave about $7,100.

Also, John Burns over-paid for the Annual Meeting on behalf of Sheila Crane (this year's Tompkins Fellow) -- a member's registration fee (but she's a student) and the Business Luncheon, but we comp award-winners.  So we owe you $77.  John and I agreed that we would deposit this amount into the Tompkins money market account, which will bring the total to about $7,200.

Is all of this correct as far as you know?  Can I ask Bob Rettig to go ahead with it?

I hope you're doing well.  I'll miss working with HABS.

Thank you very much for your inquiry of the Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS). I am glad to hear that last summer's HABS project has generated greater awareness and appreciation of the historic resources of Montgomery County.

We are very pleased with the work HABS accomplished last year in Montgomery County.  As a member of the Montgomery County HABS Ad Hoc Advisory Committee that was established last year, you know that well over 100 structures were identified for HABS documentation.  The team actually documented over 80 structures with written history and large-format photography.  This project made Montgomery County one of the most extensively documented counties in the HABS collection.

As I'm sure you can appreciate, we are a very small organization with a smaller budget charged with documenting nationally significant structures throughout the country.  Because of these severe budget and staffing constraints, we can not expend extensive amounts of effort in any one portion of the country.  However, should the Conservancy wish to support additional HABS  documentation, we would be pleased to provide technical assistance to such a donation effort, although we wouldn't be able to do the work ourselves, such as we did last year.

Dear Mr. Mitchell,

Thank you for your letter of May 2, 1995, and your concern that the National Park Service not eliminate the Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) and the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).  Your letter was of particular interest to me in that you pointed out the value of these programs to the architectural interns and that the field notes and measured drawings produced by these programs preserve for all time a record of these landmarks.

We will not allow HABS to be eliminated, although adjustments will have to be made to accommodate this Administration's initiatives.  I thought that I would provide you with what is currently happening with HABS and its sister program, the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the National Park Service central offices by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the Denver Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated to the parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program HAER are included in the Washington, D.C. headquarters, this organization was subjected to the 40% reorganization cut.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. office met to decide how to reduce the Washington, D.C. office by 40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park Service Headquarters in Washington,. D.C..  The higher priority programs would receive the available staffing.  Those programs falling below the "cut line" were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so as to meet the dictated 40% cut.  Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER program.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS/HAER program but plan to continue it, although at a lower level of staffing.  Like yourself, we very much appreciate the contributions to the American architecture profession and to the nation as a whole.  We will keep you informed on our progress with HABS/HAER.

In our efforts to publish the Buildings of the United States, the award winning series of architectural guidebooks sponsored by the Society and published by Oxford University Press, the records of the Historic American Buildings Survey are invaluable.  As you know, the Society and the National Park Service co-administer the Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship Program to allow a graduate student to participate in a summer recording project each year.  Every architectural historian working on American topics has had occasion to benefit from the rich record assembled over many years by these programs.

I can fully appreciate the pressure that is being exerted on the National Park Service, and all branches of the federal government, to achieve reductions in cost and personnel.  Anyone could understand the appropriate reduction in the scale of the HABS/HAER programs to correspond to other cuts.  But to eliminate these programs and to break the decades-long scholarly tradition that they represent is unthinkable.  I trust that you will do everything in your power to ensure the survival of these essential programs.  Please let me know if there are ways in which the membership of the Society can assist with this effort.

Dear Dr. Morgan,

Thank you for your letter of May 2, 1995, and your concern that the National Park Service not eliminate the Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) and the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).  

We will not allow HABS to be eliminated, although adjustments will have to be made to accommodate this Administration's initiatives.  I thought that I would provide you with what is currently happening with HABS and its sister program, the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the National Park Service central offices by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the Denver Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated to the parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program HAER, are included in the Washington, D.C. headquarters, this organization was subjected to the 40% reorganization cut.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. office met to decide how to reduce the Washington, D.C. office by 40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park Service Headquarters in Washington,. D.C..  The higher priority programs would receive the available staffing.  Those programs falling below the "cut line" were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so as to meet the dictated 40% cut.  Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER programs.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS/HAER program but plan to continue it, although at a lower level of staffing.  Like yourself, we very much appreciate the contributions to the American architecture profession and to the nation as a whole.  We will keep you informed on our progress with HABS/HAER.

