Thank you for your letter of May 30, 1995, and your concern that the National Park Service not let the Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) be eliminated.

We are not going to eliminate HABS and HAER, although adjustments will have to be made to the program to accommodate this Administration's initiatives.

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a stronger organization.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the central offices by approximately 40%:  including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the Denver Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated to the Parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER) are central office programs, they are included in the reductions.

We do not plan to eliminate the HABS program but plan to continue it,  although at a lower level of staffing. Dear Mr. Beals,

Thank you for your letter of May 12, 1995 and your concern that the National Park Service not abandon the Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) and the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).  Your letter was of particular interest to me in that you pointed out the value of these programs to the our understanding of our American Heritage -- a point in which I totally agree.

We will not allow HABS to be eliminated, although adjustments will have to be made to accommodate this Administration's initiatives.  I thought that I would provide you with what is currently happening with HABS and its sister program, the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the National Park Service central offices by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the Denver Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated to the parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program HAER, are included in the Washington, D.C. headquarters, this organization was subjected to the 40% reorganization cut.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. office met to decide how to reduce the Washington, D.C. office by 40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park Service Headquarters in Washington,. D.C..  The higher priority programs would receive the available staffing.  Those programs falling below the "cut line" were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so as to meet the dictated 40% cut.  Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER program.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.  One of those cooperative agreements will undoubtedly be with the American Institute of Architects, of which you allude to in your letter.  By utilizing a cooperative agreement with The American Institute of Architects we can cut the positions associated with the summer recording program of HABS/HAER without greatly reducing the critical HABS/HAER Washington, D.C. staff within the National Park Service.  As you know, these HABS/HAER Washington, D.C. staff are needed for the continuation of this program

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS/HAER program but plan to continue it, although at a lower level of staffing.  Like yourself, we very much appreciate the contributions to the American architecture profession and to the nation as a whole.  We will keep you informed on our progress with HABS/HAER.

Thank you very much for your inquiry of April 27, 1995, concerning the Historic American Buildings Survey 
(HABS). I am glad to hear that last summer’s HABS project has generated greater awareness and appreciation of 
the historic resources of Montgomery County.

We are very pleased with the work HABS accomplished last year in Montgomery County.  As you are probably 
aware over 100 structures were identified for HABS documentation.  The team actually documented over 80 
structures with written history and large-format photography.  This project made Montgomery County one of the 
most extensively documented counties in the HABS collection.

As I'm sure you can appreciate, we are a very small organization with a smaller budget charged with documenting 
nationally significant structures throughout the country.  Because of these severe budget and staffing constraints, 
we can not expend extensive amounts of effort in any one portion of the country.  However, should the Historical 
Society wish to financially support additional HABS  documentation, we would be pleased to provide technical 
assistance to such a donation effort, although we wouldn't be able to do the work ourselves, such as we did last 
year.

The next logical step for the Montgomery County project, in our view, is to publish the documentation already
 produced through a university press; such as Temple or the University of Pennsylvania.  As you are probably 
aware, Roehm and Haas has agreed to donate $1500.00 to such a project.

      Since November of 1994 I have addressed then Representative Elect Jon Fox of the pathetic HABS Study that 
his predecessor Rep Mavinsky had your group in HABS produce relating to the "Historic Buildings of 
Southeastern Pennsylvania".

      I have been a close friend for many years of Charles Peterson, who established HABS with then Secretary 
Harold Iches (sic) in the 1930's.  I always had a great respect for the Survey and its intents.  Charlie and I talked 
many times about the survey.  Now, we have a survey which by no means represents the purpose of HABS.  
The collection of photographs now on exhibit in Montgomery County does not even try to cover the vast resources 
of Historic places and Buildings of Montgomery County yet $130,000 has been spent!  The Antes house which has 
(2) National Landmark citations and has been surveyed by HABS is not listed, yet the Terra-Cotta Albrecht Flower 
Shop is listed.  Two buildings which I played a part in their listing on the National Register, St Paul’s Episcopal 
Church and the Elkins Station, are not listed, but Vincent Kling's badly executed Atlantic Gas Station is listed.  My 
criticism of your list and the photographs is unbound less.

      I have asked that your photographs be put in storage until a proper record is made of "Southeastern 
Pennsylvania".  All to no avail.  The exhibit continues to be sponsored by HABS and the Conservancy.  I, 
therefore, have resigned from The Conservancy of Montgomery County and will take an active part in seeing that 
this type of waste of the National Treasury stops once and for all.

      My respect for HABS and your work is at an all time low.

