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Hampshire and Hampden Canal (MA)
Hampshire and Hampden Canal, is a prolongation of the Farmington Canal of Connecticut.  It commences at the point of termination of that work in Southwick, Hampden county, and proceeding through Westfield and Easthampton and encircling the base of Mount Tom, terminates at Northampton, in Hampshire County.  Length 22 miles; 36 feet wide at top, 20 at bottom, and 4 feet deep; locks 80 by 12 feet; commenced in 1825; finished in 1831.
