· I would like to use ten or twelve representative illustrations from the original articles published in the National Canal Museum’s Canal History and Technology Proceedings.  This may not be possible.  Ideally, Ann Bartholomew may still have these on her computer.  However, she had a hard drive failure not too many years ago.  In addition, she may not keep illustrations from past issues of Proceedings (as they take up a considerable amount of space on a computer).  Alternatively, I may be able to scan illustrations from the Proceedings, although this may not be satisfactory.

· Option B is for me to produce “generic” canal illustrations that would suggest specific topics published in Proceedings.
· Please let me know what you would prefer.  By copy, I would also be pleased to hear Ann’s comments.
This paper is somewhat long.  Please note, however, that it will “compact” into a much smaller size.  I produced this at 14 point, space and a half with double returns between paragraphs so as to facilitate editing.  The final product will probably be 12 point, single spaced.  Also, if length is restricted, I would recommend that we delete Appendix B.

At your convenience, would you please send me a publishing agreement form for my signature.  As in former years I will hand annotate it, sign it and send it back to you.
