Annual Meeting for Industrial Archeology (SIA)

I am requesting permission to attend the annual meeting of the Society for Industrial Archeology (SIA) to be held in Montreal, Canada.  Period of travel will be from 27 May 2003 to 2 June 2003.  As you know, the National Park Service has a long involvement with SIA, due primarily to our stewardship of historic industrial sites, such as the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal, Lowell, etc.  Usually SIA annual meeting are held in the United States (last year’s meeting, for example, was held in Brooklyn, New York).  However, occasionally SIA holds its annual meeting with its partner, Canada.  This year is an example.

My attendance at this annual meeting is also required due to my membership on the SIA Board of Directors, the only U.S. Government representatives on the Board.  Montreal is one of the three meetings which the SIA Board of Directors holds each year.  To miss this meeting would compromise my participation as a Director of this professional society.
In accordance with U.S. Department of Interior policy, no annual leave will be taken in conjunction with this trip.

Travel expenses for this trip will be borne by the National Institute of Buildings Sciences (NIBS), under cooperative agreement to the National Capital Region, National Park Service.
