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The Sinnemahoning Extension of the Pennsylvania Canal
A continuation of the West Branch Canal to the mouth of Sinnemahoning Creek, or the Sinnemahoning Extension, is under construction. It is 33 miles long, has 17 locks, 2 dams, 5 aqueducts, 19 culverts, and 30 bridges. Its total fall is 150 feet. The estimated cost of the entire canal is $1,388,099, and of that only $142,420 had been expended up to 1840. Construction was only begun in 1838. 
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
