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Pennsylvania and Ohio Canal
The Pennsylvania and Ohio Canal was primarily an Ohio canal intended to link the Ohio Canal with the Pennsylvania system and therefore provide a continuous navigation from Lake Erie at Cleveland to Pittsburgh. Von Gerstner provided a description:

The Pennsylvania & Ohio Canal, which is designed to connect the Ohio Canal with the Ohio River at Pittsburgh, in Pennsylvania, thereby establishing a water link between the latter city and Lake Erie. A canal and railroad already exists between Pittsburgh and Philadelphia, and hence the Pennsylvania & Ohio Canal is of prime significance for the latter city as well. The canal begins at Akron, 38 miles from Cleveland (or Lake Erie), and runs via Warren to a point 2 miles below Newcastle in Pennsylvania, where it junctions with the canal system in the latter state. The total length of the canal is 125 miles; the distance between Akron and Beaver, on the Ohio, is 145 miles. From Beaver the canal will eventually be extended to Pittsburgh. Until this happens, canal boats must be towed up the Ohio by steamboats.
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
