      Santee Canal, connects the harbour of Charleston with the Santee.  It commences on the west branch of Cooper river, and passing along Biggin Swamp, intersects Santee river at Black Oak Island.  Length, 22 miles; course, N. N. W.; 32 feet wide at top, 20 at bottom; 4 feet deep; rise and fall, 103; 13 locks, each 60 by 10 feet; completed in 1802; cost $700,000.  By means of this canal, and the Santee and Congaree rivers, which have been improved, a navigable communication is afforded from Charleston to Columbia.
