Subject: Request for $50,000 Funding for Year Three of Settlement Agreement (Docket Number DC-1221-01-0019-W-1)
This is a request for $50,000 funding for the third year of the settlement agreement for Docket Number DC-1221-01-0019-W-1.  This agreement was signed by Denis Galvin, Deputy Director of NPS, and Donald S. Harris, Department of Interior Solicitor’s Office, on January 24, 2001.

As you may remember, the legal settlement for the above referenced case called upon the National Park Service to transfer to my use $50,000 per year for four years.  This funding was to be used in support of special studies on historic architecture and engineering and is over and above the funding transferred from Cultural Resources to the National Capital Region for my salary and benefits.

To date, NPS has transferred $100,000 to cover the first and the second years under this agreement.  These funds were transferred from Headquarters WASO to National Capital Region.  This $100,000 was subsequently 100% obligated through a cooperative agreement to the National Institute of Building Sciences (NIBS).    Of this $100,000, $49,664 has been expended through December 31, 2002 and an additional $35,300 has been committed but not expended.

In addition to specifying the amounts to be transferred, the legal agreement also specifies that these funds be transferred, “… as soon as practicable.”
In accordance with the terms of this legal agreement, I respectfully  request that the $50,000 for the third year be transferred as soon as practicable.
