      Regarding surveyor’s maps of the Chesapeake and Ohio canal, an example is shown on page 11 of my book Monocacy Aqueduct on the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal.  These maps are in surveyors’ notebooks in Record Group 79 at National Archives II at College Park, There is a preliminary finders guide to Record Group 79 which you can get a free copy of by calling the publications office at National Archives.

      I think Bill Spinrad has a copy of the Geddes and Roberts survey maps of the C & O Canal. You can see the Army survey maps of the C & O Canal (ca. 1825) in the Map room of Archives II, third floor. They will Xerox copies for you on their very large Xerox machines but it will probably run $5 to $6 per copy. The plans, I believe, are part of Record Group 77 (Army). Also while you are in the Map room, you may want to check out the 5 x 8 card deck on Maryland maps. Its on the right wall, far side of the counter.
