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Introduction
      This packet is a collection of copies of historical documents intended to assist in explaining and discussing Paw Paw Tunnel at the March 7, 2007, tour of Paw Paw Tunnel for Mr. Roy Sewall, Chairman of the Board, Chesapeake and Ohio Canal Trust, Mr. Matthew Logan, President, Chesapeake and  Ohio Canal Trust and Mr. Thomas Verratti. 1. Overview
      Enclosure 1 is a reduced size copy of the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal National Historical Park brochure on Paw Paw Tunnel.  The basic history of Paw Paw Tunnel is well known as laid out in this brochure:

a. Built 1836-1850. Probably the longest tunnel in America at the time (3,118 feet long).

b. One of the two most impressive engineering works on the line of the canal (the Monocacy Aqueduct being the other)

c. Designed in 1836 by Assistant Engineer Ellwood Morris.
