Subject:  September Trip to World Canal Conference (United Kingdom)

Terry,

As you remember, you approved a trip for me to attend the World Canal Conference in Edinburgh and to visit other canal sites in the United Kingdom, September 3, 2003 to September 27, 2003.

I have been advised by Linda Bennett of the Office of International Affairs that:

1. That Sharon Cleary, Chief, Office of International Affairs, has said that foreign travel has been on the hot seat and that Don Murphy would probably not approve the extent of this trip.  I have therefore reduced this trip, from 24 days to 16 days.  A revised DI-1175 Foreign Travel Certification Form is attached reflecting the new dates.
2. That the travel request being sent to Don Murphy should be accompanied with a memo from the Regional Director.  When Dick Powers was still with us, Dick felt it was necessary on previous international travel requests to send along a memo with the international travel request to make sure that Don Murphy understood that the funding for this travel derived from the legal settlement and that a legal agreement was involved.  I have drafted a memo from you to Don Murphy to serve this purpose.

3. That I should also submit a more detailed justification for this trip.  This is also enclosed.

Please sign the memo to Don Murphy and have Judy call me to pick it up (because of time limitations, I have to hand carry the revised paperwork to the Office of International Affairs).
