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Whitewater Canal (IN)
      Whitewater Canal, extends from Lawrenceburg in Dearborn county, on the Ohio river, ascends the valley of Whitewater, through Hamilton county in Ohio, and Franklin, Lafayette and Wayne counties of Indiana, to Cambridge on the National Road, in the last named county.  A considerable portion of this work is now in use.  The section from Lawrenceburg to Brookville, 30 miles, was opened for navigation on 1839; whole length, 76 miles.  Estimated cost $1,400,000.       The Whitewater Canal begins at Lawrenceburg on the Ohio and follows the Whitewater River to the vicinity of Cambridge on the National Road.  The overall length is 76 miles, of which 31 miles (to Brookville) have been completed.  Outlays for this canal up to the close of 1838 totaled $600,000.  Owing to the difficulties of the terrain it became necessary to run one portion of the canal through the state of Ohio.
