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Results of field investigations into the Western Inland Lock Navigation Company improvement of Wood Creek, for six miles west of Rome, New York, to Little Canada Creek.  In 1802 the company constructed four wooden locks overcoming 27 foot elevation.  Benjamin Wright was engineer.  The author discusses the roof structures built over these locks.  Wood Creek was part of the Mohawk-Oneida waterway corridor that predated the Erie Canal.  Constructed 1802.
