This is the exposed remnant of a great masonry a rch br idge. 
I t o r i g i n a l l y extended over 200 feet i n length, and its stone 
p ie rs ra ised the roadbed to a height of over 100 feet above 
the creek bed. There were fou r round arches, each approx­
imate ly f i f t y feet i n d iameter . The s ing le - t rack roadbed is 
approximate ly twenty feet wide. 

In 1901 the l ine was relocated to the west and the viaduct aban­
doned. The new r i g h t - o f - w a y stands on a tremendous l a n d f i l l 
which covers one a rch and the lower port ions of the piers of 
the viaduct . Thus the br idge is s t i l l en t i re ly there but p a r t i a l l y 
concealed.

This is a viaduct of t r u l y Roman propor t ions . Even pa r t ­
i a l l y obscured, i t is a magni f icent tes t imony to the engineering 
s k i l l of mid-nineteenth century A m e r i c a n bu i lders . 

The Cleveland and P i t t sburgh Rai l road came to Bedford 
in 1852 and revolut ionized east-west t r a v e l f o r the communi ty . 
The f i r s t br idge over T inke r ' s Creek was a wooden t r e s t l e . 
I t was replaced by the stone viaduct i n 1864, The contractor 
and mason was A l Spafford , who is said to have used a d e r r i c k 
over 100 feet high to bu i ld the centering and in s t a l l the keystones 
f o r the great arches. He was also a v i o l i n - m a k e r . 

A n event of in teres t in loca l h i s to ry was the passage of 
the t r a i n on A p r i l 27, 1893, c a r r y i n g the L i b e r t y B e l l f r o m 
Philadelphia to Chicago f o r exhibi t ion at the Columbian Expos­
i t i on . 

The r i g h t - o f - w a y was changed in 1901 in order to accom­
modate a double- t rack l ine . The Cleveland and Pi t t sburgh later 
became a pa r t of the Pennsylvania Rai l road ,
