T DESCRIBE THE PRESENT AND ORIGINAL (IF KNOWN) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE

The Bishop lMackay-Smith House stands three and a half stories tall, and equally
wide, on the east side of 22nd Street midway between Locust and Spruce Streets, It
is a great cubic mass of dark reddish brown brick and closely coordinated brown-
stone, simple and severe, elegant by virtue of its restrained decoration and tight
crisp details. Uncharacteristic among the architect's better known more flamboyant
buildings, this house demonstrates Theophilus P, Chandler's disciplined interpreta-
tion of the presumably more austere requirements of then Rt. Rev. Alexander Mackay-
Smith, Bishop-Coadjutor of the Diocese of the Protestant Episcopal Church of Penn-
sylvania,

The flat square facade is penetrated by a deep entry porch, framed by a series of
concentric arches into which rise a tapering flight of steps. The void of the en-
try is emphasized by the smooth round projecting bay directly above, which in turn,
is surmounted by a large double window, floor to ceiling on the third level, This
vertical sequence culminates above the cornice in a gable fronticepiece of unexpect-
ed exuberance, an eclectic invention which recalls in its concentric round arches
the entryway below,

The strength of the entry with 1ts reinforcements above is such that the facade
at first sight appears to be symmetrical although there is only one bay of windows
to the left while there are two on the right. This eccentricity is clearly a res-
ponse to the precence of the large original walled garden on the south side of the
site. While the north elevation, directly on the building line at Latimer Street,
is flat with only one small oriele on the second floor front, the south elevation
has a series of diverse projections on each floor overlooking the garden, from the
larger rooms to the left of the central hallways., On this facade the grade drops
below the street level to provide grade egress from the cellar, To the rear there
is a one and a half story wing extending to within five feet of the property line,

The whole house sits on a brownstone base about six feet high, in which appear
plain cut cellar windows, protected by handsome wrought iron grilles., The transi-
tion to a close coursed brick is accomplished by a molded stone water table. The
tall windows of the first floor are adorned with arches neo-grec pediments and sim-
ple stone architraves set with slender colonettes on either side bearing delicate
foliated capitals. The clustered pilasters flanking the entry have more elaborate
floral capitals, in a free interpretation of a corinthian/gothic motif., A scroll
console overthe central arch acts both as a keystone and as bracket to the project-
ing bay above.

The upper two stories are set apart from the lower by a three-part banding con-
sisting of a smaller molded string course on top, a frieze of brick interrupted by
stone tablets which align with the windows and a full crown molding at the bottom,
This band runs the full width of the facade rolling out in a curve as it wraps the
central bay and continuing around on the south elevation, The windows are progress-
ively plainer toward the top, with no expressed jambs on either second or third
floor. The second floor windows have light classical pediments with small floral
acroteria at the corners and the third floor windows have only a simple brownstone
lintel,

Corbelled brick modillions form a cornice which is capped by a crown molding in
copper. The slate roof is steeply pitched and is lashed and capped in copper. Iron
finials run the width of the roof as snow "birds" with a fine decorative effect,
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While the exterior is in apparently excellent condition physically, the original
appearance has been altered by injudicious painting of the brownstone portions., Vhat
was once a serene and refined facade now has a curious coarseness about it because of
contrasting elements which were meant to blend. The delicacy of ornamentation where
the hand of Chandler is most clearly perceived is now submerged by the strong con-
trast of light painted stone to dark brick., The original restrained monochrome would
have revealed nuances which are now lost, though easily retrievable,

The fine iron grillwork on the cellar windows is intact, its languid curves rela-
ting beautifully to the fruity deeply undercut stone ornament, The original portion
of the garden wall on 22nd Street still bears its ironwork along the top, though it
would appear that the later extension of the wall never had any, Only the front
steps have been significantly altered, by covering them with quarry tile., This and
the painting appear to be the only exterior problems.

