HE ROLE of modern technology in education is pre-

cisely the same as the role of the automobile in the

horse economy: replacement. In the knowledge-age

economy that will endure from now right through the
21st century, learning is in and school is out.

More education is not the cure to our economic doldrums.
Rather, it's one of the major causes of the malaise. Education
has become a lethal savior. Like a solid-gold life jacket, it glit-
ters for attention, it's outrageously expensive, and the longer
we cling to it the deeper it will sink us.

The reason is that schooling—as a technology, as an eco-
nomic sector, as a way of life—has become terminally un-
hinged from the real world of working and living. A growing
new wave of technology is totally transforming the social role
of learning:

® Learning used to be something done only by humans. Now
learning is a process humans share with artificial brains and net-
works that “learn” to adapt their functions to human needs and
deliver instruction to people where and when they need it most.

® Learning was thought to be —Continued on page 10

confined to the box of the classroom. Now
learning permeates work, entertainment and
home life. Some 99% of what the average

@ Learning was believed to be the result of
a linear “teaching” process in which knowl-
edge. would flow like wine from the copious
fountain of the “expert” professor into the

empty head of the obedient and grateful stu- .

dent. But with the volume of information ex-
plosively doubling every year or so, personal
expertise may last only a few days and is
available to anyone who has the telecomput-
ing tools to plug into the right networks.

@ Learning meant schooling and schooling
was kid's stuff, to be “graduated” from so that
youth could “commence” adult life. But learn-
ing is now what “knowledge workers"—al-
ready from two-thirds to three-quarters of
the U.S. workforce—get paid to do, and it is
what virtually all adults will do for a living by
the beginning of the 21st century.

1 call the new wave of technology that is

not only replacing education but transforming

the whole modern economy hyperlearning or
just HL. Henry Ford’s Model T was not an
invention'so much as the integration of a set
of technical advances in power plants, rubber
tires, batteries and other components as well
as fuel-refining, production-engineering, em-
ployment policies and marketing strate-

gies—a total system that changed not just -

transportation but the entire fabric of West-
ern society. Similarly, HL represents the im-
minent integration of skyrocketing advances
in the so-called “artificial intelligence” of
computers and robotics, broadband “multi-
media” communications, “hyper” software
needed to cope with the resulting information
explosion, and even “brain technology” that is
expanding our understanding of how human
and artificial brains work. : -

The atomic bomb, said Einstein, changed
everything but our thinking. HL will change
everything and our thinking.

0O GET a feel for the coming economy
of hyperlearning, skip the computer-
garnished “Classroom of Tomorrow”
(which has as much to do with the real
future as Disney World) and drop by the ser-
* vice garage of a General Motors ‘dealer who

is plugged into GM’s “CAMS” (computer-
aided maintenance system). CAMS is a so-
called expert system based on computer ter-
minals in each repair bay linked by telephone
to a mainframe computer in Flint, Mich. “Ex-
pertise” in the CAMS system on how to fig-
ure out what's wrong with your Chevy and
how to fix it is: distributed throughout this
network, which even includes. the on-board
computer in each GM car. The system is a
learning loop: The garage mechanics learn

~ from'thé computer-based network how to fix

your car quicklyand correctly the first time.
But the new expertise acquired by the me-

chanics from their real experience with thou- -

sands of repairs each day is fed back to be
“earned” by the computer expert. Nobody
calls CAMS (already trailing-edge technol-
ogy) “education” or “training” or “school”™—
learning is the system’s business.

This kind of “hypermated” learning loop
increasingly forms the core of nearly every
kind of economically productive activity. The
London Stock Exchange has replaced legions

. of shouting floor traders with an automated

telecomputing network, following the lead of
America’s NASDAQ. The most prosperous
farmers today spend miore time working with
computers than with combines. Political hum-
bug notwithstanding, factory “jobs” are not
coming back: They-will eventually require as
little labor as farming now- does. General
Electric’s state-of-the-art light bulb factory in
Virginia employs a third as many workers as
the one it replaced—and none ever touches a

" light bulb. Each'of the similarly few workers

employed in Corning Glass’s most modern
plants is trained to be able to run every op-
eration in the factory, not to do a “job.” The
work mainly is troubleshooting and managing

_the software of the automated systems that

do the actual manufacturing.

