On behalf of President Bush, thank you for your very kind comments on US
policy regarding potential global climate change. The President appreciates
your support of the US policy position on this issue and has asked me to
reply to your letter.

The President has been firm in his commitment to an intelligent policy on
potential climate change. The US has insisted that policy address the full set
of "greenhouse gases" rather than focusing narrowly on carbon dioxide alone,
because a narrow CO,-only policy would raise costs and omit significant
environmental factors. Moreover, in light of the high economic costs and
uncertain benefits, the US has resisted calls for rigid "targets and timetables,"
"caps" or taxes to cut carbon dioxide emissions.

Instead, the US has urged that countries adopt national action strategies
comprised of concrete measures warranted on a variety of grounds which will
also help reduce net greenhouse gas emissions. This policy is sometimes
referred to as "no regrets." The US has already issued two reports of its
national strategy, the February 1991 "Action Agenda" and the April 1992 "US
Views" document. These reports catalogue a series of concrete, effective
measures that will limit net greenhouse gas emissions without costly caps or
taxes. Instead of costly targets, we have assembled a strategy that is more
concrete and farther along in implementation than the actions of virtually
any other country.

Our firm advocacy of this reasonable policy has paid off. Just last week, the
nations of the world agreed to a Framework Convention on Climate Change
that embodies the US approach. It calls for national action strategies to
address net greenhouse gas emissions; it does not require binding targets and
timetables for carbon dioxide emissions. It encourages technology
cooperation between industrialized and developing countries. The Convention
validates the US view that real actions and technological innovation, not
costly targets, are the best ways to address potential climate change.

The President strongly believes that policy in this area must be based on the
best scientific and economic information. Faced with the great uncertainties
surrounding potential climate change, the US has therefore made the world’s

largest investment in global change research -- as large as that of all other
countries combined. The Bush Administration has invested $2.6 billion to
date in global change research, with an additional $1.3 billion requested for
fiscal year 1993.

At beginning of answer, insert: "My answer is ’Yes’ and this commitment is demonstrated
in my FY 1993 Budget request."

Insert after "an increase of 7 percent" -- "over FY 1992 for biotechnology research involving
12 Federal agencies, and more dramatically, 21 percent over FY 1991. This is particularly
noteworthy in this time of spending constraints. These funds will support a wide variety
of promising research projects in areas ranging from more efficient energy production,
applying microorganisms to environmental clean-up, to adapting biological systems to
modern manufacturing.

( Question: Should the research and development tax credit be made
permanent?

President Bush’s Answer: We must make common sense investments that
will help us compete, long term, in the marketplace. To ensure
this, I proposed, in my State of the Union Address, to make
permanent the current 20 percent research and experimentation tax
credit, as well as extend the current research and experimentation
sourcing rules through December 31, 1993. (White House State of the
Union Address Fact Sheet, p. 11)

2 Quastion: Are you in favor of enacting capital gains tax incentives
in order to encourage long-term investment in small companies?

President Bush’s Answer: In order to maintain our edge by
increasing private sector investment, Congress should pass the
capital gains tax cut. In State of the Union Address, I called for
a capital gains tax rate of 15.4% to spur new investment, economic
growth and job creation. This is especially important for small
businesses. Historically, small businesses have created new jobs
much faster than larger companies and continue to be our major
source of new employment and innovative, world-class products.

Question: What, in your view, should be done to reform the existing
health care system in order to increase patient access and/or
control costs? ;

The cost of the
health insurance tax credit and deductions in my plan would be
offset by savings achieved through the use of the measures to
contain health care costs outlined below.

The second point of my plan will reduce the runaway costs of
health care by making the health care system more efficient. It

begins by having the states, working with private insurers, develop
basic health insurance benefit packages equal tc the value of the
health insurance tax credit. And, by forming Health Insurance
Networks (HINs), small firms and individuals would be able to
purchase low cost, high quality health insurance and reduce
administrative costs. For small employers, administrative costs
may account for as much as 40 percent of the cost of insurance
purchased, compared to 10 percent for large employers. Marketing
and servicing small employer policies is costly. HINg, because
they bring together many purchasers, would cut the cost of
administering insurance and therefore help substantially reduce
premiums. This will enable small businesses to receive the same
health care coverage that large employers enjoy.

