POINTS FOR JAN ;1 PHONE CALL TO PM SHAMIR
MR. PRIME MINISTER, IT IS GOOD TO HAVE THIS CHANCE TO SPEAK.
I AM SORRY, THOUGH, THAT ONCE AGAIN A CONVERSATION BETWEEN
US MUST COME AGAINST A BACKDROP OF TRAGEDY.
YOU HAVE READ MY LETTER, AND LARRY HAS DESCRIBED TO ME HIS
CONVERSATION WITH YOU.
I WILL NOT REPEAT ALL THE ARGUMENTS IN THE LETTER. I WILL

Dear Giulio,

I would like to follow up on our previous exchanges about the Pan
Am 103 bombing. I am sure you have seen our case that Libya is
responsible for this bombing. The evidence is quite compelling
and leaves no doubt that Libyan agents carried out the bombing.
The French have told us they believe the case against Libyan
agents in the UTA bombing is solid. 1In these two barbaric acts
440 innocent men, women, and children were murdered by Libya,
including two of your citizens.

We are determined to see justice done. From our previous talk
you know how seriously the matter is taken in the United States,
and by me. Let me share our current thinking with you.

These bombings were not renegade operations. One of the accused
Libyans is a close associate of the most senior officials of
Libya’s intelligence service. We want to bring to trial both
accused, but, given the horror of the crime and clear Libyan
Government involvement, that is not sufficient.

As an initial step, John Major and I are planning to make clear
what is required of the Libyan government by calling on Libya to
surrender the accused, to accept responsibility, to cooperate
with judicial authorities, to pay compensation, and to take
concrete steps to demonstrate an end of Libyan state support for
terrorism. We have also been consulting with Francois Mitterrand
and his advisors about French association with these demands with
respect to UTA 772.

Frankly, I am skeptical that Libya will be responsive and take
these steps. Nevertheless, we intend to make a serious effort to
convince Libya that its only course is to comply with them within
a reasonably short period of time. I would welcome your support
in this effort.

If Libya’s response is not acceptable, my intention is to seek
firm and effective multilateral sanctions. If sanctions are
necessary, I would look for your support here too, particularly
with those in the region whom you know so well. My conviction is
that with leadership from Italy and others, the international
community can act to deal with this outlaw regime and its
consistent policy of resorting to terrorism.

If effective sanctions cannot be imposed, however, I must tell
you that, while I wish to avoid them, I do not rule out other
means to punish Libya and deter others from emulating its
uncivilized actions. Giulio, you surely understand, from the
monstrous nature of this atrocity, strong action is required.

I look forward to your thoughts, in particular on how we can deal
with the Maghreb states and Egypt to get them to join us in
isolating the Libyan regime. 1In line with our exchanges I would
like to send a team to Rome in the near future to consult with
you and your government about the case and possible next steps.

BECOMING THE NEXT PRESIDENT OF FRANCE. DELORS HAS COME ACROSS
AS THE NUMBER ONE SOCIALIST CANDIDATE IN EVERY MAJOR PUBLIC
OPINION POLL SINCE THE SUMMER. EVEN DEDICATED CENTRIST MEMBERS
OF THE OPPOSITION BELIEVE DELORS WOULD TAKE VOTES LEFT, RIGHT
AND CENTER. THE BIG QUESTION IS WHETHER DELORS WOULD BE
WILLING TO TRADE EUROPE FOR FRANCE. THAT IS A DECISION ONLY HE
CAN MAKE. WHILE HE PROBABLY WOULD HESITATE T0 DO SO IN ORDER
TO BECOME PRIME MINISTER, | SUSPECT HE WOULD MOVE WITH DISPATCH
IF THERE WERE AN IMMEDIATE POSSIBILITY OF BECOMING PRESIDENT.

