SOPHOCLES (496-406 BC), Greek dramatist.
Hewrote about 120 plays, which won him fame
and popularity among his contemporaries; only
seven tragedies survive, among them Oedipus
Rex and Antigone.

1 At the age of eighty-nine Sophocles was
brought before a court of law by his son, who,
suspecting that the playwright intended to cut
him out of his will, wished to have him certified
as suffering from senility. Sophocles said sim-
ply, “If I am Sophocles, I am not out of my
mind; if I am out of my mind, I am not Sopho-
cles.” He then proceeded to read to the court
passages from the Oedipus at Colonus, which
he had lately written but not yet staged. The
judges dismissed the case.

SOUTHEY, Robert (1774-1843), British poet
and prose writer; poet laureate (1813-43). His
prose works include a Life of Nelson (1813),
many letters, essays, and criticism.

1 Southey enjoyed making a parade of the
regularity of his life and the industriousness of
his habits. Intending to impress a certain
Quaker lady, he told her the full routine of his
day; rising at 5:00 A.M., reading Spanish from
6:00 to 8:00, reading French from 8:00 to 9:00,
writing poetry for two hours, writing prose
ditto, and so on through to bedtime. The lady
heard his recital out and then asked, “And
pray, Friend, when dost thou think?”

SPAAK, Paul Henri (1899-1972), Belgian
statesman; socialist prime minister (1938-39,
1947-50) and four times foreign minister
(1936-38, 1939-46, 1954-57, 1961-65). He
was president of the first General Assembly of
the United Nations (1946) and from 1957 to
1961 was secretary general of NATO.

1 Presiding over the first General Assembly
meeting, Spaak closed it with these words:

SPEAIGHT, Robert William (1904-1976),
English actor and author. He played most of the
major Shakespearean roles at the Old Vic, Lon-
don, in the 1930s.

1 Speaight once suffered a most embarrassing
moment while playing the title role ina produc-
tion of Hamlet at the Old Vic. A rather violent
lunge in the fight scene caused him to rip his
tights and inadvertently expose himself to the
audience. Knowing Speaight to be an extremely
sensitive man, the rest of the company tactfully
“forgot” the incident. Later that season
Speaight gave a magnificent performance as
King John. Standing beside him in the gentle-
men’s lavatory one evening, a fellow actor
struggled to think of something to say to the
great man. “By the way, Bobby,” he finally

ventured, “may I say how much I admired your
John?”

SPELLMAN, Francis Joseph (1889-1967),
US Roman Catholic cardinal, nicknamed “the
American pope.”

1 As a boy of eight Frank Spellman used to
help out in his father’s grocery store. One piece
of advice that Spellman Sr. gave his son stuck in
the future cardinal’s mind: “Always associate
with people smarter than yourself, and you’ll
have no difficulty finding them.”

2 Recelving a generous donation for charity
from the Roman Catholic organization the
Knights of Columbus, Cardinal Spellman pre-
sented the newly appointed Grand Knight with
a medallion of Pope John XXIII. The Grand
Knight, overcome by nerves, dropped the me-
dallion and hastily bent down to retrieve it. As

he did so, he heard the cardinal murmur,
“Heads!”

3 Inconversation with a local businessman in
a busy New York post office, Cardinal Spell-
man happened to remark that he was feeling
rather tired.

SPENCER, Herbert (1820-1903), British phi-
losopher and economist. He was a warm sup-
porter of Darwinism and coined the phrase “the
survival of the fittest” in his Principles of Biol-
ogy (1864, 1867). He applied Darwinism to
social and economic life in his numerous publi-
cations.

1 Spencer was playing billiards with a subal-
tern who was a highly proficient player. In a
game of fifty up Spencer gave a miss in balk and
his opponent made a run of fifty and out in his
first inning. The frustrated philosopher re-
marked, “A certain dexterity in games of skill
argues a well-balanced mind, but such dexter-
ity as you have shown is evndence, [ fear, of a
misspent youth.”

{This anecdote is also ascribed to Robert

Louis Stevenson.)}
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SPENSER, Edmund (?1552-99), English poet.
After studying at Cambridge, Spenser met
Philip Sidney, with whom he formed a literary
club, the Areopagus. Encouraged by this literary
atmosphere, he published bis first major work,
The Shepheardes Calender (1579), and began
his epic-romance The Faerie Queene (1589,
1596). He was granted a post in Ireland (1580)
and spent much of the rest of his life there. In
1598 bhis residence, Kilcolman castle, was de-
stroyed in a rebellion, and the poet returned
destitute to England, where bhe died soon after-
ward.

1 Spenser presented some of his poetry to
Queen Elizabeth, who received it graciously
and instructed the lord treasurer, Lord Burgh-
ley, to pay the poet a hundred pounds Burgh-
ley, a prudent keeper of the royal purse-strings,
protested that it was far too generous a recom-
pense. “Then give him what is reason,” said the
queen. Burghley, however, conveniently forgot
to make the payment, and Spenser waited pa-
tiently for some months. Eventually he decided

that he would have to petition the queen hip,
self, so he found an opportunity to present g
her the following rhyme: “I was promised on 5
time/ To have reason for my rhyme;/ From
that time unto this season,/ I received noy
rhyme nor reason.” Elizabeth scolded Lorg
Burghley and ordered immediate payment.

2 When Spenser first showed portions of The
Faerie Queene to the Earl of Southampton, that
great connoisseur of literature was enchanted
by what he read. “Go bear Master Spenser 3
gift of twenty pounds,” he commanded his at-
tendants. He read on, and again the charms of
the poetry encouraged him to further generos-
ity: “Go bear Master Spenser another twenty
pounds.” Still he went on reading, and then
cried out a third time, “Go turn that fellow out
of my house, for I shall be ruined if I read
further.”

SPILLANE, Mickey [Frank Morrison]
(1918~ ), US writer of detective stories featur-
ing the character Mike Hammer.

1 Authors become impatient with eager stu-
dents of their work who find symbolism where
none was intended. When the subject came up
at a meeting of the Mystery Writers of Amer-
ica, Spillane dismissed any profound conclu-
sions that might have been drawn from the
drinking habits of his most famous character.
“Mike Hammer drinks beer, not cognac, be-
cause I can’t spell cognac,” he declared.

SPOONER, William Archibald (1844-1930),
British scholar, Warden of New College, Ox-
ford (1903-24). He gave his name to the verbal
trick, accidental or otherwise, known as a
spoonerism —the transposition of the initial
letters of words, especially to give a comic effect;
for instance, “a half-warmed fish” for “a half-
formed wish.”

1 Announcing the next hymn in a service in

New College chapel, Warden Spooner said,

“Kinquering congs their titles take.”
{This seems to be one of the best-attested
spoonerisms, but there are of course
scores of likely but probably apocryphal
examples: calling Victoria “our queer
old dean” in a service for her Jubilee;
