As noted in our discussion on Friday, Penn State is extremely excited about
the opportunity for promoting the story of the winning design for the Korean
War Veterans' Memorial. We look forward to cooperating with you and all
involved parties as we work toward a public relations plan that will
maximize visibility for .this important project.

Our interests at Penn State are several. First, to ensure that the world
knows that the winning design team of architects and professors of landscape
architecture are Penn State faculty members. Second, that the school's name,
Penn State, be communicated accurately. The initial story, stemming from
the release issued by the Korean War Veterans Memorial, incorrectly
identified Penn State as "the Pennsylvania State College School of
Architecture." There is no such institution. Penn State is the
communicative name of The Pennsylvania State University. We are sometimes
confused with our Ivy League sister in Philadelphia, the University of

Pennsylvania (or "Penn"), and so the potential for incorrect variants of our
name is enormous.

Our other interests lie in making sure our faculty éembers are comfortable
with the plans we hatch. They are a good team — afticulate, telegenic,
personable, with perfect gender balance to boot. They are eager to take
part in promotional efforts, and have agreed to do some media work in
Washington that week, but they need to be comsulted before we move forward
with a final plan. At all times, we want to be semsitive to proposing
events for their involvement that promise optimum coverage.

Finally, it is our semnse that no medium should be given the story or
photograph of the model in advance of the unveiling.

Here, then, is a list of Penn State's media interests, in priority order:

1. The network evening news shows (NBC, CBS, ABC, CNN, etc.) of June l4.
Certainly, the unveiling ceremony should prove worthy of network
coverage, but would it also be worthwhile in scheduling a news conference
on the heels of the ceremony to allow for more in-depth coverage, such as

Q&A with the architects and other principals? Each of these evening news

shows typically are watched by 15-20 million homes. Additionally, a
press conference would offer opportunities for satellite feeds to
stations in Pennsylvania and elsewhere. IncidenFally, Brian Healy,
senior producer for the CBS Evening News in Washington, is a

"distinguished alumnus" of Penn State, and can be helpful to us.
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Other considerations:

The wire services, particularly the Associated Press. Jeff Barker of the
Washington Bureau will be covering this event. Jeff is well known to us,
as he started his career at Penn State. The international reach of the
AP is, of course, a staple of any plan for coverage. We also have
contacts with UPI in Washington.

. The approﬁriate sections (fine arts, architecture, etc.) of the big

national newspapers: The NYTimes, the Washington Post, the Philadelphia
Inquirer, Christian Science Monitor, USA Today, etc. —— outlets that
should want major features beyond what the wires can provide.

The network morning shows of June 14 or June 15. Ideally, this would
occur on June 15. It would be wonderful to do two of the shows the same
day, perhaps by splitting the team of architects and other principals.
Each of these shows is watched by 3-5 million homes.

The national news magazines -— Time, Newsweek, and U.S. News and World
Report -- are of paramount importance to Penn State. Magazines such as

People, US, and other high circulation pop magazines also should be
approached.

Important specialty outlets for Penn State are The Chronicle of Higher
Education, our national "trade" publication to which the story already
has been pitched; the MacNeil-Lehrer News Hour; ABC s Nightline; and
anything for CNN. Charles Bierbauer, the senior White House correspondent
for CNN, is a loyal Penn State grad, and can be Lite helpful to us.

Second wave specialty publications and shows —-- architecture and fine
arts magazines, veterans' publicationms, Washington Monthly -- not to
mention Donahue, etc., should be approached.

—-How do we work press availabilities around & reception that is being

scheduled for the architects et. al. by the Pennsylvania Congressional
delegation -- Congressmen Murtha and Clinger, and Senators Heinz and Specter?
Apparently, this reception is slated to take place shortly after the
unveiling ceremony. I believe John Kenney has more [information about the

current thinking behind this reception.

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Penn State is prepared to help with:

--Photographs of the model upon its completion for use in press
packets. Naturally, word to the architects will have to come from on high,
as they are abiding by the policy of secrecy until the unveiling.

We are prepared to have representatives from our operation on site the week
of June 12 to help in whatever ways we can.

PSU profs flattered, humbled
by selected memorial design

Excited. Humbled. Moved.

Those and other emotions were
the reactions of four Penn State
professors when they found out that
they had been chosen to design the
Korean War Veterans Memorial in
Washington, D.C.

“We are extremely excited, elat-
ed and, most of all, we are deeply
honored to be chosen,” said Don
Leon, an associate professor of
architecture,

Added John Lucas, an associate
professor of architecture: “We're
flattered and humbled by the
opportunity to do that.”

The other members of the team

are Eliza Pennypacker-Oberholtz-
er, an associate professor of land-
scape architecture, and Veronica
Burns-Lucas, an assistant professor
of landscape architecture.

Penn State officials held a press
conference Friday for the four pro-
fessors.

The team’s design was chosen
from among 540 submitted io the
memorial’'s advisory board. The
selection was announced Thursday.
But the team has known since last
week that its design had been
chosen for the memorial.

