PURPOSE:

To honor the Minnesota Twins for winning the 1991
Major League Baseball World Series.

BACKGROUND:

The Minnesota Twins won this year's World Series,
4-3, over the Atlanta Braves, the seventh and
final game taking place in the Metrodome in
Minneapolis, Minnesota. This was the Twins second
World Series championship in five years, the last
win coming in 1987 with a victory over the St.
Louis Cardinals.

The media has termed this year's contest the
"Cinderella Series," due to the fact that both
teams in the Series went from last place, last
season to first place, this season.

World Series Most Valuable Player, Jack Morris,
threw a 10-inning shutout to clinch the extra-
inning victory for the Twins. The seventh and
deciding game was the third extra-inning contest
of what was one of the most exciting World Series
in recent history.

The Twins finished the season with a record of 95
wins and 67 losses.
