RE- Solidifying Evangelical Support For President Bush

One of the most important components of the conservative wing of the coalition
which elected President Bush is the evangelical Christian movement. This constituency |
is motivated on issues which transcend the economy. However, there is substantial
discontent among evangelicals for three reasons:

I They are generally sympathetic to economic conservative views and can be
swayed by arguments-which play upon the perception that President Bush
violated his solemn promise not to raise taxes.

There is a general feeling that President Bush has failed to deliver any
substantive accomplishment of particular concern to evangelicals While
they appreciate some of the general accomplishments, there has been no
specific policy change which the President has delivered which is a top
priority to the evangelical community. President Reagan delivered the
Equal Access Act. There has been no similar initiative by the Bush
Administration.

3. There is substantial disgust with the policies of the National Endowment for
the Arts.

There is an opportunity for the President to take a meaningful initiative which can

solidify support among evangelicals. This op ity is for th i se to take the
leadership in securing the passage of u@igious Freedom Restoration Act (H.R™2797)

3."  Hold a White House bill signing ceremony as soon as possible (hopefully
this summer or very early fall) with representation from not only the
evangelical leadership but all religious groups and other organizations which
have helped secure the bill’s passage.

Information has been previously supplied to answer all legmmate questions about
the pro-life concerns. President Bush has been so strong on pro-life issues, he will not
engender any political fallout from supporting this bill especially in light of the substantial
pro-life support which exists for this bill. The pro-life groups which oppose the bill have
gone static, a great number of pro-life organizations have been recently added as

~ supporters of this bill.

There is a difference between seizing a political opportumty and creating a political
gimmick. No one can criticize the President for creating a gimmick if he pursues this
plan. This bill has been in Congress for two years. It has substantial support from a
wide number of organizations, but it has particular import for the evangelical community..

The political impact of shoring up evangelical support is obvious. This group is
an important component of the conservative wing of the party which has short run
implications, Even more important are the implications for the fall. Assuming a
Southern Democrat securing the fresh active support of Southern Baptists (for example)
is critical. These people are a historical Democratic constituency which should not be
taken for granted. They have an important need which may not be picked up in polling.
But if their pastor stands in the pulpxt and tells the story of how President Bush Supported
this Iegnslat:on the message will impact the people in the pews.

The Senate version of the legislation i is due to be introduced later this month by Senators
Biden and Hatch.

This bill is endorsed by the National Association of Evangelicals, the Christian

Life Commission of the Southern Baptists, the Baptist Joint Committee, Concerned

Women for America, Coalitions for America (Paul Weyrich), D. James Kennedy (Coral

From my own work in the civil rights
movement, I also know that the fundamental stan-
dard by which to judge a political party is the standard of justice
and fairness —not just short-term political expediency.

But as we head into this election year, I ask all gay and lesbian peo-
ple to keep a clear eye on the difference between Republicans and
Democrats Rep. William Dannemeyer and Sen. Jesse Helms find a
home for their hatred in the other party.

Gay and lesbian rights are anathema to the Republicans—and they
uise seare tacties and distortions to divide and frighten our nation. They
call gay sons and lesbian daughters “enemies of the family>-while Re-
publican policies are what actually tear families apart. They preach
a doctrine of “traditional family values” in which tolerance, diversity,
and privaey play no role.

This should surprise no one. For decades the Republican party has
stood as a monumental obstacle to achieving civil rights for women,
African-Americans, and others. It has peddled the politics of hate
in campaign after ca.mpalgn, inventing symbols like Willie Horton and
welfare queens—ignoring symbols as powerful and positive as the
AIDS quilt.

Democrats who led the civil rights battles of the ’60s and "70s found
theirleadership smeared and their actions distorted by Republicans
trying to play on fear. Today’s leaders in the battle for gay and lesbian
rights find the same thing happemng all everagain. George Bush ac-
tively campaigned for Helms, saymg he “needed Jesse in the Senate”
even as Helms continued his campaign of bigotry.

For all of their talk about “less government; Republicans are truly

the big regulators when it comes to the most personal and intimate
aspects of our lives They want government out of the boardroom when
it comes to policing efivironmental laws, but they want it in the bed-
room when it comes to sexual orientation~and choice.

Indeed, Republican opposition to gay and lesbian rights springs from
the same source as their opposition to choice for women. Both are ex-
tremely personal and private issues in which the government should
have no say. Yet Republicans dort take diversity, tolerance, or privacy
seriously as “traditional values” They are happy to impose values set
by their narrow leadership on the nation as a whole.

They talk about ending social activism in the judiciary but then ap-
point the most aggressive judiciary in history when it comes to re-
stricting rights and privacy. Sadly, the most lasting legacy of the
Reagan and Bush administrations may be the 70% of all federal judges
who have been appointed by right-wingers since 1980.

The Republicans make no pretense of dealing with health care for
all Americans—much less specific and crucial needs during the AIDS
crisis. Bush will now mention health care in his State of the Union
address—but only because it is campaign season. The bipartisan Na-
tional Commission on AIDS chastised Bush for his complete lack of
leadership on the issue; he did nothing in response. Only when Magie
Johnson focused the nation's attention did Bush do anything, and that
was only a photo-op briefing where he tried that traditional Republican
remedy for injustice—blaming the victim.

