There should be about 1,000
high school students and faculty present. Your remarks are about
eight minutes long, and are on cards.

IT. DISCUSSION: Expect a rally atmosphere. At the end of the
speech, you will present five checks to local law enforcement
agencies from the Justice Department’s sale of drug dealers’
assets. Also -- the reference to the "Commanders" is to the

For in that short time, while you’re i@agining that you’re
on top of the world, the very ground‘beneath your feet is
slipping away, opening up. And into that narrow grave you can

Even if you don’t pay the price today, rést assured: somedne
else will. Some people just think of themselves as casual-users.
But there is nothing casual about buying drﬁgs from people who

consider killing to be a cost of doing business. Ask any

policeman here in Denver about the Crypts and the Bloods. Watch
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the news from Colombia. And then put it together: Every dollar
spent on drugs is a dollar spent on death.

Of course, I aon't mean to accuse you. What is happening in
John F. Kennedy high school is happening to' every school in the
country. I don'’t believe you have a conspicuous problem.

That’s why I came here today to introducé you to the Denver
Broncos Youth Foundation. Because I do believe you can be
Commanders in the war on drugs. Listen to them, learn from them,
and they’ll teach you how to avoid drugs for the rest of your
life. After all, drugs may get by a lot of people; but nothing
can get' by the Orange Crush.\\ ‘ i i

The most important tactics they teach are called "refusal
skills." Perhaps you are under peer pressﬁrefto use drugs, to
fit in with a certain crowd. So you need to be able to do more
than just say "no." You need to have the confidence to look your
false friends in the eye, and say "hell, no."\\

I'm sure you’'ve seen, first-hand, what drugs can do to your
fellow students. And if someone you know«ié ﬁsing drugs, then
I'm asking you to be a good friend. Talk to him. Talk to her.
Just ask your friend to take this problem homg. Or, if not home,
then to a counselor. Or to Randy Gradisha# éﬁd his people. But
do something; take your friend to someone who will listen.

We won’t get rid of drugs overnight.. But I believe that by
working together, with the good people affiliated with the Denver
Broncos Youth Association, you will one da?iget drugs out of

Denver.\\
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You live in tough times -- in some ways much more
complicated than the world I knew when I was your ége. Randy
says that the toughest decision in his high school was whether to
go to the local Dairy Queen or to a bowling alley on Saturday
night. We know that your life is not thatAsimple.

That is why we want your help, your thoughts. I’'m asking
you, in the next two weeks, to write to me. If you have an idea
to fight drugs, let me hear it. TIf you have a plan, let me see
it. Write me, and I promise to take the best of your ideas to
the schools of America.

Randy says that winning takes teamwork. And, on the field
and in life, teamwork means being of one mind; one spirit and
agreeing to one purpose. Our purpose is to fid America of drugs,

Randy Gradishar is our key contact person for the Denver
Bronco trip. He is head of the Denver Bronco Youth Froundation.
I am enclosing another copy of the information regarding the
organization. I have spoken with John Beaks, General Manager of
the Broncos, and we have his full support. Randy has spoken with
Coach Reaves, and he is supportive as well.

The event would take place on Friday, December 8; no earlier
than 1:15 and no later than 2:30 in order to accommodate the Denver
Bronco's practice schedule and school hours. We have tentatively
identified the John F. Kennedy High school, located in southern
Denver, as the location for the event. You may want to review
other schools with Randy. The scheol is racially mixed (40 percent
white, 40 percent hispanic, 20 percent black). Randy has spoken
with the principal, Berndette 8ike, and ghe likes the idea.

Randy estimates that we would have ten Broncos at the event,
including: Coach Reaves; Pat Bolan,the owner; John Beak, the
general manager; and Randy Gradishar, former Denver Bronco player.

Randy was at the John F. Kennedy High School about a year and
a half ago and thinks it is a good school, They suggest using the
auditorium which will hold about 1000 people.

T have been checking all of this out with DEA in Denver and
the Denver Police Deparment. They think Randy and the school would
work well. The DEA Agent=in~Charge is Phil Perry, and the Police
Captain is Gary Graham, The Denver chief of Police is Aristedes
W. Zavaras.

I am also enclosing a copy of a proposal that we received

We have tentatively
identified the John F. Kennedy High 8choeol, located in southern
Denver, as the location for the event. You may want to review
other schools with Randy. The school is racially mixed (40 percent
white, 40 percent hispanic, 20 percent black). Randy has spoken
with the principal, Berndette 8ike, and she likes the idea.

Randy estimates that we would have ten Broncos at the event,
including: Coach Reaves; Pat Bolan,the owner; John Beak, the
general manager; and Randy Gradishar, former Denver Bronco player.

Randy was at the John F. Kennedy High 8chool about a year and
a half ago and thinks it is a good school. They suggest using the
auditorium which will hold about 1000 people.

T have been checking all of this out with DEA in Denver and
the Denver Police Deparment. They think Randy and the school would
work well. The DEA Agent-in-Charge is Phil Perry, and the Police
Captain is Gary Graham. The Denver Chief of Police is Aristedes

years. He is a former player for the Denver Broncos.

DBYF is a public nonprofit organization established in 1982
to provide leadership and assistance to Denver's youth. Although
separate from the Denver BIoncos Football Club, both Pat Bowlen,
owner, and Dan Reeves, Head Coach, serve on the Foundation's
Board of Dirsctors. The Football Club also donates office space
to the Youth Poundation at the Bronco's Headquarters. DBYF is
supported through donations froa individuals, corporations,
foundations and the Denver Broncos Football Club.

DRYF's four focus areas:

1) substance Abuse Programs: Randy Gradishar travels to
many rural towns throughout Colorado and shares ideas and
information about the problems of substance abuse with government
officials, business people and youth leaders. DBYF participates
in communities For A Drug-Free Colorado by speaking to students
throughout the state; providing financial support for the
various programs; and by attending award ceremonies for students
who complete drug prevention courses. DBYF also generated
financial support from corporate sponsors to establish a
prevention curriculum in the Denver Public Schools and Randy
Gradishar has visited sixth grade classes to overses the program
and talk with teachers, principals and students.

2) Leadership S8kills Program: DBYF challenges adults to
define the problems in their communities and then draw upon the
Foundation as a resource. The Mayor's summer Youth Development
Program was established to develop a coordinated initiative for
the City of Denver. Randy Gradishar serves on the Advisory
Council and DBYF also provides some financial support.

DBYF also hosts small groups of inner-city students at
Broncos Training camp and provides monies to county prevention
task forces to teach refusal skills to high school student and to
establish parent/adult workshops to train leaders to assist youth
for involvement in their local communities.

3) urban/Minority Programs: DBYF sponsors inner-city and
disadvantaged teens at summer camps. It sponsors initiatives to
combat gang-related activities with local youth workers by
offering time and money (i.e. = playing basketball with inner-
city kids and helping to sponsor Ski and Swim conferences.)

4) Educational Programs: DBYF helps provide continued
support and financial assistance according to particular needs.
Programs DBYF has financially assisted include: High School
Journalism Day; tutorial programs for elementary students; and
sducational workshops on drug and alcohol abuse and drop-out
prevention for adult leaders who work with kids.
