Also, "...the drama of balancing the family budget..." is a bit
excessive. We suggest softening with: "Most of us know, too,

the little dramas of daily family'life: balancing the family
budget around the kitchen table, getting the kids to school on
time, helping a lonely relative far away."

2,1,3- "The concerns any one of us has had as a parent are the
concerns most of us have had as parents...." doesn't make sense.
We suggest: "We've all had the same concerns as parents:"

2,3,2 "Our constitution is the oldest constitution in
continual use in the world." Since the unwritten English
constitution may have a claim to this, we would suggest: "...the
oldest written constitution..."” or "the oldest written blueprint

of government [in order to avoid repeating the word
"constitution"]..."

3,1,1 This paragraph is too long and needs tightening. For
one thing, "...the right to fair and just courts..." is
anticlimactic and inconsistent with the freedoms of religion and
speech because it is not as comprehensive (justice includes more
than just fair courts).

Also, it is better to characterize the movements we are
helping to overthrow tyranny as "freedom fighters" rather than
"revolutionaries."

We suggest simply saying "By helping others who are fighting

for freedom and justice =-- just as Americans did two centuries
ago -- we honor our past and ensure the future.
3,2,4 Lexington and Concord did not start "at dawn's light"

and it was 214 years ago, not 219.

3,2,5 The French Revolution was not a continuation of the
American Revolution. To be sure, the American Revolution
inspired the French Revolution, but the French Revolution quickly
went off on its bloody course. To say that the French Revolution
was inspired by the American Revolution is not the same as saying
that it was a continuation.

For instance, the storming of the Bastille to which the
sentence alludes involved a good deal of parading around with
heads on pikes. To say that Robespierre, Marat, and the
guillotines are a continuation of Washington, Sam Adams, and the
Boston Tea Party is like saying that the main dish of the
International House of Pancakes is a continuation of the crepes
suzette at Maxim's de Paris. :
Therefore, we suggest: "...The struggle for freedom that
began 214 years ago at Lexington and Concord was a New Breeze
blowing across the Atlantic that inspired the French in their
own Revolution -- and now both ... flourish [note: not

5,3,6 "God Bless America" would be more appropriate to a

speech. We suggest "May God bless America and her families."

This piece will be read by many more Americans than those
who hear a Presidential speech, so we have tried to edit it with
eye to expression as well as substance.

Pg. 1, para. 1, lines 1 - 5 The opening paragraph presents two
difficulties:

The first sentence is needlessly ambiguous. Are each
connected by coast-to-coast relatives (which is clearly not the
case with most families)? Or, by virtue of families, is America
itself connected coast-to-coast? The latter is presumably the
intention of the graf, but the point could be made clearer.

Second, "Within our own families, we may share a common
ancestor..." is a truism. Common ancestry is what defines
families.

Third, "Within our own families, we may share...a family
home..." will not win us any friends among most Americans who did
not inherit a family manse.

If the point of the first three sentences of the piece is
to introduce the nice vignette about the grandchildren in the
following four sentences, then we would be better served by
simply starting the piece with the vignette.
