2, paras. 2-4 We are very concerned about the reference to the
Battle of Jutland. It evidently serves no purpose in the context
\\V of this event. The only "hook" is the 73rd (sic) anniversary of

the battle. This is an example of excessive "fact-dropping"
crippling an otherwise good message. We strongly urge it be
deleted as needlessly provocative to the Federal Republic of
Germany at a time when German-American relations are at a
delicate point.

Furthermore, the Battle of Jutland took place when the U.S.
was & neutral country. Thus, it is somewhat misleading to imply
that this battle served to bolster the Anglo-American alliance.

Luncheon Toast to the Queen

l, para. 2 The reference to any blood relation between the
Queen and the President is more apt to offend than to charm --
ot only the Royal family, but many British and Americans. The
erest suggestion of such a relation, even in the context of
self-denigrating humor, is likely to be misconstrued as self-
inflation and American pretense to aristocracy. The British,
needless to add, take the credentials of the Royal family very
seriously.

2,2,4 Again, we strongly urge dropping the reference to the
Battle of Jutland. At a time when the British and Americans are
leading the opposition to Germany's stance on the Lance
modernization, this reference begs to be interpreted as more
Anglo-American ganging up on the Germans.

2,2,6 "Throughout the nearly 75 years of cooperation since
[Jutland]...." Once again, we are dating Anglo-American
relations from an occurance that took place when America was
neutral, and which we believe will only serve to offend German

public opinion.
