This is interesting detail but we wonder if such
detail is ever really necessary. In this case in
particular, the mention of colonization is probably
unnecessary -- even awkward, given that the United States
had itself once "fallen to colonization." 1In the spirit
of helpful advice, not criticism, we repeat here some
applicable comments on the use of local color in a speech
draft of some weeks ago:

As a general rule, it seems to us that we should
avoid using details of local color that are not
likely to be used by the locals. This rule avoids
yielding to the temptation of hyper-detail
frequently seen in speeches for the arrival of
foreign dignitaries ("Watusiland, with it's 213.4
miles of pristine coral beaches -- fourth in the
world in production of unprocessed copra"). [see
1,2,2 above] The delegation from Watusiland feels
patronized by travelogue-type facts about their
homeland. Thus, paradoxically, the effect of too
much color is just opposite of that intended.
