Babi Yar stands as a monument to many things. It reminds us
that history giveé our iives meaning and continuity, ;nd that any
nation that tries to repudiata history -- triés'to ignore the
actors and events that shaped it -- only repudiates itself.

For many years, the tragedy of Babi Yar went unacknowledged.
That has cnanged. You soon will place a plaque on this site that
'acknowledges the genocide against the Jews, the slaughter of
gypsies; the wanton murder of communists, Christians -= of anyone
who dared question the Nazi madman's fantasies.

Babi Yar reminds us of the sheer stupidity of prejudice.
Hers wa think about People of great promise and talent -- young

in Berlin wanted to exterminate their kind. |

The statue here testifies to an important truth. Just as
bricks and stones shape great monuments, families shape nations.
The love ot parenﬁs, the trust of children, the blessings ofilife
and 1earh;ng ==~ these things give life meaning; they give sociaty
its character; they give nations a sense of destiny and purpose.

llere, at Babi Yar, Nazis set out to destroy families and
faiths -- sat out to deatroy the soul of a nation.
‘ | Here, on September 29, 1941, soldiers forced men, women and
children to underge a ritual of humiliation and death. Victims
.stopped £irst to empty thezr pockets, and pi&gg their valuables
in heaps on the ground. They moved forward to another place,
where they had to remove their clothinq, which Nazis folded in
neat piles -- booty for the Fushrer. N

- Then, the shivering Jews moved to the edge of the ravine,

where marksmen murdered their prey, letting the bodies tumble
into the long, daep pit. For 36 hours,‘rifle reports and shrill
human cries shattered the calm. Nazis tried to drown out the
horror by playing dance music over loudspeakers.

Déapite this macabre ruse, the screams made their way into
the hearts of townspeople ~- - and the pages og hiastory.
