The most compelling legacy of this Nation
is Jefferson’s concept that all are created
equal. It doesn’t say “born equal.” He says
“created.” From the moment the miracle of
life occurs, human beings must cherish that
life, must hold it in awe, must preserve, pro-
tect, and defend it. It's there in our Dec-
laration of Independence that we are created
equal and endowed with certain inalienable
rights to life, to liberty, and to the pursuit
of happiness.
