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MMAC Scholarship Fund
“An Investment in Milwaukee’s Future”

History

As a boost to Milwaukee educaticn, the business community established a $13 million
scholarship fund to help hundreds of low-income Milwaukee Public School graduates
attend area colleges or technical schools. The Metropolitan Milwaukee Association of
Commerce announced the MMAC Scholarship Fund in November, 1990. In its initial year,
the MMAC awarded 142 scholarships — or over $203.000 — to Milwaukee Public School
graduates. Begirning in Fall, 1994, the fund expects to contribute nearly one million dollars
annually toward the education of over 400 students.

Education was identified by the Milwaukee community recently as its number one concern
and the Fund was subsequently established as an investment in Milwaukee’s future. In the
short term, the scholarships will help provide a college education to students who
otherwise might not be able to afford one. In the iong term, the program will help provide
a greater number of qualified entry-level employes for member companies and the
metropolitan Milwaukee workforce.

How does the Scholarship Fund work?

Beginning last Fall, monetary interest from a scholarship trust fund was used to contribute
up to $3,000 per year to eligible students in five Milwaukee Public (MPS) high schools. The
schools chosen are those with a combination of the the lowest student gradepcint averages
(GPA) and the lowest student attendance rates of the 15 city high schools. Eligible students
are those who graduate with an overall GPA of 2.5 or greater, have been accepted as a full-
time student at any one of 15 designated colleges, universities or technical schools in the
metropolitan Milwaukee area and prove unmet financial need. By 1994, requirements will
also include 90% high school attendance and the completion of college preparatory courses.

Many of the eligible students come from low-income families who cannot afford post-
secondary education. By providing the opportunity to continue their education and by
letting students know early in their high school years that this opporturity is available, it is
hoped that high school GPAs and attendance rates will improve.

The program is also contributing scholarships of up to $1,000 to five students at each of the
remaining 10 high schools. These recipients are selected by GT'A, need and other criteria
established by the individual school.

More than just Tuition Money

As part of the MMAC Scholarship program, recipients not only receive renewable grants for

up to four years of college or technical school expenses, but also are given on-going support.

Peer Council meetings are held for MMAC Scholars on five different college campuses

every other month during the academic year. At Peer meetings, students are able to discuss

study habits, ways of coping with difficult courses and professors and generally, the stresses
P
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of student life. Information on tutering resources, health services, housing and student
activities is also shared. Speakers from MMAC member comparies are also featured at Peer
meetings to share some of their college experiences with students and how the experiences
helped them grow and achieve success. Scholars also receive the new quarterly Scholartips
newsletter, a publication designed to give students information on studying, campus events
and other activities that may benefit them.

Additionally, MMAC Scholars may receive assistance in securing employment with a
member firm. Positions available to Scholars will include internships or part-time jobs
during their college career or full-time jobs upon completion of a degree or technical school
certificate.

A commitment of this magnitude on the part of a business community to annually provide
thousands of dollars in scholarship money to public high school graduates, college support
services and employment to scholarship recipients is the only one of its kind in the country.
