Last August, the Prime Minister, the 

Hon. Michael Manley, announced that a 
new strategy for urban development 
would be introduced in Jamaica. The 
strategy involves 

( 1) The rehabilitation of existing 
dwellings, and concomitantly the 
upgrading of public services, such 
as telephone, light, sanitation 
and water. 

(~•- The introduction and develop· 
·. :'.:/ . ment of small businesses in the 

selected areas, and 

(_3) · The expansion and/or provision 
of adequate community and so­
cial services. 

The strategy would result in 

( 1) provision of adequate standards 
of housing 

(2) generation of employment, and 

(3) improvement in the condition 
of the people. 

The strategy is new, anrl recognises 
the lirnltlltl&H~ RI HW ~l~/:Q:i:!i<ilfiiRF~ 
strategy which leads ·to 

(a) displacement of people 

(b) destruction of the existing com· 
munity, and 

(c) catering to a small number of 
people. This latter strategy is · 
financially very costly and be­
yond the resources of the Gov­
ernment. 

The new approach is predicated on 
the assumption that the society should 
build on resources, both physical and 
human, which presently exist in low­
income areas, rather than destroy these 
res ou rces and attempt the futile task of 
building anew. It also rests on the 
assumption that people must be helped 
to help themselves. A central principle 
of the new approach is, therefore, selH 
reliance. 

The Project 

Ttie project area selected is bounded 
on the 

north by East Oueen Street 
south by Water Lane 
east by South Camp Road Extension 
west by Hanover Street 

The area selected displays the typical 
features of the urban slum, including 

( 1) high unemployment 
(2) crime 
(3) malnutrition' 
(4) poverty 

It stands in contrast to the urban 
development taking place in close prox­
imity on the Kingston waterfront.

Rehabilitation 
The technical survey is currently in

Community 
Services 

The plans for the Community Ser· 
vice Section are as follows:

Work closely with citizens' groups 
to ascertain needs of the com· 
munity, explain programmes, 
obtain suggestions, assist the 
group in identifying needs, and 
solicit the assistance of outside 
agencies in fulfilling these needs. 
Through the citizens' group, an 
attempt will be made to bring 
about civic pride. Most of the 
leaders have already been iden· 

· · tified. Meetings have been held

Because many mothers are working, 
an increasing number of them are not at 
home to fulfill entirely the maternal 
role in care and guidance. Often, when 
a mother works, it is out of necessity. 
Sometimes the father's salary is not 
enough, or he does not support his 
children. The mother sometimes is the 
sole breadwinner of the family. Then 
there are cases where the father is left 
alone with the children to care for, and 
he too has to go out to work to feed his 
family. Occasionally, there is the case·· 
where the father is always drunk and 
the mother may be ill in hospital. The 
children in these families who are under 
four years of age, should qualify for day. 
care. 

Day-care services should be a supple· 
ment to, not a substitute for, the family 
as the primary agent for the child's care 
and development. To meet all the 
needs of the child, day-care services 
provide: 

(1) A means for children to enrich 
their experiences when away 
from their parents, and for par­
ents to ·share in the broadening 
experiences of their children.

But most lmport11nt tif all, tlay-e3t~ 
il!Hiirln~ !iknHig ~11 11 1mmmi.ini1y flHwt 
Members of a community share many 
things in common - the same environ· 
ment; usually similar levels of income 
and often the same social and cultural 
background. They also share the same 
problems too, and a day-care centre is 
the answer to one of the chief problems 
in a working community which has very 
little resources - the problem of what to 
do with the children. Moreover, each 
community knows itself and what its 
needs are, better than any outside agency; 
so that it is more likely to achieve a 
greater response if it is run by the 
community rather than an institution 
put there by the Government. 

<;ommunities are made up largely of 
parents and children. High-quality day· 
care programmes MUST involve the par· 
ents. Together with professionals in the 
fields of day care, they should formulate 
poiicies and set priorities so that they 
can actively share in their children's 
d!Jvelopment.

The upgrading of any object, place 
or thing requires a clear understanding 
of that object and the circumstances 
which touch and influence it. Any 
attempt at upgrading that is done with­
out such understanding is a trial-and· 
error exercise, based entirely on guess 
work, and thus is doomed to fail. This 
holds true if applied to the simplest 
mechanisms, although it is at least equally 
true if applied to complicated mecha· 
nisms. It is also true and significant in 
its consequences when applied to com­
munities .of human beings.

From the inception of the upgrading 
in Central Kingston, survey teams have 
been going through the area asking ques· 
tions, making observations, and recording

iii. The location of places within 
the community. where they might 
be rehousrd temporarily while 
improvements are being made 
to their home addresses before 
they are moved back. We all 
know that such places where 
people might be rehoused tern· 
porarily are non-existent in this 
community. Since it is the 
intention not to displacP. people 
from the community, the only 
course left open in such a hous· 
ing situation is to build a type 
of housing which will serve tem­
porarily to house those people 
whose homes are being upgraded. 
The planners have to find a 
location also which, through a 
combination of several factors, 
would give the opportunity of 
providing a sufficiently large num 
ber of dwelling units to free a 
number of houses for repairs, if 
a long process of rehabilitation 
is to be worked. 

