McGarraghy at the Tower 
Building, 14th and K Streets, Washington, D. c., with a covering 
note that we will appreciate individual attention. 

On the other hand, if requests are to be handled in only 
a routine fashion, they should be forwarded to the Inaugural 
Committee at Inaugural Headquarters, 1420 Pennsylvania Avenue, 
Washington, D. c. If the requests relate to tickets, they 
should be directed to the attention of the ticket committee, 
which, of course, is a subdivision of the Inaugural Committee.
