In support of his belief that 

minority business in the U.S . 
shows a strong upward trend 
Cornelius pointed out: 

"To increase private sec-
tor purchases from minority 
firms, we have established 
21 purchasing councils 

across the Nation. In 1972, 
these OMBE purchasing coun 
cils delivered $86 million in 
business to minority firms; 
in 1973, that !igure rose to 
$215 million; in the first six 
months of 1974, the figure was 
$130 million. 

"Under OMBE's inter-

agency task force, we setout 
to increase government pro-
curement tor minority busi-
nessmen, and since this· ef-
fort started we have seen 
some startling results: 

"In 8 (a) government set 
aside contracts for minori-
ty business, we have seen a 
growth from $8.8- million 
in contracts in 1969 to $207 
million in 1973, the last year 
for which we have figures .
