Eighty- three departments, agencies, or boards; etc. , were contacted in 
regard to the 8(a) program. 

Sixty- seven ( 67) Replied. 
Sixteen ( 16) Did Not Reply. 

Seven (7) departments, agencies, or boards, etc. , were assigned specific 
dollar amount goals of which: 

Five (5) said they would definitely attain goals set for FY 1970 
and FY 1971. 

One (1) said he would strive for goals set, but to date could only 
anticipate achieving a fraction of the amount set (HEW). 

One (1) said he could not attain goal (NASA). 

Nine (9) departments, agencies, or boards, etc. developed a goal 
and committed themselves to it. 

Fifty-one (51) responded with varying degrees of support. The 
replies from these agencies were analyzed and placed within one of five (5) 
categories depending on the expressed amount of support in each reply. 

Categories established, and shown opposite agency listing, are: 

A) Could not entirely participate in the program but would support 
it. 

B) Budget expenditures were small and they could participate in the 
program solely in a limited way.
