Approval of a $240,000 grant to help stimulate long-range
industrial and commercial growth in Sonoma County, California, was

announced today by Wilmer D. Mizell, Assistant Secretary of Commerce

for Economic Development.

The City of Cotati is the applicant for the grant from the
Economic Development Administration, U. S. Department of Commerce.

The project involves expansion of the community's water system.

Cotati officials report the project will serve an area where
industrial and commercial development is planned.

The City of Cotati will match the EDA grant to complete the
$480,000 total cost of the project. The funds will enable the city
to construct a new well, modify an existing well and install new water
lines. City officials said the new lines will help conserve water
and maintain pressure for fire protection.
