Your memorandum of January 7 requested my comments on tWo proposa
circulated by Dr. McCracken and one circulated by Dr. DuBridge. The
first two involve tax incentives to industry to reduce automotive

air pollution, and the latter involves a tax incentive to the

producers and suppliers of energy to undertake research and develop-
ment relating to energy supply and minimization of adverse environmental
impacts of energy production.

The proposals are neither conflicting nor duplicative. The two
McCracken proposals overlap in that both are designed to reduce
automotive emissions, but they differ in their approach and immediate
target and could be implemented simultaneously in a complementary
manner. However, as I shall suggest below, the automobile excise tax
might be more effectively used as an incentive for another purpose.

None of the proposals is an alternative to existing or planned air
pollution or other environmental control programs within the Depart-
ment. Rather, each potentially complements such programs.

As I indicated in my testimony on the "Resource Recovery Act of 1969"
(8.2005) last September, I favor the government's use, whenever
feasible, of economic incentives to industry to minimize its abuse of
the environment. All incentive measures have, to some extent, the
desirable effect of forcing industry to take into account the "social
costs'" of its activities, costs which today are too often borne by

the general publie, This, in turn, minimizes the need for expenditures
by government, out of general revenues, to protect and restore the
environment.

Since the McCracken and DuBridge proposals involve the use of incen-
tives, I support them in principle, and favor their expeditious
exploration and development. My reaction to the specific proposals
is as follows:

Thank you for your May 4th letter and a copy of the memoran-

dum from Russell E. Train, Chairman of the Council on Environ-
mental Quality, concerning my proposal to blend grain alcohol
with gasoline to produce a cleaner-burning motor vehicle fuel.

I must say that the points raised by Chairman Train do not
come as any surprise to me.

First, I am well aware of the fact that alcohol can be pro-
duced much cheaper from ethylene, which is a petroleum base
product, but I want to call Mr. Train's attention to the fact
that ethylene, unlike grain, is not a renewable resource.
With proper farming practices, grain can be grown year after
year. Furthermore, in addition to the shortages which exist
in this country, we are already faced with serious threats of
petroleum imports from other lands. Moreover, as I mentioned
in my February 1l6th letter to the President, there are several
other important factors to be considered in connection with
the cost of producing grain alcohol.

Secondly, although new engine designs and improved exhaust con-
trol devices will come during the 1970's, millions of motor
vehicles currently on the road and to be built in the next few
years will still be operating into the 1970's. The blend is
primarily for these older vehicles. Furthermore, at present
there is no guarantee that Detroit by 1975 will have emission-
free automobiles.

Enclosed is my recent correspondence with Messrs. Gouse and
King from the Office of Science and Technology.

It appears that further immediate and expanded research in
blending alcohol with gasoline or some alternative program to

This is in reply to your memorandum to me of March 26, 1970, regarding

testimony of Congressman Thomas Kleppe of North Dakota. In that

testimony, Congressman Kleppe urged the mixing of alcohol made from

grain with gasoline to produce a cleaner burning motor vehicle fuel.

We have worked closely with the Office of Science and Technology in
evaluating this proposal and have come to the following conclusions:

1. The Agriculture Department estimates that with wheat available
at a dollar a bushel, alcohol could be produced on the order of
59¢ per gallon with credit given for by-product high protein feed.
The same kind of alcohol can be made from petroleum feed stocks
for the order of 39.6¢ a gallon. If alcohol were to be blended
with gasoline, it would be cheaper to produce it from petroleum
feed stocks rather than from grains.

2. Small amounts of alcohol mixed with gasoline would not meet
1971 emission standards and would fall even farther behind
the stricter standards required in the future.

3. In order to meet the 1973 and 1975 Federal standards, devices
will be required to reduce emissions. Once these devices are
installed, there are no benefits from mixing alcohol with gaso-
line, since the extent of reduction is virtually independent of
the composition of the gasoline used in the vehicle, except for
lead content.

Consequently, this idea does not look very promising. I do appreciate your
bringing it to my attention.

