Ia the development of the Army and Navy plans to dispose of these
chemical munitions, a disposal site was selected by the original
planners. It is in an explosives dumping area so designated on Chart
C&CS 1000 (Cape Sable to Cape Hatteras) at 39% 38' North by 71° West.
A second tentative site has been under consideration as & result of o
meeting with scieatists called on Friday, May 9, to discuss the
scientific aspects of the eperation. The second site is at a designated
explosives dumping area 39° 25' North by 72° West. While previously
marked "disused", this designation for the second site is being
changed. There has been no decision on the site to be used.

Both sites are beyond the continental shelf. The depth at the first

site is approximately 1, 200 fathoms or 7, 200 feet. The depth at the
second site is greater; it is about 1, 400 fathoms or 8, 400 feet. The
chart below indicates the distances of the first and second sites in
nautical and statute miles from (a) Atlantic City (which is the nearest
laadmark coastal poiot to the second site), (b) the proposed loading

site at NAD Earle and (c) the extreme northera tip of Sandy Hook (which
is the nearest landmark coastal poiat to the first site).

First: 39° N, 71°W,  Second: 38° N, 72°W.

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The discrepancy of actual distance from the shore to the disposal
sites apparently results from a mistake made by the planners first
responsible for the development of the original plan. It was carried
forward in subsequent papers and briefings and used in good faith by
high-level Department of the Army and Navy officials as a convenient
method of indicating the general location of the disposal. The exact
locations of these two sites, located as they are beyond the continental
shelf, and as indicated by longitude and latitude on navigation charts,
were aever in doubt.

It is for this reason that the automotive companies have announced the

and will continue to be under detailed study. At the present

production of automobile engines that will operate on a lower octane

fuel, either clear or low lead, than has been their practice in the recent
past. They intend to continue producing such engines, steadily building
the inventory of automotive vehicles not requiring greater than 91

octane fuel. Coupled with the 20% of the present vehicle population now
able to operate on such a fuel, this is a fairly substantial and growing
market., Since a number of existing cars as well as new cars will
operate on lower octane fuel, it would seem prudent to encourage petro-
leum companies to supply low lead or clear fuels to such vehicles and
that the price of such fuels be less than the conventional ones.

There are other reasons for reducing the lead content of motor fuel,
These are that the emission characteristics of used as well as new
automobiles are improved. Maintenance requirements are such that
savings occur due to longer spark plug life at longer intervals between
oil changes, and of course the amount of lead introduced into the
atmosphere would be decreased.

A tax on leaded gasoline would not radically increase the cost of opera-
tions for agricultural and commercial activity., Most trucking operations
ase diesel fuel in which there is no lead. And much agricultural equip-
ment can operate satisfactorily on a lower octane fuel than is generally

available at most commercial stations, A tax on lead does not mean
that there would be a crash elimination of lead. This would be up to
the economics of the individual refiners. A half-a-gram of lead would
on the average give three octane numbers and cost half-a-cent. If the
Administration's proposed tax were passed, this would mean the order
of $5.00 per year to the average automobile owner able to use 91 RON
fuel. The savings he might accrue for reduced maintenance might
recover this cost. Most companies can today provide 91 research
_octane number gasoline containing a half-a-gram with no additional
plant investment. We agree that some smaller refiners may have
difficulties that the larger companies do not have, However, attempts
are being made to provide special procedures for such companies in
order that the transition be not too painful.

You made the point that a greater use of aromatic hydrocarbons might
be required for lead free gasoline. 'This is true assuming one went to
the same octane numbers one now has. However, even if one did that,
the control devices contemplated for the '75 automobiles are such that
the exhaust system output is acceptable independent of the amount of
aromatic hydrocarbons in the fuel entering the engine,

We must all recognize that cleaning up our environment is not going to
be a painless, cost-free process. However, be assured that we are
trying to find those means which lead to a minimum cost to society.
Although the news media carry many articles and arguments not based
on fact, these are not the basis of our recommendations,

Your letter of July 16, 1970, raised a number of interesting
points related to automotive emission control and the use of
alcohol gasoline blends as a motor vehicle fuel., It is true
that at present, emission control technology will reguire
the use of lead-free automotive fuels for the 1975 model
year vehicles in order to meet the 1975 emission standards.
Department of Commerce Technical Advisory Board studies
of refinery construction requirements indicate that this can
be accomplished with no more than 1 1/2¢ increase in the
price of the lead-free fuel provided we do not call for the
same octanes that we now have (94 and 100). The intention
is that we will head for approximately a 91 octane fuel,