I am sending this to by FAX at the suggestion of Randy Biallas, who just visited Presidio, and Bruce Judd.

I tried to get in contact with you by telephone but was unable to do so.  Randy explained that things are very hectic at the Presidio at this time.

Randy suggested that I contact you to offer the services of the Historic American Buildings Survey/Historic American Engineering Record (HABS/HAER) to you.  Basically, we have worked with Parks and other offices in the past to develop existing condition drawings to assist in the historic building leasing program and to provide baseline documentation for future maintenance and renovation work.  When HABS/HAER drawings have been used in the historic leasing program, we have been told that the quality of proposals received have increased significantly.  Further, HABS/HAER documentation is widely used throughout NPS to provide the necessary documents for maintenance of historic buildings.

In talking to Randy, he felt that our Computer Assisted Laboratory/Photogrammetry laboratory could be of great assistance to Presidio, particularly now that we have installed a new scanner for inputing design drawings, when they are available.  This is the only kind of facility of its kind in the country and is presently being used on projects such as the Washington Monument, the Viet Nam Memorial, Mesa Verde, etc.

Bruce Judd, FAIA, is quite familiar with HABS/HAER, as is Ms. Carey Feierabend, who used to work for HABS/HAER.

I am willing to travel to San Francisco to discuss the possibility of HABS/HAER working at the Presidio.  I will again try to contact you.  My direct dial line is 202-343-9606.

Dear Bob:

   At the last meeting of the SIA board, we discussed the fact that next year will mark the Society's 25th year. I suggested that we sponsor a retreat or some such event to assess the past 25 years of SIA and the practice of industrial archeology in the U.S., to consider where SIA and the field are at present, and to contemplate preferred future directions for I.A. the Society. Following a brief discussion at the meeting, I agreed to chair an ad hoc committee to move this idea along.

   At the meeting, I pointed out that 1966 is also Smithsonian's sesquicentary. Jeff Stine, Curator for Engineering and Environmental History at the National Museum of American History, has told me that the Smithsonian has some money to work with certain groups closely associated with the Smithsonian to conduct activities which might contribute to the sesquicentenary. SIA certainly qualifies as such a group, given the central role the Smithsonian played in our founding and the fact that the Smithsonian served as our headquarters for most of our first quarter century. I also agreed to be the liaison with Jeff and the Smithsonian in planning a possible joint activity.

   I'm writing to you because of HAER's important role in industrial archeology in the U.S. An event such as we are contemplating will be especially timely given the federal government's expressed intention to eliminate HAER by the end of the decade. I invite you or someone from your program to bring your ideas to Baltimore to discuss what we might do to celebrate 1996. Following are some initial ideas for a retreat. It would be great to send out a request for proposals for papers on our (society and discipline) past, present, and future. We could also request a handful of key people to prepare some thoughtful papers on those topics. We might even consider inviting (and paying for) a small number of people from abroad to present an assessment of the practice of industrial archeology in their respective countries or regions. We should make sure that there is ample opportunity for discussion (both formal and informal) following each presentation or set of presentations.

   Here are three suggestions for times and places for such an event. Please think about your own preferences:

We could schedule the event to take place immediately following our 1996 meeting and hold it at or near the campus of Northwestern Louisiana State University (host of the '96 annual meeting). When Hank (??) was there this past winter, he checked out their facilities for a possible retreat. Hank reports that they would be excellent. This alternative would have the benefit of making travelling and scheduling arrangements easy for many members who would like to attend. It would be easier for many to attend the annual meeting and the retreat in a single trip.

We could schedule the retreat for any convenient time at or near the campus of Michigan Tech. This option would have the added benefit of giving some of our members an opportunity to see our new HQ and it would infuse the Tech faculty and especially the students in the graduate programs in IA with thoughts of industrial heritage and what we might be doing with it.