Dear Ms. Cross,

It is my extreme pleasure to add my thoughts to the others that you have collected in the support of the nomination 
of Ms. Gail C. Rothrock for the 1995 Maryland Preservation Award.  I strongly support the nomination of Ms. 
Rothrock for this award.

I first began hearing of Ms. Rothrock and her work in the field of historic preservation from my professor, 
Frederick Gutheim -- one of the grand old names in the state of Maryland preservation.  Professor Gutheim told me 
that Ms. Rothrock was extremely exceptional preservationist (they were working together, at that time, on the 
Sugarland Trails Project) but it was many years before I actually met her, at a preservationists' luncheon at the Arts 
Club in Washington, D.C.  By that time she had become Preservation Coordinator of the Prince Georges County 
Historic Preservation Commission.  In that capacity she had led the Prince Georges County Historic Preservation 
Commission to become the most respected preservation organization of its kind in the State, and one of the most 
widely respected organizations within the country.

Several years after first meeting Ms. Rothrock, the Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) decided to 
undertake a model pilot documentation program with a local preservation organization.  Unlike typical HABS 
projects, which are undertaken using measured drawings on a single structure, this effort was to document a large 
number of historic structures within a given geographic area through large format photographs and histories .  We 
needed a competent preservation professional and preservation organization to work with to successfully complete 
such a project.  It was quite logical to select Ms. Rothrock and the Prince George's County Historic Preservation 
Commission for their reputation for professionalism.  The result was the HABS/Prince Georges County Historic 
Preservation Commission recording project which produced almost 1000 large format archivally processed 
photographs and histories of selected historic structures throughout the County.  This project, in turn, produced the 
award-winning publication, Landmarks of Prince George's County (Baltimore: The Johns Hopkins University 
Press, 1993) and an immensely successful exhibit that has been shown frequently throughout the region bringing 
much deserved attention to the very fine historic buildings of that County.  HABS, of course, undertakes numerous 
projects throughout the nation.

Without the talents of Ms. Rothrock, this extremely successful partnership would have been, I'm afraid, an abject 
failure.

Since the HABS/Prince George's County Historic Preservation Commission joint project, I have seen Ms. 
Rothrock's commitment to Maryland preservation in many, many settings.  She is a committed, hard-working, 
professional totally dedicated to the preservation of the historic buildings of Maryland.

It is for these reasons that I am extremely pleased to strongly urge that Ms. Rothrock be awarded the 1995 
Maryland Preservation Award.

Dear Dr. Donnelly,

Thank you for your letter of April 28, 1995, and your concern that the National Park Service not eliminate the 
Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) and the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).  I, like you, 
am very aware of the very many contributions that these programs have made to our understanding of American 
history.

We will not allow HABS/HAER to be eliminated, although adjustments will have to be made to accommodate this
 Administration's initiatives.  I thought that I would provide you with what is currently happening with 
HABS/HAER.

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for 
the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a
stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the National Park Service 
central offices by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the Denver
Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated to the 
parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program HAER are included in the Washington, D.C. headquarters of the 
National Park Service, this organization was subjected to the 40% reorganization cut.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five 
Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. office met to decide how to reduce the Washington, D.C. office by 
40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park Service Headquarters. Those 
functions receiving the highest priorities would receive available staffing.  Those programs falling below the "cut 
line" were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so as to meet the dictated 40% cut. 
Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER program.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate 
Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a 
total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above
specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this 
cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and 
much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS/HAER 
program but plan to continue it, although at a lower level of staffing.  I, like you, believe that the HABS/HAER 
program is one of this nation's richest cultural resources.  We will continue to keep you informed on our progress 
with the HABS/HAER programs.

Thank you for your letter of May 19, 1995 concerning architectural photography and the Historic American 
Buildings Survey/Historic American Engineering Record (HABS/HAER) of the National Park Service.

I am enclosing, for your information, a copy of HABS/HAER Review, our most recent annual report.  I would 
suggest that you might want to peruse the complete report for information on HABS/HAER but particularly pages 
45-47, a list of the available publications dealing with various aspects of HABS/HAER.  Should you decide to 
actively pursue HABS/HAER photography, I would suggest the HABS/HAER publication, "Specifications for the 
Production of Photographs," as shown on page 45.  I would also suggest that you might want to review the 
photography chapter of Recording Historic Structures, also listed on page 45.  This book should be available in 

your local library.  In addition to the photography section, there is an appendix in the rear of this publication which 
republishes our standards.  For photography, for example, our standard calls for large format (4 inch by 5 inch or 
larger) perspective corrected negatives.  Our two photographers, Jack Boucher and Jet Lowe, usually shoot 5 inch 
by 7 inch format.