The vigorously disciplined facade gives way within to a free and gracious arrange-
ment of richly appointed rooms designed for the semi-public 1life of the Bishop. The
ma jor- rooms of the house are arranged on either side of an East-West bearing wall
whiich divides the approximately 52 foot width of the house into bays that are about
25 ft. wide. One enters on the north side of this bearing wall through a deeply re-
cessed porch dnto a coffered vestibule beyond which one sees into a large (25'x37')
Inglish Renaissance "hall chambexr" with hooded stone fireplace, flanked by stained
glass and oak window seats on the north wall, a beamed ceiling of about 12 foot height
and oak wainscoting throughout., Opening off this hall chamber are a drawing room
(25'x35') with fireplace and a curved bay window facing the south and a connecting,
extensively panelled dining room (25'x25') with Jacobean tracery ceiling in full
relief, and curved front glass and cherry china cupboard in each of four corners.

A narrow six sided conservatory with mosaic floor opens off the dining room overlook-
ing the garden to the south., On the west side of the hall chamber, next to the vesti-
bule, there is a reception room (15'x20') with a fireplace. The main stairway (with
oak treads and rail) which ascends through three floors of the house, comes down at
the northeast corner of the hall chamber near the double door opening to the 1% story
high library (25'x37') at the rear or east side of the house, The south east corner
of the house contains serving pantry, and a recently added fire stair tower. On the
upper floors, there is a six foot wide East-West corridor running the length of the
house, A tank in the attic provides fire sprinkler protection for the third floor.
The scale of the interiors is unmatched by any surviving house in Center City
Philadedphia.
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STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

The context in which the Bishop Mackay-Smith House stands is most important. The
five blocks of 22nd Street, between Market and Delancey, constitute a mostremarkable
ensemble of fine buildings from the period 1880-1910 by leading architects of the time.
Chandler himself designed the Hutchinson House at 133 S. 22nd,. and the Church of the
New Jerusalem at 22nd and Chestnut as well as several around the corner on Walnut,

From the College of Physicians with its Georgian facade and elegant gardens at 19 S.
22nd Street by Cope and Stewardson, 1908 (former draftsmen in the Chandler office),
moving south one encounters at least three houses by Wilson Eyre, the Chandler church,
many examples from the Furness office including whole blocks of St. James and Delancey
Streets to the east and west of 22nd, and assorted examples from the work of Addison
Hutton, G.W, and ¥W,D, Hewitt, and Horage Trumbauer. The period was characterized by
unprecedented design freedom and exuberant invention tempered by consideration of pro-
priety for a new class of clients cager to establish themselves, Both trends in this
eclectic phase are represented within these several blocks, the "classicising" on the
one hand and the "romanticizing" on the other. Architecturally the era is epitomized
on 22nd Street and the Bishop Mackay-Smith House is one of the principal examples.

The Mackay-Smith House is a distinguished building by a distinguished and influential
architect for a very distinguished and influential client, T.P. Chandler, a prolific
and highly inventive architect, was best known for his residential and ecclesiastical
commissions, He was a founder of the Philadelphia ATA Chapter and the first director
of the School of Architecture, University of Pennsylvania. His client, the Rt. Rev.
Mackay-Smith, came to Philadelphia in 1902 as Bishop Coadjutor and was named Bishop of
the Diocese of the Protestant Episcopal Church of Pennsylvania in 1911. The Machay-
Smith House is an atypical example of Chandler's work and especially interesting in
that regard. Furthermore, it is in excellent condition both inside and out (and it
appears that the original integrity of design and detail has been preserved in the res-
idence according to the list of some eighty drawings done for the Mackay-Smith House
as cited in the Chandler office records) and therefore, one of the best examples of
,the modes of the time.

Another important aspect of this mansion already noted in the foregoing description
is the open space that accompanies it and complements its massive bulk., In this Cen-
ter City area with the highest residential density of all Philadelphia, at 22,700 per
square mile as compared to 9,700 per sq. mile East of Broad Street (Market Street West
Transportation Study, 0ld Philadelphia Development Corp., Jan 1975), the remaining poc-
kets of open space are extremely precious., Again with reference to the 22nd Street en-
semble, this site is the last planned garden in a sequence beginning with the set-back
and unusual herb garden of the College of Physicians, continuing with the landscaped
open corner at the Church of the New Jerusalem, the playyard of Greenfield School, and
the meandering "close" of English Village opposite St. James Square. On a smaller
scale of consideration the Mackay-Smith garden forms an ideal terminus to the lovely
tree lined single block of Rittenhouse Street west of 22nd. The house has passed through
three ownerships. It is a tribute to the owners of the property to have preserved soO