This HL revolution cannot succeed
through “reform” or “restructuring” of
schools and colleges, any more than the
horse could be re-trained or even genetically
re-bred to become a car. “Break-the-mold”
schools can’t and won’t. _

Tools, not schools, offer the key to the
learning we all need to prosper in the knowl-
edge-age economy. We already have the
technology. to-enable anyone to learn any-
thing, anywhere, with grade A results. Sure,
kids still will need some kind of community
centers for care, shelter and conviviality. But

buildings are neither necessary nor sufficient
for access to hyperlearning. - :

Public education has become a barrier to
economic progress and a threat to social
equality. The well-off will continue to get
access to HL tools at work and at home no
matter what. The $450 billion America is
now squandering each year on education is
depriving the less-well-off of access to hyper-
learning—over 93% of that money is going
to pay education’s bureaucrats while- only
about 1% goes to hands-on tools and mate-
rials students can use for learning. A high-
school student in a family with a $70,000+
income is about three times more likely to be
using a computer for learning at home than a
student in a $10,000-income household. Nei-
ther throwing more money at futile class-
room tinkering nor vouchers for school
choice will close that growing gap between
the HL-rich and the HL-poor.

The solution is what I call microchoice. It
means commercializing, not just privatizing,
America's collective farms of the mind—pub-
lic schools and colleges—to unleash the pow-
er of free enterprise to deliver more, better
and fastér learning opportunities at-ever-de-
clining cost to everyone. In-practice, that
means replacing government-run and -con-
trolled institutions with - electronic “food
stamps” for learning. Using modern card-ac-
count systems, such micro-vouchers would
allow families to purchase the specific prod-
ucts and services for both adults and children
to learn whatever they need from whatever
sources can serve them best, whether com-
mercial or nonprofit.

The resulting U.S. market for the most ad-
vanced and economically essential technology
would be bigger than today’s entire world
computer industry. HL is thus both the great-
est business opportunity since Rockefeller
found oil and the indispensable boost needed
to resuscitate our languishing economy. «

Why schools may
become obsolete

have often wondered what

it must have been like to

hear Bernard Shaw speak

in the 1380s, before he
became famous. Many of his
ideas, such as the nationalisa-
tion of industry and the cre-
ation of a welfare state, must
have struck his small London
audiences as completely mad.
Yet much of what he predicted
came to pass within the space
of one or two generations. Last
week, listening to a sparsely
attended lecture at the Cato
Institute, a Washington think-
tank, I felt a kinship with the
Victorians that Shaw so loved
to harangue.

The speaker was Mr Lewis
Perelman, author of a recently
published book, School’s Out:
Hyperlearning, the New Tech-
nology and the End of Educa-
tion*. The thesis he expounded
with messianic fervour -
which proved too outrageous
even for his libertarian Cato
audience — was that conven-
tional education is obsolete.
Putting resources into school
reform makes about as much
sense as investing in the horse
and buggy at the end of the
19th century. Just as the auto-
mobile was destined to sweep
aside horse-based transport, so
“hyperlearning” will sweep
aside education as we now
understand it.

I am not suggesting that Mr
Perelman, a former high school
science teacher and planning
director for Holiday Inns, is
another Shaw. But I do believe
his fundamental argument -
that technological change is
undermining the foundations
of conventional education — is
worth taking seriously.

Teaching today is immensely
labour-intensive. Hundreds of
thousands of teachers stand in
classrooms delivering almost
identical lectures to their stu-
dents. Yet such techniques are
inherently inefficient because
the abilities of students vary so
enormously — and because the
competitive atmosphere of
classrooms inhibits many less
able students.