Another way to keep costs down is to make everyone a better
health care consumer by providing them with better information and
giving individuals the rescurces to chcose the coverage that best
meets their needs.

Insurance law changes and market reforms will end the
paperwork blizzard that afflicts all Americans with insurance - and
costs billions of dollars. Standardized claims procedures and
other reforms will reduce administrative costs. The goal is to
have all health insurance claims processed electronically. That

single etep alone would eliminate a mountain of paperwork and
significantly reduce costs.

The third point of my plan will cut waste and excess in the
present system. I have proposed major malpractice reform. The
threat of malpractice litigation prompts physicians to order tests
and perform procedures simply to show that every effort has been
made to provide the best health care. The practice of defensive
medicine has contributed substantially to rising health care costs.
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My proposed reforms would provide incentives to states to: (i)
eliminate joint and several liability for non-economic damages,
(1i) cap non-economic damages, (iii) eliminate rules that permit
double recovery, (iv) require structured awards, (v) romote
pretrial alternatives, and (vi) implement new procedures to improve
quality of care. In addition, new procedural reforms would promote
alternative dispute resolution (ADR). A party that refused ADR and

then lost the suit at trial would pay the other party its attorney
fees.

In 1990, about 40 million Americans were enrolled in one of a
variety of coordinated care arrangements - up from 10 million in -
1980. My health plan encourages broader use of coordinated care in
the public and private sectors, including preferred provider
organizations (PPOs), health maintenance organizations (HMOs), and
point of service plans that allow individuals to choose between the
PPO and BMO option, case management, and other forms of coordinated
care. Coordinated care mechanisms correct the perverse incentives
which have pushed health care costs upward.

My fourth and final point will get the growth in government
health programe under control and encourage innovation at the local
level. States would be free to redesign their entire health care
systeme. The acute care portion of the Medicaid program, covering
hospital and doctor services, would be restructured, moving from an
open ended entitlement to a per capita payment arrangement. With
this change, current federal laws limiting coordinated care would
be prohibited ~ as would costly State mandated benefits laws.

With respect to the relationship of Medicaid to the new
transferable health insurance tax credit, states could choose to
combine current Medicaid funding with the new credit to develop a

gingle unified health plan for low-income person, further reducing
costs,

My 1993 budget expands funding for clinics and providers in

THE EARTH CHARTER
PREAMBLE:

We, the peoples of the world and the representatives of the nations, understand that the Earth is a unique,
whole, and interdependent system. In the face of our grave planetary crisis, we are conscious that many of our past
perceptions and present global relationships are no longer adequate. Therefore, we declare these principles to
recover the Earth's integrity, to secure the future of life, and to teach ourselves and our children that whatever we
humans do to the web of life, we do to ourselves.

PRINCIPLES:
i Planetary Unity — The Earth, with its diverse life forms, is a functioning whole. We have the inescapable
obligation to respect all f’ifc and Earth’s eco-systems.

0. Global Interdependence’ — The Earth community, of which humankind is 2 part, functions in interrelated
cycles, processes, and systems upon which life depends. This reality forms a basis for all social, cultural, scientific,
economic, legal, and political arrangements.

1. Human Community — Regardless of diverse expressions, languages and cultures, humanity is one. All
individuals have the fundamental n'gﬁts to freedom, equality and an environment adequate for their health and well-
being. Individuals, peoples, and nations must act in partnership to ensure the integrity and health of the planet.

IV. A Sustainable Development — Authentic progress in the human community must foster a sustainable and
regenerative Earth order. Only within this framework can individuals realize their unique potential, both for
themselves and in service to the common good. '

V. Universal Responsibility — The human capacity for learning about and making decisions on the
environment requires all individuals, peoples, business enterprises, institutions, and governments to act as guardians
of the Earth. All must live in balance with nature to ensure the continuity and quality of life for future generations.

IMPLEMENTATION:

The principles set forth in the present Charter shall be reflected in the law and practice of each state, as well as at
the international level. :

I. Social

A. The elements of each culture which contribute towards a united, global, and harmonious society should
be fostered. Cultures based on over<onsumption of the world's resources must adapt to reflect ecological
realities.

B. Local groups have the right to participate in the decision making processes that affect their lives and
their regions. The achievement of sustainable development requires the full recognition of the importance
of indigenous cultures.