THE NUMBER TWO SOCIALIST IN THE POLLS IS FORMER PRIME
MINISTER MICHEL ROCARD WHO WOULD HAVE MORE DIFFICULTY PITTED
AGAINST AN OPPOSITION RIGHT CANDIDATE THAN WOULD DELORS. IF
THE SOCIALISTS WERE TO CHOOSE DELORS AS THEIR CANDIDATE, HE
WOULD WIN AND CONTINUE TO PRESIDE WITH A RELATIVE PARLIAMENTARY
MAJORITY AS HAS MITTERRAND. IF ROCARD (WHOM | HAD BREAKFAST
WITH PRIVATELY LAST WEEK) WERE THE CANDIDATE. EVEN WITH A
UNIFIED RIGHT, AS A RESPECTED CENTRIST HE COULD STILL CARRY THE
DAY. THAT IS THE REASON WHY | HOPE HE WILL BE WELL RECEIVED
WHEN HE IS IN WASHINGTON LATER THIS MONTH.

THE OPPOSITION IS CURRENTLY DIVIDED BETWEEN FORMER
PRESIDENT VALERY GISCARD D' ESTAING AND PARIS MAYOR JACQUES
CHIRAC AND WOULD HAVE TO REACH A DECISION ON A SINGLE CANDIDATE
TO BETTER ITS CHANCES AGAINST A CENTRIST SOCIALIST CANDIDATE.
| HAVE SEEN BOTH OF THEM PRIVATELY IN THE LAST COUPLE OF
WEEKS. IN MY VIEW NEITHER GISCARD NOR CHIRAC COULD DEFEAT
DELORS. CONVENTIONAL WISDOM IS THAT CHIRAC WOULD BE THE BEST
CANDIDATE FOR THE FIRST OF THE TWO ROUNDS IN A PRESIDENTIAL
ELECTION BECAUSE OF HIS GAULLIST APPEAL.

THE BROADER-BASED GISCARD COULD WELL HAVE A BETTER CHANCE
AGAINST THE SOCIALISTS IN A SECOND ROUND. HOWEVER, THE RIGHT
HAS NOT SETTLED ON A SINGLE FIRST-ROUND CANDIDATE SINCE DE
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GAULLE. WITH SEVERAL CANDIDATES. THE VOTE OF THE CENTER/RIGHT
WOULD BE FRAGMENTED AND WOULD RESULT IN A CHIRAC LEAD WITH
EXTREME RIGHT WINGER LE PEN AND GISCARD TRAILING. VOTES WOULD
BE DIVIDED AND THE SOCIALISTS WOULD WIN. IF THE SOCIALISTS DID
NOT UNITE BEHIND A SINGLE CANDIDATE, THE OPPOSITION COULD THEN
WIN AND WOULD FACE A NATIONAL ASSEMBLY IN WHICH THE SOCIALISTS
HAVE A RELATIVE MAJORITY.

IN CONCLUSION, | WOULD SAY IF THE SOCIALISTS ARE UNITED ON
THE FIRST ROUND BEHIND DELORS OR ROCARD. THE SOCIALISTS WILL
REMAIN IN POWER. TO JUDGE FROM PREVIOUS ELECTIONS AND THE
LIMITED TIME (26-35 DAYS) THE RIGHT WOULD HAVE TO MAKE A
UNIFIED DECISION, | BELIEVE A CENTRIST-SOCIALIST -- EITHER
DELORS OR ROCARD -- WOULD SUCCEED MITTERRAND.

I KNOW ALL OF THIS MAKES U.S. POLITICS SOUND RELATIVELY
STRAIGHTFORWARD. NEVERTHELESS, C’EST LA VIE EN FRANCE. | HOPE
YOU ENJOY YOUR BREAKFAST WITH FRANCOIS MITTERRAND, BUT IT MAY
BE A GOOD IDEA TO HAVE YOUR BIOGRAPHIC PEOPLE AND THE NSC KEEP
THEIR EYE ON DELORS AND ROCARD, AS WELL AS ON MITTERRAND.