“Only our cats and dogs and
gardens outside have known about
(it),” Leon said.

The memorial will be located
directly across from the Vietnam
War Veterans Memorial on the
Mall in Washington. The Mall’s
reflecting pool will separate the
two memorials. Flanking the Kore-
an War Veterans Memorial site to
its left is the Lincoln Memorial,
‘while off the far right is the Wash-
ington Monument.

During the wide-ranging press
conference, the professors talked
" about the project, how they devel-
oped the design, and their reaction
to winning.

The memorial’'s design will be
unveiled July 14 at the U.S. Capitol
in Washington, and the professors
stood by their steadfast refusal to
disclose any details of the design.
But they offered a few hints about
it. :

“It is going to tell a story,”
Pennypacker-Oberholtzer said. ‘It
is going to create an experience for
people. I think it will be a very
dignified experience.”

The memorial will also express
the country’s gratitude for those
who served and died in what has
been called “The Forgotten War,”
said Burns-Lucas.

The team spent ‘‘hours and
hours” reading about the Korean
War, Lucas said. They also looked
over photographs of the war, read
several books and’ articles about
the philosophy of war, and inter-
viewed several Korean War veter- °
ans, he said.

To come up with the . actual
design, the team used a “round-
robin” approach, Pennypacker-Ob-
erholtzer said. Under that ap-
proach, one person would draw a
design and then hand it to the next
person. That person would add and
i subtract from the design, and then
i give it to the next person.

After a couple of rounds among

! the four, the design essentially took

form, she said. \

“That was real instrumental in
the design we came up with,” she
said.

Between now and the unveiling of
the design on June 14, the profes-
sors said they will work on building
a three-dimensional depiction of the
memorial.

Since they found out they won,
the four have had little time to stop
and think about their achievement,
they said.

PENN STATE FACULTY TO DESIGN NATIONAL KOREAN WAR MEMORIAL
University Park, Pa. - Four Penn State faculty members have

been chosen out of 540 competitors to design the proposed
Korean War Memorial in Washington D.C.

The faculty members are Veronica Burns Lucas, assistant
professor of landscape architecture; Eliza Pennypacker
Oberholtzer, associate professor of landscape architecture;
and Don Alvaro Leon and John Paul Lucas, both associate
‘professors of architecture. Their design will be unveiled
Wednesday, June 14, in ceremonies at the U.S. Capitol.

An l1ll-member committee of Korean War veterans, established
by Congress three years ago, judged the entries and named the
four winners, who will share a $20,000 prize.

The memorial will be erected in the southwest portion of the
national Mall. Along with the Vietnam War Memorial, it will
complete a triangle with the Lincoln Memorial. The
construction budget has been tentatively set at $6 million, a
figure that may increase to $9 million.

Design of the Korean War Memorial must still be approved by
the National Capitol Memorialization Commission, the National
Capitol Planning Commission and the Commission on Fine Arts.
The latter commission was appointed by former President Ronald
Reagan to review all building projects affecting the physical
appearance of the Washington D.C. area.

The four faculty members are currently at work on graphic
material, including a three-dimensional model for the June 14
showing.

Colonel Bill Weber - lost an arm and a leg in the war but he
did not want to leave the Army. Stayed and finally retired as a
colonel.

Fred Sherry - former fighter pilot in Vietnem and Korea;
spent 7 years in Hanoi Hilton.

Colonel Rosemary McCarthy - retired Army nurse; now a
professor of English at Catholic University; The Board calls her
the "board grammarian."

Bill McSweeny - knows the President

Mike McKevitt - publicity Chairman of the Board; former
Congressman; knows the President.

Walter "Wally" P. Lukens - In the middle of the winter (Feb. '51)
his infantry was waiting to cross the Han River (south of Seoul).
The platoon ahead was crossing when they came under heavy enemy
fire. The platoon leader was hit and his troops panicked.
Captain Lukens radioed for a tank to divert enemy fire and then
personally went down to the river to lead the troops back up the
hill. Under heavy machine gun fire he picked up one of the
fallen infantrymen and carried him up the hill. He found when he
reached the top the soldier he was carrying was dead. For his
act of valor he received one of his two Bronze Stars.

Former Congressman Pete McCloskey - Navy Cross recipient; charged
up the Hill under heavy enemy fire three times; finally on the
third time he led the charge up the hill and kept it. His troops
loved him so much they named a baseball field after him in Korea.
His former colleague and good friend Congressman Andy Jacobs of

Indiana witnessed this act of courage. (Pat Robertson was sued by
McCloskey)

Douglas Smith - served in the Marine Corps and was wounded during
the battle of Heartbreak Ri He was received the Purple
Heart, and carried a Chinese machine gun bullet in his body for
more than 20 years. He is married with two grown children.

Jack Buck - served in Korea as one of the "Chosin Few." He was
one of the few survivors who held out at the battle for the
Chosin reservoir; won the Silver Star for gallantry; was active
in fundraising for the memorial.