Republicans will increase their negative politics as the year goes on.
There will be more innuendos and smears on the way. These forces of
backwardness will be countered by all of us, but gay and lesbian
Democratic leadership will play a particular and important role. A new
generation of gay and lesbian Democratic leaders—elected and
appointed—are taking their place at the politiml table. The work of
their leadership is already showing.

Demoerats in 1992 will support gay nghts and will lift the archaie
Pentagon ban on lesbians and gay men serving in the armed forces
More than 90% of the cosponsors of gay rights legislation in Congress
are Democrats. Bush has demonstrated his inability to provide leader-
ship on AIDS and his unwillingness to stop discrimination in federal
hiring. Democrats, including our presidential candidates, have shown
that they grasp the importance of these issues and have a clear will-
ingness to lead the nation forward.

...In related business, the NRB appointed a committee to investigate allegations made

against evangelist Larry Lea on an ABC-TV "Prime Time Live" program. Its findings

will determine whether Lea will be reinstated as an NRB member. His membership was
suspended when, following the TV program, he was found to be out of compliance with
EFICOM for failure to submit required documents. They have since been filed.

..A group of evangelicals who fear the White House is abandoning Israel called a
rump press conference at the NRB. They told reporters from CNN and other news
outlets that God will judge America if the U.S. government does not offer $10 billion
in loan guarantees to the Jewish state for immigrant housing. Richard Hellman,
president of Washington, D.C.-based Christians' Israel Public Action Campaign, said
America's economic recession would end if U.S. lawmakers stopped dragging their feet
on the loan legislation. Representatives of other groups, including Ed McAteer of
Religious Roundtable and Louis Sheldon of Tradition Values Coalition, criticized the
Bush administration (and particularly Secretary of State James Baker) for stalling
efforts to help settle the thousands of Jews pouring into Israel from the Soviet
republics. NRB president David Clark endorsed the guarantees, and broadcaster Kay
Arthur, an NRB director, declared: "God stands behind nations that stand by Israel."
The press conference, staged by an entity called Friends of Jerusalem Stand By Israel
Campaign '92, was not officially sanctioned by NRB, although literature circulated at
the media event said it was. Brandt Gustavson, NRB executive director, said the
press conference was "unauthorized." - The NRB rarely takes official positions on
political issues, but both Israel and South Africa have hosted NRB officers on all-
expenses-paid trips in an apparent effort to gain their friendship and influence.

In remarks at the annual National Prayer Breakfast Jan. 30, President Bush exhorted
nearly 4,000 people, including many of the nation's high and mighty, to "continue to
bring the power of prayer to bear on the problems that face us as a nation." He said
prayer figured in the "unprecedented events of the last year," including the Gulf war
and the changes in the former Soviet Union. The main breakfast speaker was Soviet
emigre Mstislav Rostropovich, director of the National Symphony orchestra, who told
of being in Moscow on tour at the time of the attempted coup last year. He went to
the parliament building to be with Boris Yeltsin, taking time out to help distribute
2,000 Bibles to soldiers in tanks. "I felt the spirit of Christ there as never
before," he said. Guests at the hotel gathering included several Russian leaders.
...Rep. Charles Stenholm (D-Texas) and Sen. Larry Craig (R-Idaho) reported on the
weekly House and Senate prayer breakfasts. Both said members leave their "isms" and
"labels" at the door. Craig said the Wednesday morning sessions“have served as a
unifying force and helped its participants "to disagree without being disagreeable"
in their work. Stenholm said between 40 and 50 House members pray together-on Thurs-
days, with J.J. "Jake" Pickle (D-Texas) sometimes providing colorful backgrounds on
the hymns they sing, and with Democrats and Republicans giving short talks on alter-
nating weeks. They pray for sick and hurting members, Stenholm said. But mainly, he
added, they are there to ask for God's help in crafting the laws of the land. "Pray
for us," he asked his listeners. "Pray that we may do the things that please God."
.. .Other members of Congress led in prayers and Bible readings, Sen. Ted Stevens (R-
Alaska) handled M.C. chores, the West Point Military Academy choir sang, and Gen.
Colin Powell, Joint Chiefs chairman, prayed for America's armed forces and families
who lost loved ones in the Gulf war. "Without your presence, we wouldn't have won,"
he prayed. Stevens, who co-chairs the Senate prayer group with Howell Heflin (D-
Ala.), paid tribute to Doug Coe, the main person behind the prayer breakfast movement
but who prefers anonymity. He received a long standing ovation. Billy Graham, who
arrived with the Bushes after overnighting at the White House (and sitting next to
Mrs. Bush at the State of the Union address earlier), gave a short evangelistic talk
prior to his closing prayer, pointing to Christ as the only way to peace and life.

President Bush, beset with a foreign war and deteriorating economy at home,
proposed a fiscal 1992 budget Monday with modest increases in the federal effort
to fight poverty and help the poor.