Such a place has now been located, 
and work was to start on the site (at 
6A and 6B Barry Street) in February, 
1976. The development will be the 
first of what is to be expanded into a 
larger housing complex in that area. 

In addition to that project, con· 
struction of another, located at 57 · 61 
Tower Street, is scheduled to start in 
May 1976. This will comprise an indus· 
trial centre on the ground floor, and 
housing on the second floor. Further a 



-.--:.day-car.<:! c1mtre will be constructed at 
74 Tower Street. This was scheduled to 
~.!!rt by the _.~nd of February, 1976.

- As these projects progress, work of 
upgrading~ those houses which can be 
worked on without moving out the 
people vvill -commence. By March 15, 
1976, a significant number of these 
buildings should be under repair. 

There are other projects under con­
sideration at the moment, some of which 
cannot be identified until certain problems 
cannot be identified until certain problems 

· in planning are overcome. So far, the 
projects talked about are those under 

:Government sponsorship. However, there 
have been indications from the private 
sector of projects they intend to build. 
In discussions with them, it was re-

.. · quested that some aspects of those pro­
jects, as far as possible, be oriented 
towards community involvement, whether 
labour or other input. 

The second phase of this community 
service centre will begin as soon as con­
tract arrangements for its construction 
are complet_ed. That phase will house 
a clinic. Actual construction should

As health depends largely on the 
foods we eat, good nutrition for the 
pregnant woman is vital. 

The baby is nourished by the food 
the mother eats. The baby needs the 
right foods t6 build his/her body and 
to grow and keep healthy. 

The pregnant woman's body, like 
everyone else's, needs a mixture of dif­
ferent kind of foods. 

All foods contain all the main nu­
trients our bodies need - calories, pro­
teins, vitamins and minerals. But each 
kind of food contains more or less of 
one nutrient or another. That is why 
we need a mixture of different kinds 
of food for good nutrition. 

We should all eat some cereals (such 
as wheat, flour, rice, corn) or ground 
prov\sions like yam, banana and coco. 

These are good suppliers of energy, which 
we. nE:ed even to move and to breathe. 

The main foods that provide pro­
tein for building and repairing our bo­
dies are peas and beans, milk and milk 
products, eggs, meat and fish.

-Marcus Ga1~ey 
COMMUNITY BRUCKINGS: 

"Service to humanity means 
sacrifice" 

In a humble home on St. Ann's north 
coast, quite near to where Columbus had 
landed four centuries before, Marcus 
Mosiah Garvey was born on August 17, 
1887. He was the youngest of eleven 
children. 

EDUCATION 

Marcus Garvey attended elementary 
school,· and when his teachers discovered 
in him 'above average' ability, he was 
given private lessons in the afternoons. 
With these lessons and his father's books, 
he seems to have done much more for 
himself be<!ausr. his formal sr.hoolinri Pnrlr.rl 

before his fifteenth birthday. 

When he was apprenticed to his god­
fatner, a Mr. Burrowes, a printer in St. 
Ann's Bay, he made excellent use of the 
books. After a few years with Mr. Bur­
rowes, he was qualified to do more res­
ponsible work, so he left St. Ann for 
Kingston. 

He was a student of the world. He 
listened and learnt wherever he went. 
Barber shops, park benches and road­
side discussions all sharpened his alert 
brain. 

Slowly, Marcus Garvey was being 
moulded and shaped for the great task 
for which history now acknowledges 
him. 

TRADE UNION ACTIVITY 

When the earthquakes followed by 
fire completely destroyed Kingston in 
1907, the difficulties which are the nat­
ural consequences of such an event, 
affected the printers who went on strike 
for higher wages. The first trade union 
in Jamaica was the Printer's Union, 
formed in 1906. Garvey had been 
advised that if he kept out of the 

·strike, he could benefit, but he could 
not desert his fellow workers. In the 
issues which followed Garvey played 
a leading role, but the strikers had to 
capitualte when the Union Treasurer 
disappeared with the funds. Most of the 
strikers were reinstated, but Garvey was 
not. 

Sometime later he went to work with 
the Government Printery, and soon after 
started his own paper, The Watchman, 
but without adequate financial backing 
the publication soon folded. 

. TRAVELS 

In 1909, Garvey travelled abroad for 
the first time. He left Jamaica in the 
hope of making enough money to return 
and continue his work. He visited 
Panama, Ecuador, Nicaragua, Spanish 
Honduras, Colombia and Venezuela, 
where he saw the severe conditions under 
which West Indians worked. 

He lectured and wrote articles on the 
subject, but having made no real impact, 
he returnec.f to Jamaica in 1911 and 
formed the Universal Negro Improvement 
Association, the channel through which 
he hoped to uplift the dignity of black 
persons everywhere. Again, the lack of 
adequate funds resulted in the failure of 
the m .. ~ement. 

The following year, Garvey left for 
England, but in 1914 he returned to 
Jamaica to continue fiis work in the 
UNIA and the African Communities 
League. His ideas, however, were not 



readily accepted, and in 1916 he went 
·to the ·United States. 