Pursuant to Section 351 (a) (2) (A) of the Trade Expansion Act of I
1962, Iam reporting to the Senate on my disposition of the report
of the Tariff Commission on its investigation No. TEA.-1-15 under
Section 301 (b) (1) of the same Act. In this 1epor’c dated Decem-
ber 29, 1969, the Tariff Commission reported its {findings on the
investigation of Flat Glass and Tempered Glass which it undertook
after recciving a petition from the principal domestic producers.
The Commission has reported to me that it found no serious injury
-in regard to rolled glass, plate and float glass and tempered glass,
On the matter of sheet glass, the Commission was evenly divided.
Three Commissioners found serious injury to the domestic pro-
ducers and concluded that duties raised to the statutory level were
the necessary remedy. The other three Commissioners found no
serious injury for shecet glass. Under these circumstances the
President can accept the position of either group of Commis sioners
on the question of injury as the finding of the Commission. '

I have accepted the opinion of the three Commissioners finding
serious injury, but I do not agree with their recommendation that
duties be raised to the statutory level. Ihave determined that the
rates of duty discussed below, when coupled with adjustment
assistance, are necessary to remedy serious injury to the sheet
glass industry.

In the case of sheet glass, escape clause protection was in force
for about four and one-half years, from June 1962 to January 1967.
At that time President Johnson removed the escape clause protec-
tion for thin and heavy sheet glass and modified downward the
protection for medium weight sheet glass, conlmonly-referrcd to
as "window' glass to describe its major use. President Johnson
later in 1967 extended the modified protection for window glass
until the end of 1969. Knowing that the Tariff Commission would
be reporting to me on the entire industry in late December 1969,

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I extended this protection until the end of March 1970.  Window
glass has thus been under escape clause protection for nearly
eight years.

Escape clause protection is designed in the Trade Expansion Act
of 1962 {o be a temporary measure to provide tariff yclicf, and
possibly adjustment as sistance, to allow an industry and its firms
and workers to adjust to import competition. However, adjustment
assistance has never been applied for or made available to the sheet
glass industry and I now believe that some firms and workers in

the industry could be made mozre competitive with imports if govern-
mental assistance of the type envisaged in the Trade Fxpansion Act
were authorized. Iam, therefore, providing that firms-and workers
in the sheet glass industry can apply respectively to the Secretlarics
of Commerce and Labor for such assistance.

In regard to tariffs I see no reason to amend President Johnson's
decision of 1967 removing escape clause protection for thin and
heavy shcet glass. Thin glass accounts for only two percent of con-
sumption, which is declining; the domestic industry's share of the
market has improved mafkedly. Heavy sheet glass is being replaced
by plate glass and the new float glass. Large domestic producers
dominate this part of the market and have directed most of their
recent expansion into float plants. Under these circumstances
additional tariff protection in my judgment does not appear to be
warranted.

However, some firms and some plants in the window glass sector of
the sheet glass industry appear to have been unable as yet to adjust
completely to import competition. I believe they deserve additional
time to improve their efficieney. 'Ihave, therefore, issued a procla-
mation extending the escape clause protection currently in force for
two years. My proclamation eliminates this additional protection in
three equal stages respectively effective January 31 of 1972, 1973
and 1974,

Secretary Kennedy recommends that the President remove

the present ceilings on the dollar volume of gold
transactions of the Exchange Stabilization Fund on which
he can waive handling charges. In the absence of such
waivers, annual receipts from such charges (outside the
budget) could amount to as much as $5 million or more.

The charges also serve as a modest deterrent to unnecessary
international movements of gold reserves. The Secretary
indicates a preference for returning to the standard

charge procedure, but with allowance for special exceptions
as needed.

We would have no objection to increasing the Secretary's
discretionary waiver authority, but believe that the
President may wish to retain some limitation on this
authority in order to encourage the return to the
standard charge procedure. Accordingly, we recommend
that the ceilings on exempted transactions be raised

for both purchases and sales by $2 billion each.

At Tab Iis a memorandum for Ken Cole, recommending that
the President approve Secretary Kennedy's request that he be
authorized to waive service charges on all U.S. gold transactions
with foreign monetary authorities.

It has been U.S. policy since 1934 to buy and sell gold to
foreign monetary authorities at $35 per ounce. It has been general
Treasury policy to impose a charge of one quarter of one percent
on all such transactions.

There are some cases, however, where imposition of the charge
would deflect gold transactions away from us. In fact, we have made
commitments to some countries that we would not apply a service
charge to transactions with them. The Secretary of the Treasury
has in the past been authorized by the President to waive the charge
on purchases up to a cumulative amount of $5 billion and sales to a
cumulative amount of $7.5 billion.

Cumulative purchases and sales now approach these totals.
Secretary Kennedy has asked for authority to extend waivers of
the service charge without limit. He personally prefers to make
the charge a standard procedure but would like flexibility to depart
from that general practice where necessary.