In considering the use of alcohol as a blending component in
automotive fuel, one must bear in mind that it is considerably
cheaper to use synthetic alcohol produced from a petroleum
fuel stock than it is to use a grain alcohol. Aside from this,
it is true that grain alcohol has been used to improve the
octane rating of low grade gasolines where refinery
technology was not adeguate to produce these octanes in
another way. However, the effectiveness of alcohol as a
blending component to raise octane is limited. In addition,
the prescnce of alcohol in gasoline leads to operating
problems. In northern climates, alcohol in small amounts

is very useful as a means for removing water from the fuel
system of automotive vehicles. However, in the amounts
necessary in an alcohol gasoline blend it leads to difficulties
in starting and in stalling in certain weather conditions, We
have examined various economic and technical aspects of using
ethyl alcohol in fuels and find non-encouraging results.
Incidentally, catalytic converters are under development that
will be effective and will not require the use of platinum,
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One final point is useful to consider and that is that it takes
about as much fuel energy to drive tractors, produce
pesticides, fertilizers, ship products, etc. as one has in

all forms in the resulting crop. Now this is acceptable when
one wants energy in an edible form. However, our best
estimates indicate that the fuel output from an agriculture
based alcobol industry would be just about adequate to operate
the industry without any left over, :

However, all such exploration must be carried on with the
utmost amount of environmental caution. |f we become determined to only solve
the immediate problem without a consideration of the ramifications of such
development, we will compound the ecological problems which have already bat-
tered our earth.

Therefore, | propose that the federal government pursue a policy of in-
creased intervention so as to relieve the shortage of natural gas while re-
maining ecologically conscious.

The President has referred your letter of October 27, 1970
to me for reply,

In your letter you indicated that even using unleaded gas the
hydrocarbon emissions will be as bad. Our information is
as follows:

DuPont and Ethyl Corporation tests show a 7%
decrease in hydrocarbon emissions from existing
automotive vehicles when operated on unleaded
gasoline, Other investigators show decreases in
hydrocarbon emissions of as much as 20% by using
unleaded gasoline. Although the data on nitrogen
oxides and carbon monoxide is limited, it appears
that the use of unleaded gasoline will not.affect
these emissions in any way.

‘With respect to your question on the use of natural gas, you
may be pleased to know that the General Services Administra-
tion is conducting an extensive test, using many of its fleet
vehicles. It has converted a large number to natural gas
and is obtaining operational and maintenance cost data, At
the present time, Government costs do not bear out the $300
conversion figure. This is an optimistic estimate of people
producing conversion kits and natural gas. It is true that it
is possible for this higher cost to repay itself because of
reduced maintenance cost., However, the time to recover this
conversion cost runs from 3 to 5 years, depending on the
vehicle usage.

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It is true that the emissions of a natural gas powered vehicle
are considerably cleaner than the emissions from a liquid
gasoline powered vehicle using unleaded gasoline, However,
the emissions are not good enough to meet the long term
emission requirements of the Federal Government. Some -
kind of exhaust gas treatment using thermal reactors or
catalytic converters would be required, even with natural
gas fueled vehicles, Present results indicate that once such
exhaust treatment devices are added to a vehicle the final
emissions are independent of whether the vehicle was fueled
by natural gas or by unleaded gasoline and that the additional
cost of the conversion kit is therefore not warranted. How-
ever, these are preliminary results and as additional data are
accumulated from the General Services Administration opera-
tional test, we may be able to change our conclusions,

UPT is circulating a news release on your order that all government vehicles
whenever possible, use low lead or unleaded gasoline, The release also mentioned
that your own limousines would still use the high octane, leaded gasoline, As
automotive and environment specialist for Everybody's Money, I would like to
make some suggestions for your consideration,

Even using unleaded gasoline, the hydrocarbon and nitrogen oxide and carbon
monoxide emissions will be as bad, and according to some sources, worse than the
emissions from leaded gasoline, Has any member of your staff investigated the
possibility of converting government vehicles to natural gas?