We could hold the retreat in the DC area at two locations\. First we could co-sponsor an all-day symposium on the past, present, and future of SIA and industrial archeology at the auditorium of the Smithsonian, both for our own purposes and as part of the Smithsonian's sesquicentenary. Then we could adjourn to some nearby retreat center. Camp David will probably not be available, but I would imagine there are other places nearby we can use.

   Let me mention some of the thoughts that we tossed around when I first brought this up at the board meeting. There is an SIA model for what we're proposing: Dianne Newell organized such an event at Martha' Vineyard in 1977. How closely do we want to follow that model? A new item in our field in just the last few years is that at least two universities now offer graduate curricula in industrial archeology. How might SIA contribute to these programs to help shape the field? Do we want this retreat to be open only to those we invite? Should we make advance notices of the event sound serious enough that participants will be self-selected to be active participants? Might we offer subvention fir travel to attendees so they will feel a moral obligation to produce a product for the retreat?

   We can discuss these and other ideas at Baltimore. Many of us will be there early for the board meeting, which begins at 10:00 AM on Thursday. I propose that those of us who wish to have some focused discussion on the matter of a retreat or related event in '96 meet over a light supper at about 5 PM on Thursday. That will give us some time to talk and an opportunity for (a?) bit of sustenance prior to the "lite fare" offered at the Opening Reception by the B&O Railroad Museum. Join us if you can.

   Pauline comes to the Society from the Art Institute of Chicago, where she was Associate Curator in the Department of Architecture.  She holds a master's degree in art history and museum studies from the University of Michigan. Dear Ms. Saliga,

I would like to join your many other colleagues to welcome you to the position of Executive Director of the Society of Architectural Historians.  I was very interested to read of your many accomplishments in the field, as recently published in the Newsletter.  I am sure that you will do extremely well.  Please feel free to call on me if I might be of some assistance to you.

I am also writing to you in our joint capacity as Administrators of the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship and the Historic American Buildings Survey/Society of Architectural Historians cooperative agreement which underwrites that Fellowship.

Before I discuss the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship, I would like to introduce myself.  I am the Chief of the Historic American Buildings Survey/Historic American Engineering Record (HABS/HAER), a Division of National Park Service headquarters in Washington, D.C. -- a position that I have held for the last fifteen years.  HABS has, of course, numerous overlapping interests with the Society.

The Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship was established in memory of the former Deputy Chief of HABS/HAER and an active SAH member (amongst other activities, she was a member of the Buildings of the United States editorial committee at the beginning of that project.  The way the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship works is as follows:

o  At the time of Sally's death, the Board of Directors of the Society approved the Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship.

o  To implement this, a cooperative agreement was entered into between the Society and HABS/HAER.  This allowed HABS/HAER to transfer funds to the Society for funding that Fellowship.  Another source of funds was royalties of her book, published posthumously, Quest for Grandeur (Smithsonian Institution Press, 1993).  Royalties were issued directly to the Society for deposit into the Sally Kress Tompkins Fund.

o  There are actually two funds: one for the bulk of the funds that were transferred and the second for the interest off the first.  There has been confusion on this point over the last year or so.  The last records that I have on these accounts are summarized in the enclosure.

o  Once a year the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship is announced in the Society's Newsletter.  This usually occurs in the autumn.  The purpose of this Fellowship is to fund an architectural historian to work with a HABS team.  The stipend is $7,500 for the summer.

o  In the winter, a committee (usually made up of two Society-designated architectural historians and one representative of HABS) decides who should be awarded the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship.

o  In the spring, the selection is announced at the annual business meeting of the Society.  HABS/HAER usually pays for the architectural historian selected to travel to the SAH Annual Meeting.  Usually one of the senior managers of HABS/HAER is available at the meeting to announce the award.

o  In the summer, the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins Fellow is issued his/her stipend every two weeks through checks issued by the Society.  This summer, because the Society was moving, all checks were written at one time according to a schedule which we provided the Society.  At the beginning of the summer, these checks were sent to my office and we Federal Expressed the checks on schedule throughout the summer.  This procedure seemed to work well.

o  By agreement with the Society, I reimburse the Society $1,000 for the administration of the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship program.  This is done through sending me an invoice.  Upon receipt of that invoice, I write a check for the above amount to the Society.