Concerning opportunities to undertake HABS/HAER documentation, I would say that they were threefold:

· Working for HABS/HAER.  In some cases we hire architectural photographers to supplement the work of our  own photographers.  This is done by both contract and by direct hire.  We don't do this extensively, but usually engage two or three photographers per year.  Should you be interested in this approach I would suggest that you consider submitting a portfolio to use for the perusal of my project leaders.  I should mention that at present we do not anticipate the need for architectural photography in the southwest.

· Undertaking HABS/HAER Mitigation Documentation.  Under Federal law, historic structures about to be 
demolished or substantially altered as a result of Federal action must be first documented to HABS/HAER standards.  This is known as mitigation documentation and virtually all mitigation documentation is undertaken by contract.  For information on how an architectural photographer such as you might secure such contracts, I would suggest that you might contact the State Historic Preservation Office:

· A third way would be to work for historic architects.  HABS/HAER documentation is well known as the 
standard of excellence in the field.  A photographer capable of producing photographs that meets HABS/HAER standards would, one presumes, be of interest to the community of historic architects in Arizona.  

I was very interested to read that you have a degree in architecture as I would think that this would stand you in 
good stead in your chosen field of architectural photography.  Also, I noticed that you graduated from the 
University of Arizona and probably were a student of Professor Robert Giebner prior to his death -- Bob Giebner 
was, of course, a great supporter of the HABS/HAER programs.  Finally, I noticed that one of your postcards was 
of the Mission Inn in Riverside -- an amazing structure.  Bruce Judd who worked on the preservation of that 
structure is another strong supporter of HABS/HAER and might have some ideas for you in establishing yourself 

 in HABS/HAER photography.

I hope that this information has been of some use to you.  Please don't hesitate to contact me if I can be of further 
assistance.

Dear Professor Forbes,

Thank you for your letter of April 22, 1995 and your concern that the National Park Service not let the Historic 
American Buildings Survey (HABS), "go down the drain!"

We are not letting HABS go down the drain, although adjustments will have to be made to the program to 
accommodate this Administration's initiatives.

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for 
the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a 
stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the number of positions in 
central offices by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the Denver 
Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated to the 
parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER) are included in the 
Washington, D.C. headquarters, this organization was subjected to the 40% reorganization cut that all other central 
offices were.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five 
Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. National Park Service office met to decide how to reduce the 
Washington, D.C. office by 40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park 
Service Headquarters.  The available positions, after the 40% reduction, would be allocated to those programs 
receiving the joint vote of high priority from the Associate Directors.  Those programs falling below the "cut line" 
were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so as to meet the dictated 40% cut.  
Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER program.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate 
Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a 
total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above 
specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this 
cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and 
much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS program 
but plan to continue it, although at a lower level of staffing.  Like yourself, we very much appreciate the 
contributions to American history made by the Historic American Buildings Survey and the Historic American 
Engineering Record.  We will continue to keep you informed in our progress with the HABS/HAER programs.

I am greatly alarmed by the suggestion that the HABS/HAER programs may be targeted for elimination.  I 
certainly understand the need for downsizing federal programs, but cannot accept the elimination of those
 programs that have done so much to document and record our nation's heritage.

HABS/HAER is a good illustration of government at its best.  For a small agency, with a relatively small staff and 
budget, it has achieved tremendous outreach.  One example of this outreach is the documentation programs 
administered by many state and private universities.  Students and faculty with guidance and technical support
 from HABS/HAER expand the number of documented historic structures recorded in the United States and its 
territories.  This is achieved at little or no cost to the federal government.  The drawings, photographs, and notes, 
maintained by the Library of Congress are often the only record we have of structures threatened by demolition.

Thank you for your letter of April 24 1995 and your concern that the National Park Service not eliminate the 
Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) and the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).  Your letter

was of particular interest to me in that you pointed out the outreach of the HABS/HAER documentation programs 
administered by state and private universities at little or no cost to the Federal Government.

We will not allow HABS/HAER to be eliminated, although adjustments will have to be made to accommodate this
Administration's initiatives.  I thought that I would provide you with what is currently happening with 
HABS/HAER.

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for 
the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a 
stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the central offices of the 
National Park Service by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the 
Denver Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated 
to the parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program HAER are included in the Washington, D.C. headquarters of the 
Service, this organization was subjected to the 40% reorganization cut.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five 
Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. office met to decide how to reduce the Washington, D.C. office by 
40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park Service Headquarters. Those 
functions receiving the highest priority would be allocated the available staffing.  Those programs falling below the 
"cut line" were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so as to meet the dictated 40% 
cut.  Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER program.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate 
Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a 
total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above 
specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this 
cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and 
much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS/HAER 
program but plan to continue it, although at a lower level of staffing.  I would be remiss in not thanking you for the 
significant contributions that you and your students have made to the HABS/HAER programs over the years.  We 
will keep you informed in our progress with HABS/HAER.