With the latest computer
technology, a single talented
teacher can prepare and
deliver a course to an unlim-
ited number of students. Feed-

back loops and programmed
instruction can allow students
to learn at their own pace,
repeating difficult sections as
often as necessary. In princi-
ple, electronic lessons can
move effortlessly between dif-
ferent media; a history course,
for example, can move from a
“talking head” lecture format
to archive text, to film footage
of battlefields and finish by
playing music composed dur-
ing the period.

As the cost of electronic gad-
getry falls, the savings from
eliminating classroom teachers
and the physical infrastructure
of schools are potentially
immense. To give an idea, The
Civil War, an acclaimed US
television documentary, cost
about $3m to make, or about 10
cents a viewer/learner. To con-
vey the same information to
the same number of people
through traditional classroom
techniques would have cost
about $6bn and required the
services of all of America’s col-
lege history professors for
more than a year.

A second plank of Mr Perel-
man’s argument was that we
can no longer afford to think of
education as something we
complete in our youth as a
preparation for work and citi-
zenship. With skill require-
ments changing constantly, we
all have to accept the need for
lifelong learning. Fortunately
electronic tools give us the
ability to learn what we want,
when we want — and in the
comfort of our own homes.

The revolution in learning
made possible by new technol-
ogy is being impeded, Mr Perel-
man argues, by the entrenched
power of existing, redundant
institutions. He would abolish

all public grants for schools
and colleges and give the
money directly to families in
the form of learning credits or
“micro-vouchers”. Just as US
food stamps can be spent on
any kind of food, so educa-
tional micro-vouchers could be
spent on anything that nur-
tures the mind, be it distance-
learning courses, video cas-
settes, books or conventional
schooling (which would no lon-
ger be compulsory.)

The second big change he
advocates are laws forbidding
employers to discriminate on
the basis of academic qualifica-
tions. Employers would be able
to test recruits to determine if
they have the skills actually
needed for a job, but not to
require them to have served
time at schools or colleges. Mr
Perelman believes that US aca-
demic education is already a
costly fraud. People pay ludi-
crous sums for degrees that are
of no practical relevance and
which no longer even guaran-
tee high-paid employment. If
“credentialism” were banned
and replaced by tests of actual
competence, the whole edifice
might come crashing down.

But if conventional schools
and colleges vanished, what
would happen to young people?
Well some institutions for
sports, the arts and social
interaction would be needed,
but they would not have to
involve the regimentation of
today’s schools. That regimen-
tation was, in any case, largely
needed to discipline people for
the monotony of a mass pro-
duction industrial age that is
already passing.

The essence of Mr Perel-
man’s argument is that new
technology provides the means
for a far more economical, flex-
ible and personalised form of
education. At heart a utopian,
he believes learning is as natu-
ral as eating or sex; the trouble
is that most people’s appetite
for it is destroyed by crude and
outdated delivery systems. His
ideas probably seem outland-
ish; but remember, few people
predict the really big social
and economic changes that
transform our lives.

The seven seminars will be held in rooms equipped with simultaneous
translation facilities (French | English).



* The Business Partners’ Forum: free consultations with some 40 business
partners, financing specialists, consultancy firms (strategy, partner search, technology
transfer...), public bodies, etc. The Partners’ Forum is closely linked to the themes of the
seminars. During their consultations, participants can thus refine the conclusions about
strategy that they have reached during the course of the seminars.

e The European Area, devoted to an economic presentation of member countries
of Euréka.

» The Regional Area, a technological showcase for the assets of the Pays de la Loire.

» The Youth Area: high-school and other students, as well as trainee engineers,
will present a number of projects in which they have collaborated closely with businesses.
These young people may be your future partners.

» The Art and Industry exhibition: an exhibition of works created by artists in
association with industry, and a display of projects. The works on show will illustrate
the benefits of co-operation between industry and the arts, either through patronage by
individuals active in the industrial world, or through the use of materials commonly used
in industry. The portfolio of projects will, for its part, point the way to the future and
encourage interested companies, in their turn, to become involved in this movement.