C. Women shall be accorded full partnership in all fields of human endeavor. Such a partnership is
fundamental to society's sustainability.

D. Education should be available to all individuals in all nations. Such education should promote the
consciousness of the common héritage of humanity and the integral connection between humankind and the
larger world of nature. .

E. Information on activities and products which alter the natural environment must be made available in
terms comprehensible to the public at large.

F. International organizations and member states should make concerted efforts to slow the dramatic
growth in world population by encouraging fair standards of living for all and making family planning
services available to all on a voluntary basis.

G. Institutions at all levels of society must adopt practical forms of problem solving at the most basic,
workable level to remain true to the requirements of universal responsibility and participation.

* The President has proposed to expand the use of renewable and
low-emission fuel sources;

H.R. 2507 - Nati ity Health Reauthorization Act
(Kennedy (D) MA and 4 othars)

The Administration is strongly cammitted to the biomedical
research of the National Institutes of Health (NIE). The
Administration urges Congress to enact a simple extension of
appropriation authcrizations for NIH. H.R. 2507, as reported by
the Senate Labor and Human Resources Committea, ie unacceptable.
If it were presented to the President in its currant form, his
senior advisers would recommend a veto.

H.R. 2507 is objectionable because it would parmit federally
funded transplantation research involving human subjects to use
fetal tissue from induced abortions. Curraent policy allows
federally funded transplantation research to use fetal tissue
from spontaneous abortions or tissua derived from the treatment
for an ectopic pregnancy. H.R. 2507 would broaden current policy
oy allcwing the use of tissue from induced abortions as well.
This has the potential of providing an incentive for apbortions,
and it could also create a demand cycle, dapendent upon
maintaining the legality of inducad abortions.

The Administration understands that Senator Hatch will offer a
fetal tissue transplantation raszearch substizute emendment, which
would create a physician and hospital fetal tissue registry and a
fetal tissue bank. This amendment appears to address the
Administration‘s objections to tha bill’s provisions concerning
fetal tissue research. Accordingly, the Administrstion supports
Senator Hatch’s amendment and urges its enactrent.

Other major objectionable provisions of H.R. 2507 would:

-- Allow unwarranted and unwise intrusions irte the authority
of the Secratary of Health and Human Services. The bill is
also too diraective in its effort to expand certaln research
programs. It would impose activities and a number of
advisory committees on NIH that are costly, unnecessary, and
duplicate existing efforts in some cases.

~- Dictate to the Secretary of Health and Human Services the
membarship of the "ethics board” used to make decisinns
regarding the implications of the research conducted by NIH.
The Adminictration believes that this mandate is

unconstituticnal as it viclates Article II, section z of the
Constitution.
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The Administration understands a number of amendments will be
offered, including amendments by Sanatore Mikuleki and Hatfield.

The Administration strongly opposes Senator Mikuleki’s amendment,
which would incorporate the provisions of §. 2285, the National
Institutes of Health Revitalization Act. Senator Mikulski‘s
amendment has not been subject to any congressional hearings and
would potentially confer gpecial benafits to a single geographic
location by permitting the purchase of up to 309 acres of land
for the "establishment of a satellite campus in Maryland,"

Senator Mikulski’s amendmant is unacceptable because it intrudes
broadly on Executive branch authority to ensure that policies
affecting NIH are comparable with other Federal agencies. The
amendment would mandate, among othar things, a restrictive
artificial time-frame (90 cdays) in which the Secretary of Health
and Human Services, the Ganeral Services Administration, the
Office of Personnel Management, and the Office of Management and
Budget must respond to requects from NIH or else "such request(s]
shall be considered to be approved."

Other objectionable provieions contained in Senator Mikulski’s
amendment would authorize (1) an unneceasary revamping of NIH’s
personnel systam that ie redundant with recent reforms in the
Federal Employaee Pay Comparability Act and (2) the renovation or
replacement of the Clinical Center, including the authority to
accept a transfer of land from the Secretary of the Navy.

The Administration ie still reviewing an amendment by Senator
Hatfield that would impcse restrictions with respect to patenting
of certain human tissues: and—organs,—humarr gene—sells—and—animal
organisams. Prior to Senate floor consideration, the Departments
of Commerca and Health and Human Services will transmit letters
stating the Administratipn’s views on this amendment.