Among the key elements in the social welfare aspects of the president's $1.4

trillion budget was a $2 billion increase in efforts to stave off hunger among
the poor, especially children and pregnant women, a $1 billion increase in
programs providing housing assistance to the poor, changes in the Earned Income
Tax Credit, and proposals to offer the poor more choices, either through new
propaosed tax credits or voucher and certificate programs.

"'The goal is to empower low-income individuals by allowing them more

control over their their resources and a greater stake in their communities,''
the 2 -inch-thick budget proposal said.

Despite the increases, however, the proposed budget is expected toa come

under sharp attack from local officials and advocacy groups for failing to patch
the holes in the social safety net for the poor created during the Reagan era by
the sharp cutbacks in spending for domestic social programs.

The most significant increases are in the government's anti-hunger programs.
The $2 billion jump will allow the government to meet a growing demand for food
stamps caused by the recession and higher unemployement, and provide enough
money to add 175,000 people to the popular and successful Women, Infants and
Children program that provides nutrition aid to poor pregnant women and their
children.

In addition, Bush also proposed a change in the formula for the school lunch
program that would cut the cost of the subsidized lunches for the poor -- from
40 cents to 15 cents, saving some $45 a year per child -- while raising the
price for middle class students by é cents. Similar changes would take place in
the smaller school breakfast program.

At present, the Wamen, Infants and Children program serves 4.7 million

people a month while nearly 21 million people receive food stamps. Nearly 24.5
million students eat meals through the school lunch program daily.

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Bush also proposed an increase of $30 million in spending for emergency

shelters and transitional housing for the homeless to $154 million. Total
requested budget authority -- but not actual spending -- for the homeless totals
$1 billiaon.

In housing, Bush proposed spending $41 million for Secretary of Housing and

Urban Develaopment Jack Kemp's pet HOPE project that seeks to help public housing
tenants manage and buy their homes and $14.2 billion for other subsidized
housing programs, including the voucher program that allows low income
recipients to use certificates to rent in the private market.

The budget request, the administration said, would all for 78,680 new
youchers.

Bush also proposed changes in the Earned Income Tax Credit program that

would allow poor families in which one parent worked to receive refudnable tax
credits up to 36 percent of their earned income.

Under the proposal, in addition to to increasing the credit, the
administration would also make the credit adjustable for family size. According
to the budget, the maximum benefit would increase from the current $1,057 to
$1,389 for a family with two or more children.

Bush would also add a 5 percent '' wee tot' ' credit to the EITC for poor

families that have a child less than 1 year old where one parent chooses to stay
home. Another & percent credit -- a maximum of $453 -- would be aimed at
defraying health insurance policies that cover poor children.
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House Ways and Means Chairman Rostenkowski Wednesday is expected to
introduce legislation simplifying a system of tax credits aimed at low-incame
Americans, according to aides. The measure would alter changes made in 1990 by
folding three separate credits into one. The supplemental health insurance
credit, " wee tot" credit for children under one year of age and the earned
income credit would become one program, aides said. Low income families were not
taking advantage of the credits because the filing rules were too complicated,
they added. Rostenkowski's proposal would eliminate the wee tat and
supplemental health care program and the family size adjuster, while enlarging
the basic earned income tax credit. While aides acknowledged that the proposal
carries a $200 million price tag over five years as now written, they added that
Rostenkowski is committed to reducing that impact to zero.

Meanwhile, Senate Finance Chairman Bentsen will open hearings next Tuesday

on his legislation to provide tax credits for families with children and to

expand Individual Retirement Accounts. While congressional leaders previously

have ruled out action on tax relief until Congress returns next year, Bentsen ‘
said today: "I'll have hearings on (tax cut legislation) a week from today, to ‘
get the discussion and the debate started ..." His comments came during an

appearance on “CBS This Morning." Bentsen contended that his bill, which would ‘
be financed by cuts in the defense budget, would translate into a 25 percent

income tax cut for a family of four with an income of $35,000 annually.

SUBJECT: NAE Speech

After our conversation yesterday, I wanted to put down on paper
some of my thoughts about the NAE speech.

First, I think this will be the first time a President has
addressed the NAE since President Reagan's "evil empire" speech
in 1983 at which he announced SDI (even if it's not, the point
still holds).

The basic thrust of the speech should be pro-family, but I think
it is also crucial to hearken back to the 1983 speech, with
. something-like the following: :

"The last time a President addressed this gathering, it
was 1983, and the winds of the Cold War blew fiercely
against the United States and the Western Alliance.
President Reagan boldly spoke the truth: he called the
Soviet Union an "evil empire." Now, the Soviet Union
no longer exists, and proud, free nations have risen in
its stead. How much the world has changed for the
better in those eight years. By the grace of Gogd,
America won the Cold War. The nations of Central and
Eastern Europe are free -- free to worship God, free to
organize their economic life, free to participate fully
in the- Euro-Atlantic community of free nations."

"At that time, President Reagan also announced a new
program for strategic defense -- SDI. Now, I'm pleased
to announce that work has progressed rapidly on our
refocused version of that program -- GPALS. [[We look
forward to working with the Russian Federation on
developing defenses against ballistic missiles] so that