UNIA IN AMERICA 

In New York, Garvey started a branch 
of the UNIA, as well as a newspaper. The

WijtM ~~ln~1!gli~~ Iii lh~ U111 lyU ol11llu, 
and Garvey started "The Black Star 
Line" :.... a black people's steamship com· 
pany. Ships were bought, but Garvey's 
"Back to Africa" project and his at· 
tempts to arrange the resettlement of 
black people in Liberia failed. 

The·. summit of Garvey's career was 
the UN I A convention of 1920 at Madi· 
son Square Garden, where thousands of 
black people from the Americas and the 
West Indies met. It was at this conven· 
ti on that he launched his slogan "Africa 
for the Africans at home and abroad". 
It shook the colonial powers as it was 
a challenge to their hold on Africa, but 
it was a great hope to black people all 
over the world that their rehabilitation 
was a possibility and a goal. 

In 1921, during a tour of the West 
Indies and Central America, Garvey sent 
a letter to the Daily Gleaner. A state· 
ment made by him then could prove true 
even today, " ... If a thing, a man or an 
animal is imported, it is supposed to be 
better than the native product - how 
silly!" 

By 1922 the dark clouds were gather· 
ing. He had several legal and financial 
difficulties, and his domestic life was not 
happy. Following a divorce, he married 
Amy Jacques, who was to remain a 

.. pillar of strength till his death. This 
union produced two soms, Marcus Junior 
and Julius. 

IN PRISON 

In 1922, Garvey was charged with 
committing fraud through the US Mail. 
He conducted his own defence. At the 
end of one of history's most interesting 
trials, he was found guilty, fined $1,000 
and sentenced to five years. 

In 1925, Garvey's appeal was dis· 
missed and he went to prison in Atlanta. 
In his absence, the fires were kept burn· 
ing by his undaunted wife, and it must 
be noted that even his enemies disagreed 
with the result of his tri"al. After 
nearly three years in prison, he was re· 
leased on the appeal of the UN IA to 
US President Calvin Coolidge, and he 
was deported to Jamaica. 

RETURN TO JAMAICA 

On his return to Jamaica in 1927, 
Garvey entered local politics by organ· 
izing the People's Political Party, which 
aimed at the social, economic and cul· 
tural upliftment of Jamaicans. As there 
was then no univer111I adult. 1111rrn1~li:

·gain e seet In the Legislature; but in 
1929 he was elected to the Kingston 
& St. Andrew Corporation Council. 

In 1930 he formed the Workers' and 
Labourers' Association. Failing to get 
anything done by the Jamaica Legislature, 
Garvey finally sent a petition to King 
George V. The result was that a Royal 
Commission was sent to inquire into 
the conditions. 

In 1932 he started a new paper, }he 
New Jamaica, and continued to hold 
public meetings in Edelweiss Park, on 
Slipe Road. But the barriers to change 
were built on too-strong foundations 
and Garvey began ·to lose heart. He 
decided to travel again to England. 

In 1935 he left Jamaica for the last 
time for London. He remained active 

· but got no nearer to his goal.

HONOURS 

In 1964 Garvey's body was brought 
home from London, and buried in the 
shrine which had been erected in his 
honour in National Heroes Park. His 
picture appears on the Jamai.can fifty­
cent note, and Marcus Garvey Drive 
has been named in memory of him.

_\ is not often : ha: we fi w: .'_lie wife of a head of 
state travelling to foreign lands as the emissary 
of goodwill for her husband. 

But this was the role United States President·· 
,Jimmy Carter asked his wife Rosalynn to pl;1' 
in Jamaica and six other Latin t\mcricall 
nations. 

Her tw<i day visit to this island can be viewed 
as an indicatitm that the two countries are not 
as diametrically opposed in their policies as the 
international media often seem to make out. 

It was not possible, because of tile nature of 
the visit. that at the end of her stay Jamaicans 
would have been privy to some sort of concrctl' 
commitment. What was established was a 
rapport. and an understanding .. ·1f what the 
President of the United States is r:ontcmplating 
in American foreign policy awl what the 
Jamaican Prime Minister um1crstood the 
nature of Third World problems to be. 

Mrs. Carter insists that her husband wants to 
co)sult. and work with leaders in the 
hemisphi..•n· Ile she says. is of the opinion that 
the developing nations have to he bn 11~ht into 
tli~ picture of global· relation:~L- '<s and 
strategics to iron out probJems. 

If that be the case then her assertion that 
Prime Minister Manley has given her a great 
appreciation of : he 1froblems of the developi 11g 
world should result in a greater understanding 
for her Prcsiden: husband tou. 

And if she being so close to him. having his 
trust and· his confidence. can :ra11s1ni: tiie 
appreciation then Mr. Carter should bctler a hie 
to so prepare himself that he can work 
effcc'ively with the developing nations, 
particularly of this hemisphere. 

Perhaps, out of this visit will come an early 
meeting of President Carter and Mr. Manley. If 
so we welcome it because while pursuing our