In my view, there is no conceivable reason why the President
should retain any control over the Secretary of the Treasury on this
highly technical administrative issue.

RECOMMENDATION:

I therefore recommend that you recommend approval of Secretary
Kennedy's proposal. by signing the memorandum at Tab I.

I support Secretary Kennedy's request to be authorized to waive
the handling charge on certain gold transactions with foreign mone-
tary authorities. In view of prior understandings it is evidently
necessary that the Treasury have some discretion in this matter,
and there seems to be no good reason to impose a ceiling on the
exercise of this discretion. I also note with agreement that the
Secretary would prefer to return to the earlier practice of making
the charge a standard procedure, and hope he will do so as soon
as circumstances permit.

Having said this I must add that there seems to be some un-
certainty as to what our current policy with respect to gold is.
This doubt was reinforced by the recent agreement on South African
gold sales. While this agreement may have been appropriate in the
circumstances and indeed can plausibly be interpreted as a victory
for the U. S., it nevertheless makes me wonder how we view the
future role of gold in the international monetary system. Do we
consider the dollar to be permanently linked to gold, or do we be-
lieve gold to be essentially on the way out as a monetary metal?

These questions evidently have a bearing on our willingness to
buy and sell gold, and hence on the matter of the handling charge
raised by Secretary Kennedy. If we want to deemphasize gold --
which I believe to be the basis for our advocacy of Special Drawing
Rights -- then an increase in the handling charge might be appropri-
ate. No doubt there are also arguments on the other side, too.
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I suggest that the Volcker Group be directed to prepare a
report on our policy towards gold in the coming years.

Dear Mr. President:

The Secretary of the Treasury has from time to time
been authorized by the President to purchase gold from
and sell gold to foreign monetary authorities, through
the Exchange Stabilization Fund, in appropriate cases
at the flat price of $35 per fine troy ounce without
imposition of the one-quarter of one-percent charge
normally applied on gold transactions. Under existing
authorizations, such purchases may be made up to $5
billion and sales up to $7.5 billion. Cumulative pur-
chases and sales now approach these totals.

We may soon be confronted with offers of gold for
sale to the United States by several countries with
which past understandings exist that the charge would be
waived. Germany is the principal case in point because
it is now experiencing large outflows of funds following
appreciation of the mark and may find it necessary to sell
gold.

I have resisted expansion of the use of the waiver
authority and, in general, prefer to return to the practice
that existed prior to the 1960s of making the charge a
standard procedure. There are, howevever, prior commitments
to be honored and special cases where it is in our interest
to grant waivers of the charge on both sales and purchases
of gold. Moreover, with respect to purchases by the United
States, an inflexible refusal to waive the charge would,
in many cases, only serve to divert the gold elsewhere.
Also we may soon engage in a quota increase in the Inter-
national Monetary Fund which could result in purchases and
sales of gold by the United States in a manner that would
make it advisable to waive the charge.

In the past the authority has been requested periodi-
cally in the form of an expanded ceiling within which the
Secretary of the Treasury may, at his discretion, waive
the charge.
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The question of the waiver may be of considerable
importance in particular instances of management of our
gold stock. It is not of such a nature, however, as to
require repeated Presidential review. I therefore
recommend that authority continue to be delegated to
the Secretary of the Treasury, but without imposition
of specific ceilings.

If you approve this recommendation, will you please
so confirm.

SUBJECT: French Decision to Buy U.S. Gold

The French informed us on December 4 that they plan to buy $129 million
worth of gold from the U.S. before December 15.

They assert that the purchase is related solely to the increase in France's
quota at the International Monetary Fund. Under IMF rules, 25% of such
increases must be paid in gold. The quota increase for all countries,
which was decided last year, must be paid by December 15, Rather than
dip into their own gold stock, the French are therefore buying gold from
us to finance their payment.

Bank of France officials, when informing us of the Government's decision
to make the purchase, repeatedly indicated that the decision should not be
viewed as a return to a policy of systematic gold purchases by the Bank
of France. They were not trying to make war on the dollar. They

would not even reveal the transaction publicly. These of course are
references to the de Gaulle policy of 1963-65, when France bought over
$2 billion of gold from us in a clear effort to topple the dollar from its
role at the center of the international monetary system, with far-reaching
political overtones.

The officials went on to say, however, that France was now holding over
$1 billion in the form of dollars. If dollar inflows into France were to
continue at even a moderate rate of $100 million a month or so, it was
possible that France might consider additional gold purchases early
next year.