In the Madison area, such a conversion runs around $300, Although this may
appear to be a large expense, such a conversion would easily pay for itself for
a number of reasons, First, the cost of natural gas in our area runs 31-33¢/
gallon which would mean a savings of at least 10¢/gallon over the price of the
special unleaded gasolines, With the amount of use government vehicles have, this
would return the original investment of $300 in a short time. Second, hatural
gas has an octane rating of 110 which means it can be used in any vehicle including
your limousines., Three, by using natural gas, there would be no emissions of lead
particulates and the emissions of the other by-products would be cut in half,
This, in itself, represents a considerable advancement over the emissions of low
lead or unleaded gasoline,

According to a representative of the Thermogas Company, who does the conversion
in the Madison area, the mileage for natural gas per gallon would be the same as for
gasoline, He also mentioned that a dual fuel system is the best so that if the
natural gas supply gets too low, the driver can turn a toggle switch and convert to
his gasoline supply until he gets to a source of natural gas,

I hope the above considerations will merit your consideration. Much needs to
be done to: decrease pollution and the use of natural gas seems to be one of the
best means until a non-polluting engine is perfected,

My dear Mr. President:

I am writing to you in my capacity as a State Senator to request
that an appropriate member of your staff promptly marshall every
y federal agency that can be of assistance in stopping the critical
igprtailment of natural das to the various states of this union, and
in particular my State of Virginia.

I respectfully submit that it is unconscionable that in the year
1970 the United States of America cannot produce adequate sources of
natural gas, which commodity has been established as the most
efficient way of cooling and heating housing.

The Virginia Electric and Power Company, which has a monopoly
in the City of Norfolk and in many other key areas of Virginia for
the distribution of electricity and gas, has announced that due tc
a shortage of natural gas, it will be unable to supply new demands
after August 1, 1970.

The seriousness of the problem has been brought to my attention
by Mr. Irwin M. Kroskin, of the architectural firm of Brundage, Cohen,
Holton and Kroskin of the City of Norfolk, Virginia.

I am advised that housing can be cooled and heated with natural
gas at a cost saving of from 25% to 50%.

If the producers of natural gas are permitted to curtail the
supply, it means that such new housing that is started after August
1, 1970, will be designed and constructed to be cooled and heated
by electricity.

In Virginia, electricity rate increases have just been recently
granted to Vvirginia Electric and Power Company, which increased the
already high cost of this source of energy by a figure in excess of
$20,000,000.00 per year.

If the present curtailments result in state regulatory bodies
approving the natural gas cut-off, the consumers of Virginia and
of the United States are going to suffer. The rents of middle income
and low cost housing will be increased and this increase will be for
the life of the dwelling, which would, at least, be fifty years.
Accordingly, for fifty years the tenant or home owner will be saddled
with the high cost of electrical energy and will be deprived of the
more efficient and economical energy - natural gas.

\ There are reliable reports that the petroleum. industry, which
controls most of the natural gas as a by-product of its oil

explorations, is participating in a concerted action to produce a

critical shortage of natural gas in_an effort to coerce the Federal

Power Commission to permit it to receive what is estimated to be

a Sixty Per Cent increase in the present selling price that major

producers receive. To permit a 60% increase would do violence

to our national efforts to control inflation.

By sending a copy of this letter to Attorney General John N.
Mitchell, I am respectfully requesting him to (1) insure that
there is effective and energetic representation for the consumer
before the Federal Power Commission and to take such steps as are
necessary to eliminate these drastic curtailments of natural gas;
(2) by public announcements of the action to be taken, insure that
state regulatory bodies will not permit the natural gas cut-offs
that suppliers are requesting before state regulatory bodies;

(3) to initiate a prompt study to ascertain if, by the concerted
action of the major producers to bring about this natural gas
icut-off, there has been a violation of any of the anti-trust or
gprice fixing laws or regulations of the United States.

ian interest in this field take such steps as are necessary to

protect the consumers of the United States from being saddled with
the high cost of electricity when there is a more economical source
of energy available to them for heating and cooling the dwellings
that may be built in the coming years.

With the critical shortage that this nation faces in the
area of low income housing and middle income housing, I submit that
this alarming problem deserves high priority.

The President has asked me to respond to your open letter
which appeared in Volume 5, Number 11 of the Mid- America
Petroleum News.

We certainly support the view that the private brander has
been an important competitive force in the petroleum
marketing business and we think that his disappearance from
the market place would not be in the general public interest.