That's about it on the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship program.  It has been a very successful program and one that we would very much want to continue.  Also, as funds become available, I like to add to the amount of money in the Sally Kress Tompkins fund.  My project leader for the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins  program is Catherine Lavoie (202-343-9609).  She is the normal day-to-day contact for questions on this joint program.  However, I usually inquire into the fund status yearly.

At your earliest convenience, I would like to have an accurate accounting of funds existing and available for the SAH/HABS Sally Kress Tompkins Fellowship.

I am very much looking forward to meeting you.  In the meantime, please accept my best wishes on your new assignment (and please come see us if you find yourself in Washington, D.C.).

Dear Director Kennedy:

As you know, for many years US/ICOMOS, the U.S. Committee of the International Council on Monuments and Sites, has worked in collaboration with the National Park Service on initiatives to promote the protection of our nation's cultural resources to the highest professional standards in this country and beyond our own borders as well.

Obviously, in the US resources must be identified, documented, and recorded by or in cooperation with the Park Service before protection (to include appropriate management and periodic monitoring) can occur.  For 60 years an integral element of that process has been the work of the Historic American Buildings Survey and the Historic American Engineering Record in documenting and recording historic buildings, sites and structures to the highest level of professional competence.  So successful has HABS and HAER methodology been that it has served as a model against which all documentation and recording techniques are measured.

For eleven years, US/ICOMOS has had a close and productive relationship with HABS and HAER through the mechanism of the US/ICOMOS Summer Intern Program.  Through this competitive program almost 300 young professional preservationists from this country and from more than 30 foreign countries have participated in an international work experience, much of it under the aegis of HABS and HAER.  Young professionals from abroad have returned to their homes prepared to transfer their professional work experience in the US to professional efforts in their own countries.  Thus, the influence of HABS and HAER has served to protect cultural resources in many corners of the world far beyond the borders of the US.

As the National Park Service moves toward "re-engineering" its programs in Washington and in Park Service regions, US/ICOMOS would hope that the National Park Service will give serious consideration to maintaining these two crucial components of its cultural resource protection programs.  They are important in terms of their service not only in this country but in other countries to which to which the model that they offer has been exported where it has and will continue to play an important role in processes designed to protect the cultural heritage.

US/ICOMOS  reiterates its continuing appreciation for the interest and support that the National Park Service has shown in ICOMOS programs and initiatives.

   Permit me to introduce myself. I am head of the Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) & Historic American Engineering Record (HAER) programs of the National Park Service. AIA has been a strong supporter of HABS for 62 years. Last November 4th, Terry McDermott, in addressing the AIA Committee on Historic Resources, said, "HABS is one of the most important things AIA has done in the last 61 years." (which, of course, we liked).

   The issues confronting HABS are twofold:

   1. Cutbacks - There is no question HABS will be cutback, like the rest of the Government. There are some proposals to cut HABS/HAER back 70 to 80%  -- much, much more than other programs. This, we think, is very, very wrong.

   2. HABS Advisory Committee  - You should be aware that Charles Peterson, FAIA, offered AIA, through Terry McDermott and Norman Koonce, a bequest if AIA could reestablish the HABS Advisory Committee (which was allowed to sunset in 1979). This led to a meeting w/Dept. of Interior Assistant Secretary George Frampton. The story gets a little garbled here with AIA asking Frampton to appoint representatives to the AIA HABS Advisory Committee (see page 32 in enclosed HABS/HAER Annual). This would probably be a violation of the Federal Advisory Committee Act. And there the matter rests, now.

In preparing for this meeting, John Reynolds said that he had consulted with you & Kate Stevenson but he didn't say what you had recommended to him. At the end of the meeting he decided to cut HABS/HAER 25% and not 50% as proposed by Jerry. Of course its a sign of the times when you come out of a meeting feeling good you were only cut 25%! But I don't think HABS/HAER could have survived a 50% cut so I would like to thank you for your kind words to John (& I may also owe Kate a thank you as well).