Dear Mr. Holmes,

Thank you for your letter of May 1, 1995 and your concern that the National Park Service not eliminate the
Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) and that this program, which you, your father and son have all 
worked for, be retained despite the need to decrease the size and influence of the Federal Government.

We will not allow HABS to be eliminated, although adjustments will have to be made to accommodate this
Administration's initiatives.  I thought that I would provide you with what is currently happening with HABS and 
its sister program, the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).

As you know, this Administration is committed to the reduction of the Federal deficit and the number of people
working for the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity 
to develop a stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the staffs of the 
National Park Service central offices by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional 
offices, the Denver Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be 
reallocated to the parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program HAER are included in the Washington, D.C.
headquarters, this organization was subjected to the same 40% reorganization cut as was the other organizations.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five 
Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. office of the Service met to decide how to reduce the Washington, 
D.C. office by 40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park Service 
Headquarters.  Those functions receiving the highest priorities would receive the available staffing.  Those 

programs falling below the "cut line" were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so 
as to meet the dictated 40% cut.  Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER program.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate 
Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a 
total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above
specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this
cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and 
much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS program 
but plan to continue it, although at a lower level of staffing.  Like yourself, we very much appreciate the
contributions to American history made by the Historic American Buildings Survey and the Historic American 
Engineering Record.  Finally, I would like to thank the Holmes family for the contributions of three generations of 
architects to the HABS collection.

We will continue to keep you advised as to our progress with HABS/HAER.  Thank you for your interest in the 
National Park Service.

Dear Mr. Johnson,

Thank you for your letter of April 28, 1995 and your concern that the National Park Service not eliminate the 
Historic American Buildings Survey (HABS) and the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).  Your letter 
was of particular interest to me in that you pointed out the value of these programs to the architectural interns and 
that the field notes and measured drawings produced by these programs preserve for all time a record of these 
landmarks.

We will not allow HABS to be eliminated, although adjustments will have to be made to accommodate this 
Administration's initiatives.  I thought that I would provide you with what is currently happening with HABS and 
its sister program, the Historic American Engineering Record (HAER).

As you know, this Administration is committed to reduce the Federal deficit and the number of people working for 
the Federal Government.  Within the National Park Service, we chose this initiative as an opportunity to develop a 
stronger organization for the Service.  Accordingly, we developed a plan to reduce the National Park Service 
central offices by 40%: including the Washington, D.C. headquarters, the ten (10) regional offices, the Denver 
Service Center and the Harper's Ferry Center.  The positions and funding thus saved would be reallocated to the 
parks.  Since HABS, and its sister program HAER are included in the Washington, D.C. headquarters, this 
organization was subjected to the 40% reorganization cut.

The immediate action to reduce the Washington, D.C. headquarters group came on April 5, 1995 when the five 
Associate Directors of the Washington, D.C. office met to decide how to reduce the Washington, D.C. office by 
40%.  They decided to vote on the 208 functions undertaken within the National Park Service Headquarters in 
Washington,. D.C..  The higher priority programs would receive the available staffing.  Those programs falling 
below the "cut line" were recommended to the National Park Service Director for elimination so as to meet the 
dictated 40% cut.  Unfortunately, this included virtually all of the HABS/HAER program.

On May 10, 1995, Deputy Director John Reynolds made additional positions available to Associate Director Kate 
Stevenson.  A portion of these additional positions were then allocated by Ms. Stevenson to HABS/HAER -- a 
total of twenty.  So as of this date it can be seen that HABS/HAER is planned for continued existence, at the above 
specified level of twenty positions.  This is down from their former level of 58 positions, a 65% cut.  Although this 
cut is severe, it should be noted that the actual reduction will be undertaken between now and fiscal year 1999 and 
much of it will be met by utilizing cooperative agreements for hiring summer employees.  One of those cooperative 
agreements will undoubtedly be with the American Institute of Architects, of which you allude to in your letter.  By 
utilizing a cooperative agreement with The American Institute of Architects we can cut the positions associated 
with the summer recording program of HABS/HAER without greatly reducing the critical HABS/HAER 
Washington, D.C. staff within the National Park Service.  As you know, these HABS/HAER Washington, D.C. 
staff are needed for the continuation of this program

I hope that the above comments explained the current situation.  We do not plan to eliminate the HABS/HAER 
program but plan to continue it, although at a lower level of staffing.  Like yourself, we very much appreciate the 
contributions to the American architecture profession and to the nation as a whole.  We will keep you informed on 
our progress with HABS/HAER.