A European business centre

* A European Investment Forum organized by Anvar and Evca (European Ven-
ture Capital Association), which will enable companies involved in technology to present
their development projects to European investors.

e A European Surface Engineering Forum offering two facilities: a Tech-
nology Exchange, to encourage the exchange of research results; a Brokerage Event,
organized by France, United Kingdom and the Netherlands, to encourage and to deve-
lop European technological partnerships and, in particular, to bring about the esta-
blishment of Euréka projects.

WHAT IS CSSP?

The Council of Scientific Society Presidents is an
organization of presidents, presidents-elect, and immediate
past presidents of about sixty scientific societies whose
combined membership numbers well over one million
scientists.

Since 1973 CSSP has served as a strong national voice in
support of science and science education, and as a forum
for open, substantive exchanges on current scientific issues.

Council membership spans the full spectrum of physical,
mathematical, and life sciences. The Council is supported
by dues from the supporting societies and annual
contributions from Institutional Affiliates.

MEETINGS

CSSP meets twice each year in Washington, D.C., once in
the spring and once in the late fall. At these meetings the
Council:

e Hears timely presentations by invited speakers from
government, academe, and industry;

e Meets with representatives of the news media;

e Hosts breakfasts to discuss science policy with members
of Congress, committee staff, and executive agency
officials;

e Exchanges information about activities and public policy
concerns of member societies;

e Takes action on policy statements proposed by CSSP
committees; and

e Conducts regular business of the Council.

REVIEW AND ACTION

Much of the work of CSSP is done by its standing
Committees:

e Government and Public Affairs
e Mathematics and Science Education
e FEthics and Science

These committees offer CSSP members an opportunity to
gain broad support for positions on science and education
issues relating to the concerns of their respective societies.

Policy statements, resolutions, and suggestions for programs
are debated and recommended by these committees, which
normally meet at the beginning of each semiannual
meeting of the Council.

Occasional CSSP reports and updates on legislation and
other government activities keep committee members
informed on relevant issues throughout the year.

POLICY STATEMENTS

At each meeting the Council adopts policy statements
recommended by its Committees on issues of importance to
the scientific community. Recent CSSP policy statements
deal with such issues as:

Science and mathematics education;

Structure of federal research and education budget;
Responsible conduct of science;

Merit review of federally supported science projects;
Unimpeded exchange of scientific information;
Minority participation in scientific careers;
Appropriate use of animals in research;
International scientific cooperation;

Intellectual property rights.

Policy statements are conveyed to appropriate individuals
and organizations via correspondence, newsletters,
conferences, oral testimony, or other means.
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CSSP AWARDS

Each year CSSP confers its Award for Support of Science to
honor an individual who merits recognition for dedicated
support of U. S. science, including support of science and
mathematics education, support of free scientific
communication, support of basic research, and support of
public understanding of science. Recent winners of the
CSSP award include:

EXECUTIVE BOARD

Policy and planning for CSSP is carried out by an Executive
Board elected annually at the fall meeting of the Council.
The Executive Board consists of the elected officers of CSSP
and three members elected at large. Most board members
are past presidents of the supporting societies, individuals
who can devote significant time to CSSP affairs. The Board
meets four times a year to plan meetings and conduct
business on behalf of CSSP.

GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

CSSP is organized for the following purposes:

e To provide a mechanism for communicating among the
various scientific disciplines through the presidents of
scientific societies;

e To deliberate and adopt public policy positions on
science research and education issues of national or
international scope.

e To facilitate cooperation among the various scientific
disciplines;

e To develop ways by which scientific information can be
made more readily available to the public;

e To improve the free flow of scientific information; and

e To foster research, study, and dissemination of
information regarding science.

According to its by-laws, “The views expressed by CSSP in
furtherance of these objectives represent a consensus of its
members and do not necessarily represent the official
positions of their respective organizations.”