Comments
The French are fully within their rights to buy gold from the U.S.,
under the rules of the international monetary system and U.S. policy.

The result, however, is that the U.S. winds up financing the gold portion
of France's IMF quota increase. This is not a cause for concern per se,
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though it is a dirty trick on the part of the French, since they hold so
much gold themselves ($3.5 billion). Japan and a number of minor
countries have already made similar purchases, totaling about $240
million, most of which will be ""mitigated' by complicated IMF transe
actions that will re-lend the gold to us.

The more serious implication is that the French purchase will encourage
other countries to buy gold from the U.S., not only for IMF quota purposes
but more broadly if they are unhappy with our economic performance.

Only the very small countries =~ Belgium, Netherlands and Switzerland -
have shown any interest in gold purchases over the past year, despite

our huge balance of payments deficit., The French, however, could
trigger similar interest in other larger countries, such as Italy and Japan.

This Administration has been almost completely spared from international
monetary difficulties. This has remained true through 1970, despite a
balance of payments deficit which will probably exceed $10 billion on the
official settlements definition and $5 billion on the liquidity definition.
Continuation of these levels, which is by no means impossible, may
trigger increasing foreign concern in 1971 and bring some heat on us in
this area for the first time.

The new International Economic Policy Committee will be taking up U. S.
international monetary policy as its first topic. Its present timetable
suggests that we will be able to do sufficient planning in time to meet any
possible contingency, but I will let you know if anything needs to be done
through the NSC machinery.

A MESSAGE FROM PRIME MINISTER TRUDEAU TO PRESIDENT NIXON

"I am writing in connection with the grave situation that
has developed in the international wheat market. Since we met in
Washington, our two countries have worked closely in order to create a
situation in which major exporting countries could strengthen their
cooperation and restore stability in the International Grains
Arrangement. I have appreciated the restraint displayed by the United
States prior to the recent Ministerial Meeting of Wheat Exporters in
Washington.

Despite repeated expression by all exporting countries of
their extreme concerns over a breakdown in cooperation and the collapse
of the agreed pricing system, it is clear that the present situation could
have these results. A chain reaction is likely to be precipitated and
countries will later regret it if everything possible had not been done
to avert the ultimate crisis. The actions of the United States are, of
course, critical at this time.

The Canadian Gove%nment feels that it has been consistent in
its advocacy of the utmost restraint in pricing and has done everything
in its power to avoid the collapse of international cooperation in wheat
marketing. In this connection, I can assure you that Canada intends to
hold its present price line, provided others do the same, pending an
assessment of the situation by the Wheat Exporters at the meeting of
officials proposed for August 1.

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If, notwithstanding these efforts, the situation deteriorates
further, the implications would be of the utmost gravity for all of us
both domestically and internationally. The Canadian economy is, as you
know, particularly dependent on a healthy wheat trade and Canadian
producers have traditionally relied on world market prices.

From our conversations I hope we can count on continuing
cooperation between our two governments in wheat marketing, which becomes
of even greater importance in the very difficult situation in which we now

find ourselves."

At the U.S. ~U. K. meeting last Friday, British representatives accepted

quite calmly the U.S. position requesting postponement of their proposal to
increase U. K. grain import prices and tariffs. British representatives

said they were dis appointed in our position, but they found it "understandable,
correct, and appropriate.”

The British confirmed that no other country has concurred in their
measure. The Canadians have informed us of their refusal to meet the
 British request, and Australia has issued a public statement opposing
the British move.

The British representatives said they would inform thei:s Ministers
about our position, but added that the Ministers are unlikely to be deterred.
The U.K. would probably like to consult again in December.

The British have proposed a twowstage action, asking that we:

-w» give up our veto over any increase in their minimum prices and
tariffs, which lasts until July;

- consent to a new and higher British variable levy system on grains
after July, despite our GATT commitment from the U.K, for a zero
tariff on grains. ‘

The British stated that they plan to go to the GATT for a waiver
allowing them to take action after July 1, though they recognized that they
may not easily obtain the waiver, even if we do not give up our absolute veto
on action before July. ;

Our representatives stated that we could not give up our grain rights
in an action quite separate from and prior to U. K. entry into the European
Community; our clear support for British entry was not involved. Though
the U. K. representatives maintained that their proposals would not now
harm our trade, because of the current high price of grains, they did not
try to dismiss them as harmless gestures. They agreed that there was no

prospect of their compensating us through tariff reductions on other agricultural