   By the time you receive this you should have had several conversations w/Gray Fitzsimons. Generally, we would like to offer you the use of our cooperative agreements, 3rd party draft contracting or whatever else you need.

Dear Dr. Kennedy:

I was unhappy to learn recently that a proposal has been made recently to eliminate the Historic American Buildings Survey and the Historic American Engineering Record.  I have had interest in these programs beginning when, as a student, I served on a number of HABS field teams, and participated in the formation of HAER.  As a practicing architect whose firm specializes in the preservation and restoration of historic structures, I believe the elimination of these programs would be a major setback for historic preservation at the Federal level.  Since HABS was established over six decades ago, it has served as a model of cooperation between federal agencies and state and local governments, as well as the private sector.

HABS and HAER are still among the very few institutions that provide practical professional training for young architects and engineers in historic preservation.  This alone should justify their continued support by the National Park Service.

Another important service provided by these agencies to the public is the making available of records, particularly measured drawings, of historic buildings.  Our firm has used many of these measured drawings, not only on our National Park Service restoration projects such as Lindenwald, the Boston Navy Yard, Saratoga Monument, and the Lincoln memorial, but also on our privately-owned projects such as Monticello, The Octagon, and the Tennessee Capitol.  I know from our colleagues in the profession, that the use of HABS/HAER records have been of enormous benefit to architects and architectural historians across the country.

I fully realize that there are great pressures today on all levels of government to reduce costs.  However, I believe, the comparatively small amount of money devoted to HABS/HAER by the National Park Service is an investment in the future of historic preservation in this country that is well worthwhile.  I urge you to do everything you can to ensure the continued support of HABS/HAER by the Federal Government.

Dear Mr. Waite,

Thank you for your letter of April 26, 1995 and your concern that the National Park Service not eliminate the Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) and the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).  Your letter was of particular interest to me to note that you began your professional career on HABS teams.  I also appreciate your points concerning the professional training provided by HABS and HAER and the value of the records developed by HABS and HAER, such as the Boston Navy Yard, Saratoga Monument, the Lincoln Memorial, Monticello and many others.

We will not allow HABS to be eliminated, although adjustments will have to be made to accommodate this Administration's initiatives.  I thought that I would provide you with what is currently happening with HABS and its sister program, the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the staffing of the central offices by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the Denver Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated to the parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program HAER, are included in the Washington, D.C. headquarters, this organization was subjected to the 40% reorganization cut.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. office met to decide how to reduce the Washington, D.C. office of the Service by 40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park Service Headquarters.  Those functions receiving the highest priorities would receive the available positions.  Those programs falling below the "cut line" were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so as to meet the dictated 40% cut.  Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER program.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS/HAER program but plan to continue it, although at a lower level of staffing.  Like yourself, we very much appreciate the contributions to historic preservation in this country made by the Historic American Buildings Survey and the Historic American Engineering Record.  We will continue to keep you informed.

Dear Dr. Professor Woodcock,

Thank you for your letter of April 27, 1995, and your concern that the National Park Service not eliminate the Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS), the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER) and the Center for Preservation Technology and Training.  I, like you, am very aware of the fine national collections established at the Library of Congress by the HABS/HAER program.

We will not allow HABS/HAER to be eliminated, although adjustments will have to be made to accommodate this Administration's initiatives.  Similarly, we will not allow the elimination of the Center for Preservation Technology and Training.  I thought that I would provide you with what is currently happening with HABS/HAER and the Center.

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the National Park Service central offices by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the Denver Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated to the parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program HAER are included in the Washington, D.C. headquarters, this organization was subjected to the 40% reorganization cut.  The same is also true of the Center for Preservation Technology and Training.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. office met to decide how to reduce the Washington, D.C. office by 40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park Service Headquarters. Those functions assigned high priorities would be provided with available staff.  Those programs falling below the "cut line" were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so as to meet the dictated 40% cut.  Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER program and the Center for Preservation Technology and Training.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.  Similarly Ms. Stevenson made available to the Center for Preservation Technology and Training four positions.

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS/HAER program or the Center but plan to continue them, although at a lower level of staffing.  I, like you, believe that the HABS/HAER programs are a vital component of the cultural, natural, and historic resource management entrusted to Federal leadership.  We will keep you informed on our progress with HABS/HAER.

Dear Dr. Kennedy,

   I recently received a copy of the Priority List for Downsizing the National Park Service, dated April 13, 1995, and I was dismayed to find that the Historic American Buildings Survey, item number VAR00203, and the Historic American Engineering Record, item number VAR00204, were below the "cut point" and targeted for elimination.  I object to this proposal, both as a professional in the field of architecture and as an American citizen, in the strongest possible terms.

   For me personally, the Historic American Buildings Survey was the single most important component of my education.  For four years, I participated in a recording program conducted by the School of Architecture at the University of Kansas, based on the guidelines and procedures established by HABS, with assistance and supervision from the Denver Regional Office of the National Park Service.  I took great pride in the knowledge that my hard work was going to benefit of our society and transcended any personal gain.  My participation in this program for ever changed my definition of Architecture and my perception of my role in society as an architect.  During the recording and drawing process, I "looked" at a building for the first time, I developed skills in critical thinking and observation, and I began to understand the inseparable links between the past, present, and future.  I realized how our understanding of the past affects the decisions we make in the present, which ultimately determine our future.  I consider the educational value of the HABS/HAER programs inestimable and irreplaceable.

   As a professional, I consider HABS/HAER a critical component of architectural practice.  For many states facing budget crises of their own, and unable to provide financial support for preservation efforts, recording is often the only means top prevent the building or site from "passing into unrecorded oblivion," to quote Charles Peterson.  Here in Kentucky, where I currently practice, the state already has more historic properties than it can effectively manage.  Anytime a property is at risk, either from decay or neglect or development, recording is the most cost-effective preservation solution.  Because so many of our historic buildings have already been lost, any student of architectural history in Kentucky, anyone interested in understanding the regional consciousness or heritage, or anyone attempting to integrate a new design into the regional fabric is dependent on documentary sources for information.  The HABS/HAER collection is often the only source.  In addition, for any property, whether at risk or not, measured drawings can provide information unobtainable from a study of the building itself.  It is impossible to photograph a building plan or a section, but these drawings often reveal facts and relationships, almost forensic in nature, imperceptible any other way.

   I am not a preservationist convinced that everything in the past was somehow better that what we have today.  In contrast, I am firmly committed to progress and I have a strong belief that our society can, and must continue to evolve and improve with time.  But (it) is inconceivable to me how we can endeavor to do so if we sacrifice our past.

   From a financial perspective, I have long supported efforts at balancing the federal budget, and I continue to do so, but the elimination of HABS/HAER strikes me as a classic case of "throwing out the baby with the bath water".  If federal expenditures were to be evaluated in terms of return for the dollar spent, then the HABS/HAER programs would surely be among the most profitable.  Ass I am sure you know, many of the measured drawings, photographs, and written data pages deposited annually in the Library are produced by outside sources, at no cost to the taxpayer.  Much of the success of the HABS/HAER programs can be directly attributed to the productive and cooperative relationships  established through HABS/HAER between the professional community, the private financial community, and the state and federal governments.  Likewise, the usefulness of the information contained in the collections is largely due to the management of the records by the Library of Congress.  I firmly believe that the loss of HABS/HAER's oversight and direction would cripple, if not end, the majority of recording efforts nationwide.

   I continue to take great pride in the HABS/HAER collection; its unrestricted accessibility, unique among collections of its type, and the investment in our future which its very existence represents.  In a culture of designed obsolescence, run by a government motivated by bi-partisan politics and the glory of short-term solutions, the Historic American Buildings Survey and the Historic American Engineering Record are shining examples of federal monies well spent.

   I implore you to do everything in your power to prevent the loss of this national asset.
