Preceded by the Color Guard, you will descend the Grand Staircase
at approximately 8.10 p.m. Prime Minister Gorton will be to your right with
Mrs. Gorton to your left. Mrs. Nixon will be to Mrs. Gorton's left. You

and your party will pause two steps from the lower landing and the Color
Guard will halt and move to either side.

The Color Guard will form up, ruffles and flourishes will be played
by The Marine Band and you and your party will be announced.

NOTE:

Your other guests numbering about

90 will be assembled in the Grand
Hall and Green Room where champagne
will be served.

As "Hail to the Chief" is played you will step off in pairs (you and
Prime Minister Gorton followed by Mrs. Nixon and Mrs. Gorton) and pro-
ceed to the Blue Room where you will form a receiving line with the Color
Guard positioned behind you. The Prime Minister will be to your left and
then Mrs. Nixon and Mrs. Gorton. The Chief of Protocol will present your
guests to you as they enter from the Green Room.

NOTE:

There will be no press coverage of
the receiving line.

When you have greeted the last of your dinner guests, you and your
party will be escorted to your places at the head of the E-shaped table in
the State Dining Room. Your guests will have preceded you and will be
standing at their places.

Music during dinner will be provided by the Strolling Strings.

As the dinner draws to a close, you will exchange toasts with the
Prime Minister.

A suggested toast has been prepared
and is attached.

Your remarks will be recorded.

After dinner coffee, liquers and cigars will be served in the Green,
Red and Blue Rooms to you and your dinner guests.

You and The First Lady and Prime Minister and Mrs. Gorton will
be escorted from the parlors after approximately 5 minutes to a point just
outside the East Room where you will form a receiving line in the same
order as earlier in the evening. A social aide will then present your after
dinner guests to you. '

At approximately 10:20 p. m. you and your party will enter the East
Room. After Mrs. Nixon and the Gortons are seated (your other guests will
already be seated), you will introduce the entertainment. This will be of
approximately 30 minutes' duration and will be provided by the cello-piano
team of Zara Nelsova (violincello) and Grant Johannesen (piano).

BACKGROUND NOTE:

The celebrated cello -piano team of

Zara Nelsova and Grant Johannesen had

its beginnings in 1961 when the two artists
met for the first time at the Aspen Festival.
They married two years later and continued
to pursue their individual careers.

Miss Nelséva., Canadian-born daughter of a
Russian flutist, was introduced to the cello

at the ageof four., During her childhood, she
played for Casals and he was so impressed

that he agreed to teach ber., Miss Nelsova

has toured the world as a recitalist and soloist
during the fifties and sixties, and has had the
distinct honor of being one of the first American
cellists to be invited totour the Soviet Union

in 1966. Her prize possession is her Stradivarius,
known as the "Mar'quis de Corboron,'" which
dates back to 1726 and is worth over $70, 000,

City and had his early musical training
there. At the age of eighteen he went to
Europe for scholarship study with Robert

annually in London for "outstanding artistry
in performance. "

At 10:30 a.m., Prime Minister and Mrs. Gorton and their party
will enter the Southwest Gate of the White House. The car carrying
Prime Minister and Mrs. Gorton will stop at the Diplomatic Entrance
where Ambassador Mosbacher will present Prime Minister and Mrs.
Gorton to President and Mrs. Nixon. Then the Honorable William P.
Rogers, Secretary of State, will be introduced. Mr. Samuel L. King,
Deputy Chief of Protocol, will present the members of the Australian
Party to President and Mrs. Nixon and Secretary Rogers. Photographs
will be taken. (No military honors will be rendered. There will be
no public statements.)

Following the photographs, President Nixon and Prime Minister
Gorton will walk to the President's Office. Ambassador Waller,
Mr. Hewitt and Sir James Plimsoll will follow and be seated in the
Cabinet Room. Secretary Rogers, Mr. Kissinger, Mr. Sneider and

Mr._Moore will also be present in the Cabinet.Room. Following the
conference, President Nixon and Prime Minister Gorton may wish to
include the other members in further discussions.

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AUSTRALLA The Right Monerable John G. GORTON

Prime Minister of Australia

John G. Gorton was born in Melbourne, Victoria, Australia,

on September 9, 1911. He was educated at Geelong Grammar School,
Victoria, Australia, and Brasenose College, Oxford, England. He
served as a pilot in the Royal Australian Air Force during World
War II in Britain, Singapore, Darwin and Milne Bay and was
severely wounded in action. He was discharged in 19uh with the
rank of Flight Lieutenant.

He was married in 1935 to Miss Bettina Brown, of Bangor, Maine,
USA, and has two.sons and a daughter.

Mr. John Grey Gorton has been Prime Minister of Australia since
January 10, 1968. He was a Senator for Victoria at the time he
took over the office of Prime Minister . He had been elected
Leader of the Australian Liberal Party on January 3, 1968, and
resigned from the Senate three weeks later, on February 1, in
order to contest the by-election for the House of Representatives
electorate of Higgins (Victoria) on February 24, 1968. He won
the by-election by an overwhelming majority against three other
candidates. While a Senator, Mr. Gorton had been leader of the
Government in the Senate. Mr. Gorton heads a Cabinet and
Ministry of 26 members.

He was elected to Federal Parliament, as a Senator for Victoria,
at the Australian general elections of December 10, 1949. While

a Senator, he was Navy Minister, 1958-1963, and Minister assisting
the Minister for External Affairs from 1960 to 1963. He held the
post of Acting Minister for External Affairs on a number of
occasions. In 1962 he was appointed Minister in Charge of the
Australian Commonwealth Scientific and Industrial Research
Organization. In 1963 he became Minister for Works and under

the Prime Minister, Minister-in-Charge of Federal Activities in
Education and Research.

When the first Holt Government came into office in January, 1966,
Mr. Gorton retained his portfolio of Works and other Ministerial
duties and was also appointed deputy leader of the Government in
the Senate. In the Cabinet reconstruction which followed the

general elections of Decembey 1966, he was appointed Leader of the
Government in the Senate.

In February and March, 1963, he visited the United States and Britain
to negotiate the purchase of ships for the Royal Australian Navy.

n June and July, 1965, he led an Australian parliamentary delegation
o South America. After becoming Prime Minister, he paid an

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AUSTRALIA Bettina GORTON

Wife of the Prime Minister

Bettina Brown Gorton, wife of the Australian Prime Minister,
is a United States citizen. By virtue of her marriage, she
also holds Australian citizenship.

Mrs. Gorton, daughter of the late Arthur Brown, was born in
Great Barrington, Massachusetts. Brought up in Bangor,
Maine, she attended Bangor High School and the University
of Maine. While a student at the Sorbonmmne in Paris, she
met John Gorton, then a student at Oxford. They have three
children. One son is a barrister, another is a solicitor,
and their daughter is a computer systems engineer.

Mrs. Gorton, a graduate of the School of Oriental Studies

at the Australian National University at Canberra, she speaks
fluent Indonesian and has been studying the Indonesian and
Malay languages for five years. She accompanied her husband
on trips to Japan and Taiwan in 1960, to the United States
and the United Kingdom in 1963, and to the United States

in 1968. She enjoys gardening in her spare time.

Ambassador to the United States

Designated Ambassador to the U, S. on 2 June 1964, Sir Keith Waller
i1s Australia's first career diplomat to hold this position. Waller, who
is one of Australia's senior External Affairs officers and an authority
on Southeast Asia headed the Far Eastern Affairs Section of the Depart=-
ment of External Affairs prior to assuming his duties in Washington.

Born on 19 February 1914 in Melbourne, John Keith Waller was
educated at Scots College, Melbourne, and the University of Melbourne,
from which he received his M.A. degree with honors in history and polit-
ical science in 1936. Entering the External Affairs Department the same
year, he served as private secretary to the then Minister for External
Affairs, W. M. Hughes, until 1940 when he was assigned to the Department
of Information as a foreign affairs advisor. The following year he was
sent to Chungking as a Second Secretary under Australia's first Minister
to China, Sir Frederic Eggleston. He remained in China until 1944 when
he returned to Canberra to serve in the Department of External Affairs.
In 1945 he served as secretary to the Australian delegation to the UN
organizing conference at San Francisco, following which he was consecu-
tively assigned to Rio de Janiero (1945-46), Washington (1947), and
Manila (1948) before rejoining the Department in 1950. In 1951 he was
appointed senior External Affairs officer in London and in 1953 returned
to Canberra as an Assistant Secretary. During 1956 Waller directed
Australia's participation in the Colombo Plan, and in 1962 he headed
the Australian delegstion to the Colombo Plan meeting in Melbourne.
Appointed Ambassador to Thailand and Australian SEATO Council represen=-

tative in 1957, he served as Chalrman of the SEATO Council representatives'

meeting in 1958. In 1960 he was appointed Ambassador to Moscow (the
first to be assigned since the Australian Embassy there was closed in
1954), where he remained until 1962. He served as First Assistant
Secretary in the Department of External Affairs from 1962 to 196k.

Waller married. tﬁe former Alison Dent in]194y3 and has two daughters.
He was knighted in 1968.
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AUSTRALIA Lady WALLER

Wife of the Ambassador

Lady Waller, the former Alison Dent, first came to Washington
when she was 11 years old. Her parents, the late Mr. and Mrs.
John Irwin Dent, of Canberra, brought her on their annual trip
abroad.

At the start of World War II, she came again. She had been on
her mother's triennial trip to England when war broke out. Her
mother went home to Australia, but Alison Dent joined the WRENS,
(Women's Royal Naval Service) and was sent to Washington to do
ciphering for the British Admiralty delegation.

Lady Waller was married to Ambassador Waller in 1943 and they
have 2 daughters Anne (24) and Gillien (22).

Lady Waller's interests are many and include art, boating, and
collecting books and stamps.
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AUSTRALIA Cyrus Lenox Simson HEWITT
Secretary of the Prime Minister's Department

Cyrus Lenox Simson Hewitt was appointed Secretary of the
Prime Minister's Department on 11 March 1968. He succeeded Sir John Bunting
who is now the Head of the newly created Federal Cabinet Secretariat.
Hewitt's previous position was Chairman of the Australian Universities
Commission.

Cyrus Lenox Simson Hewitt was born on May 7, 1917 in St. Kilda,
Victoria. He received his education at Scotch College and Melbourne
University, from which he received a Bachelor of Commerce degree. He
was employed in 1933 by the Broken Hill Proprietary Company and remained
there until 1939, when he joined the Commonwealth Prices Branch of the
Department of Trade and Customs as Assistant Secretary. He subsequently
served as an economist in the Department of Postwar Reconstruction
(1946-49), lecturer in economics and cost accountancy at Canberra
University College (1940-49, 1954), Official Secretary and Acting
Deputy High Commissioner in London (1950-53), and Assistant Secretary
in charge of the Budget and Accounting until 1962, when he was named
Deputy Secretary for the Treasury. He became Chairman of the Australian
Universities Commission in 1966.

Hewitt has represented Australia at conferences of the International
Trade Organization in 1947 and 1948, at the United Nations conference
on Trade and Employment in 1947 and 1948, and at sessions of the General
Agreement on Tariffs and Trade in 1948, 1949 and 1952. He was Chairman of
the delegation to the 1964 negotiations with Commonwealth countries
regarding military accounts in Washington, D. C. He accompanied the
Prime Minister to Washington in May, 1968.

Hewitt is married and has one son and three daughters.
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AUSTRALTIA James PLIMSOLL
Secretary, Department of External Affairs

Sir James Plimsoll, one of Australia's most distinguished

and experienced diplomats, became Secretary of the Department
of External Affairs in April 1965. He was formerly Australian
High Commissioner to India and Ambassador to Nepal. He

served as Australian Permanent Representative to the

United Nations (UN) from 1959 to 1963.

James Plimsoll was born in Sydney on 25 April 1917.

He holds Bachelor degrees in Arts and Economics from the
University of Sydney. Plimsoll began his professional
career as a research economist with the Bank of New South
Wales (1938-1942). From 1945 to 1947 he was a member of
the Australian Military Mission in Washington and the Far
Fastern Commission in Washington and Tokyo. He also
attended the United States Army School of Military
Government at the University of Virginia. 1In 1946 he

was Secretary of the British Commonwealth Conference on

the Japanese Peace Treaty. Plimsoll was appointed First
Secretary in Washington in 1948 and also served concurrently
with the Permanent Australian Mission to the UN in New York.
Following a tour of duty as Australian Representative on
the UN Commission for Rehabilitation and Unification of
Korea in Pusan (1950-1952), he became Minister and Charge
d'Affaires ad interim in Djakarta, a position he held until
1953, when he was assigned as Assistant Secretary in the
Department of External Affairs.

Sir James was awarded the Commander Order of the British
Empire in 1956 and was knighted in 1962. He is a bachelor.
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Alan T. Griffith
Assistant Secretary of the External Relatioms
and Defense Branch

Alan T. Griffith, Assistant Secretary of the
External Relations and Defense Branch, Prime Minister's
Department, was born in Queensland in 1922. His background
is rural. From 1941-1945, he served with the Royal
Australian Air Force in the Pacific theater.

Mr. Griffith graduated from Melbourne University
in 1950 (B.A. with Honors in political science and history)
and studied economics at Australian National University.
He joined the staff of the Prime Minister's Department
in 1952 as a special assistant to its Permanent Secretary.
He attended the British Joint Services Staff College in
1959, and was a member of the Australian delegation at
the Manila Conference in 1966.

Mr. Griffith is married and has three daughters.
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AUSTRALIA Miss Ainsley GOTTO

Private Secretary to the Prime Minister

Prime Minister John G. Gorton appointed Ainsley Gotto his private
secretary in early 1968. She had previously served as personal
assistant to the current Air Minister, Dudley Erwin, when he

was government whip in the House of Representatives.

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COMMONWEALTH OF

Population: 12 million (1968 est.)
Capital: Canberra (Australian Capital

Australia is the smallest continent and the
largest island in the world. Its area, including
the State of Tasmania, is 2,974,581 square miles,
or just under that of the continental United States
(3,026,789 square miles). By sea, Fremantle, on
the west coast, is approximately 9,500 miles from
London, 4,500 miles from Cape Town, and 3,000
miles from Colombo. Sydney, on the east coast,
is 6,500 miles from San Francisco and 1,200
miles from New Zealand.

The whole -continent is, roughly speaking, a -

low, irregular plateau,. Its center is flat, barren,
and arid, much of it resembling the Sahara Desert.
The mountain chains, for the mostpart, lie close
to the coast., The southeastern quarter of the
continent is a great expanse of fertile plain,
500,000 square miles in extent. Average elevation
above sea level is little more than 900 feet. The
long coastline of more than 12,000 miles is
singularly free from deep indentation, the most
remarkable exceptions being the Gulf of Carpen-
taria in the north and the Great Australian Bight
in the south. The Great Barrier Reef, the longest
coral reef in the world, stretches for 1,200 miles
off the coast of Queensland.

The mountain masses lie mainly along and
roughly parallel to the east coast, inthe center of
the continent, and in Western Australia. Chief of
the eastern group is the Great Dividing Range,
which runs from northto south almost the length of
the coast, and the Australia Alps, extending as a
continuation for about 300 milesthrough New South
Wales and Victoria., The highest point in the
country, 7,314 feet, is the summit of Mt. Kosciusko
in the southeast corner of the continent.

In general, the coastal region is well watered
by the rivers, although manyare short, swift, and
unfit for navigation. The greatest of the rivers
is the Murray (1,609 miles), which forms the
major part of the boundary between New South
Wales and Victoria before entering the sea in
South Australia to the southeast of Adelaide. Its
chief tributaries are the Darling (1,150 miles),
the Murrumbidgee (1,050 miles), and the Lachlan
(850 miles). There are many other rivers, but
a number of them dry up to mere trickles in the
dry season, Availability of water is the dominant
factor in settlement, one-third of Australia being
desert and another third consisting of marginal
grazing areas.

Because of its size Australia experiences wide
variations in climate, but its insular position and

the absence of strikin
less subject to extre

physical features make it
es of weather than other
similar areas. The seasons are opposite those
of the Northern Hemisphere. Much of southern
Australia has warm summers and long hours of
sunshine. Snow is unusual outside the mountain
regions. Of the total area of Australia, nearly
40 percent lies within the tropics. The nation
suffers intermittently from disastrous droughts
and floods.

Australia lies within the zones of prevailing
westerly winds and the southeast trades, both of
which condition the rainfall, On the coast rainfall
generally is plentiful, but a great part of the in-
terior has less than 10 inches of rain per year.
Parts of the tropical north have been compared
with the monsoon area of India, with a rainfall
of from 60 to more than 100 inches annually.
But between the parts affected by these extremes
of aridity and heavy rainfall are extensive areas,
especially in the southeast and southwest, which
enjoy adequate and gentle rains of about 40 inches
a year,

THE PEOPLE

The population of Australia, estimated to have
reached 12 million in April 1968, is predominantly
Anglo-Saxon and of British origin, although its
complexion is changing slowly with the continued
influx of migrants from continental Europe. It
is estimated that there are only about 40,000 full-
blooded aboriginal natives (the indigenous people).
Of the nonindigenous population, an estimated 10
percent of those born in Australia are of non-
British origin, and two-thirds of the overseas-
born were British subjects.

A key element in Australia’s economic de-
velopment is the Government’s ambitious im-
migration program. Since 1945 more than 2.7
million immigrants have been admitted, mostly
from Britain, Italy, and the Netherlands. About
1,350,000 of these immigrants, including 250,000
refugees, have received financial assistance for
their passage. The current target is 125,000 im-
migrants per year.

Two-thirds of the population is concentrated
in the States of New South Wales and Victoria,
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with one-third living in the two cities of Sydney
and Melbourne. Substantially all of Australia’s
population and industry are found in the area
corresponding geographically to our southern
States.

More than half of Australia’s population is
located in her State capitals., Following are the
populations of the capital cities as of June 1967.

HISTORY

Little is known of Australia before its dis-
covery by Dutch explorers in the 17th century.
It was not until 1770 that Captain Cook ex-
plored the east coast and annexed it for Great
Britain. On January 26 (Australia Day), 1788, the
Colony of New South Wales was founded by Cap-
tain Phillip and formal proclamation on the site
of Sydney followed on February 7. Many, but by
no means all, of the first settlers were convicts,
a number of them condemned for offenses which
today would be thought trivial. Aroundthe middle
of the 19th century, a policy of emancipation of
the convicts and assisted immigration of free men
emerged. The discovery of gold led to increased
population, wealth, and trade.

The dates of the creation of the six colonies
which now comprise the States of the Common-
wealth are: New South Wales, 1823; Tasmania,
1825; Western Australia, 1838; South Australia,
1842; Victoria, 1851; Queensland, 1859, Settle-
ment had preceded these dates in most cases.
Desire for a close union resulted, after discus-
sions between Australian representatives and the
British Government, in the Commonwealth of
Australia Constitution Act of 1900.

The first Federal Parliament was opened in
Melbourne in May 1901 by King George V, then
Duke of York. In May 1927 the seat of govern-
ment was transferred to Canberra, and the first
session of Parliament was opened by King George
VI, then Duke of York. Australia passed the Statute
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of Westminster Adoption Act on October 9, 1942.
This officially established Australia's complete
autonomy in both internal and external affairs,
although its passage merely formalized a situa-
tion which had existed for years.

GOVERNMENT

The Commonwealth of Australia consists of
six federated States:; New South Wales, South
Australia, Western Australia, Tasmania, Vic-
toria, and Queensland. The Australian Capital
Territory has a status similar to that of the
District of Columbia; the Northern Territory and
Papua resemble the former territorial status of
Alaska and the Hawaijan Islands; and New Guinea
is under a U,N. trusteeship.

The Commonwealth Government was created
with a written constitution patterned in part
on the U. S. model. In the distribution of powers
between the Commonwealth and the State Govern-
ments, those of the former are specifically de-
fined, the residual powers remaining with the
States (as in the United States).

Australia is a fully independent nation within
the British Commonwealth. The Queen of England
isthe sovereign, representedthroughout Australia
by the Governor-General and in each State by a
Governor. The Prime Minister and his Cabinet
wield actual power and are responsible to the
Federal Parliament, to which they must be elected
members. Each of the States has its own elected
legislature, the prime ministers of which are
called Premiers to distinguish them from the
Commonwealth Primeé Minister,

The Federal Parliament is bicameral, con-
sisting of a Senate and a House of Representa-
tives. There are 60 Senators, 10 from each State,
elected for 6-year terms, with half coming up
for election every 3 years. The House consists
of 123 members elected every 3 years (plus one
member representing the Northern Territory,
who may vote only on certain motions). In
ordinary legislation the two chambers have co-
ordinate powers, but all proposals for ap-
propriating revenue or imposing taxation must be
introduced in the House of Representatives.

Elections normally are held every 3 years,
The last general election was on November 26,
1966.

POLITICAL PARTIES

Essentially, Australia has a three-party sys-
tem, consisting of the Australian Labor Party,
which draws its strength from the trade unions;
the Liberal Party, representing business in-
terests; and the Country Party, representing
agricultural interests, The Country Party, how-
ever, is relatively small and traditionally has
maintained a close alliance with the Liberals
against Labor. In the November 1966 election the
Liberal-Country Party coalition increased its
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substantial majority in the House of Representa-
tives. The present distribution of seats in the
House is: Liberal-Country Party coalition, 81
(Liberals, 60; Country Party, 21); Australian La-
bor Party, 41; Independent, one. The division in
the Senate is: Liberal-Country Party coalition,
28; Democratic Labor Party, four (see below);
Australian Labor Party, 27; and Independent, one.

Robert Gordon Menzies, leader of the Liberal
Party, was Prime Minister for 17 years (1949-
66), longer than anyone before him. Harold Holt
replaced Menzies upon his retirement in January
1966, While swimming in heavy surf in December
1967, Holt disappeared and was presumed drowned;
his body was swept out to sea and not recovered.
John G. Gorton succeeded Holt as Prime Minister
and Leader of the Liberal Party in January 1968.

The voting strength of the Australian Com-
munist Party is negligible; it hasnever wona seat
in the Federal Government. The Communistshave
managed, however, to gain considerable influence
in several important Australiantrade unions. Dra-
matic progress in ousting Communists fromtrade
union positions was .made in 1951-53. The tech-
nique of accomplishing this, in which the Catholic
wing of the labor movement played a conspicuous
part, led to a serious split inthe Australian Labor
Party. In 1957 rightwing elements in the party
broke away to form the Democratic Labor Party,
which, although it has beenunableto winany seats
in the House, holds the balance of power in the
Senate and has effectively harassed and handi-
capped its parent party. In early 1960 Dr. Herbert
Evatt resigned as parliamentary leader of the
Australian Labor Party, a position he had held
since 1951. The leader of the Labor Party, and
Leader of the Opposition from 1960 until 1967,
was Arthur A, Calwell. E. G, Whitlam became
Leader of the Opposition in 1967.

ECONOMY

Australia is a land rich in basic natural re-
sources and capable, with the application of
modern technology and large amounts of capital,
of supporting a population many times itspresent
12 million. Its standard of living, witha per capita
output of approximately $2,260infiscal year 1968,
is among the highest in the world.

Although mineral exports are rising rapidly,
agriculture continues to be the principal source
of Australia’s essential overseas income.
Australian agriculture resembles that of the
United States in being largely mechanized and
highly efficient, but differs in being based largely
on pastures and winter grains, with a limited
acreage of row crops. Both Australia and the
United States are exporters of grains, dairy pro-
ducts, fruit, and certain livestock products, and
the marketing of these commodities is therefore
a matter of common concern. Also a matter of
concern is the potential economic impact on
Australia of the proposed United Kingdom entry
into the European Common Market, which would
disturb present marketing arrangements under
the system of Comonwealth preference.

Mineral resources are very great, including
coal reserves estimated at 15 billion tons, vast
iron ore reserves, and substantial amounts of gold,
lead, zinc, copper, nickel, tungsten, tin, manga-
nese, and antimony, all of which are exploited
commercially. A major deposit of bauxite, esti-
mated at 1 billion tons, was discovered in northern
Queensland and is being developed jointly by
British, Australian, and U.S. capital. Petroleum
has recently been found in substantial quantities,
believed sufficient to supply more than a half of
Australia’s needs by the early 1970’s,

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Power Project

In the mountainous area of New South Wales,
the Australian Government is pushing throughone
of the world’s greatest engineering projects, the
Snowy Mountains hydroelectric power scheme.
When completed inabout 1975, this vast complex of
dams, tunnels, and power stations will have cost
more than $1 billion; will produce annually 3 mil-
lion kilowatts of power; and will divert 2 million
acre-feet of water per year from the fertile valleys
east of the mountains, where there isample rain-
fall, to the aridplains onthe west, where it will be
used for irrigation. Parts of the scheme have
been completed and already are in operation. The
U. S. Bureau of Reclamation in Denver has as-
sisted the project actively, and U. S. firms have
played an important part in it. The Americangroup
of Kaiser, Walsh, Perrini, and Raymond built the
Eucumbene Dam, the second-highest earth- and
rock-filled dam in the world, in 2 years.

Manufacturing

While Australia continues to be dependent pri-
marily on agricultural products for its export
income, the outstanding feature of the Australian
scene in the past decade has been the rapid growth
of manufacturing, More than 25 percent of the
total work force is now employed by manu-
facturing, as against 21 percent in the United
States. While originally Australian manufacturing
was directed primarily toward supplying internal
markets, it now accounts for an increasing pro-
portion of exports. The greatest recent expan-
sion in manufacturing has been in heavy industry;
for example, steel-producing capacity has more
than quadrupled to more than 6 million tons, and
further major expansion isunderway. Australia’s
industrial expansion has been made possible by a
high rate of domestic investment and by extensive
private investment from overseas.

Investment in Australia

The Australian Federal Government, as well
as the State Governments, have traditionally fol-
lowed a policy of welcoming private investment
from overseas. They have recognized that an in-
flow of capital is necessary if Australia is to de-
velop as rapidly as it might. Foreign-owned
firms have suffered little if any discriminatory
treatment with regard to their operations. (Aus-
tralia has since World War II zefusedtoallow the
establishment of foreignbanks, however.) Although
exchange control formalities are maintained, there
has been no barrier to repatriation of earnings
and capital, With a stable political climate and
good growth prospects, Australia has been re-
garded as a favorable area for U.S. investors.

Of the total of U.S. $6.3 billion invested in
Australia from abroad as of June 1967, about 38

percent ($2.4 billion) came from the United States
and about 49 percent came from the United King-
dom. In recent years U.S. investment hasbecome
relatively more important and U.K. investment
less so. ‘

Currently there are about 400 U.S. companies
with subsidiaries or joint ventures in Australia.
Another 1,100 firms have licensing arrangements
or other agreements with Australian companies.
U. S. investment has been primarily in manu-
facturing, but this is now being overtaken by
investment in minerals exploration and in the
development of recent discoveries of iron ore,
bauxite, coal, petroleum, etc. U.S.investmentsin
petroleum refining and marketing are estimatedto
be about $700 million, in automobile production
about $575 million, and in exploration and pro-
duction of petroleum and minerals about $500
million. Among the more prominent U.S. firms
active in Australia are General Motors, Interna-
tional Harvester, Mobil Oil, Goodyear, Monsanto
Chemical, Armco, International Business Ma-
chines, Ford, and Chrysler.

Trade

Overseas trade plays a relativelylarge role in
Australia’s economy, export earnings accounting
for about 13 percent of gross national product (as
against 5 percent in the United States), and im-
ports representing about 15 percent of total goods
available for sale (as against 4 percent in the
United States). Historically, Australia has been
dependent on wool and other farm crops for most
of its overseas income, and this pattern continues.
Wool, wheat, meat, sugar, dairy products, and
fruits accounted for 54 percent of exportsin 1968.
The United Kingdom, Japan, and the United States
are Australia’s principal partners. In 1967 Japan
replaced the United Kingdom as Australia’s big-
gest customer, and the United States replacedthe
United Kingdom as its bigge st supplier. Communist
China is the principal market for exports of Aus-
tralian wheat. 7

Current economic conditions are prosperous.
Diversification of the economy and of exports,
especially in the minerals field, helped Australia
to stand firm in the face of sterling devaluation
in the fall of 1967. Devaluation together with se-
vere drought in 1967 created problems, particu-
larly in the agricultural sector, but the long-term
outlook was for contrinued dynamic growth and a
healthy balance of payments after 1970, when the
minerals boom should begin to be fully reflected
in exports.

DEFENSE

\

In March 1957 the Australian Government an-
nounced a new defense program which would place
emphasis on ‘‘mobility, hitting power, and modern
equipment,’’ It included the decision to make
Australian land and air weapons compatible with
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U.S. equipment, a marked departure from Austra-
lia’s traditional military connections with the
United Kingdom, In November 1959 a further plan
was announced, the main features of which were
suspension of compulsory military training, coup-
led with a 35 percent increase in the strength of
the Regular Army; disbandment in 1963 of the Fleet
Air Arm; and reorganization of army operational
units on the pattern of the U.S. Army’s pentomic
division,

Arrangements were completed inJune 1961 for
the construction of two new destroyers in the
United States, the vessels to be equipped with the
most modern offensive and defensive equipment.
Agreement on construction of a third destroyer
was reached in 1963. In the same year Prime
Minister Menzies announceda 15 percent increase
in defense expenditures over the next 5 years. In
1964 a further large increase in defense spending
was announced, and Australia contracted to buy
24 F-111 aircraft. Defense expenditures have con-
tinued at a high level—$1.4 billion in 1968-69,
about 19 percent of the total federal budget. The
only sizable U.S. military installation in Aus-
tralia is U.S. Naval Communication Station Harold
E. Holt, at Northwest Cape in Western Australia.

FOREIGN RELATIONS

Australia has pursued its principal objective,
the security of its own underpopulated island con-
tinent, through support of U.N. collective security
measures (sending ground, air, and naval forces
to Korea); through defense treaties|[Southeast Asia
Treaty Organization (SEATO) and Australia-New
Zealand-United States (ANZUS)]; throughagood-
neighbor policy and technical assistance program
(the Colombo Plan) with South and Southeast A sia;
and by an ambitious program of immigrationfrom
Britain and Europe. Australia’s traditional de-
pendence on the protection of the Royal Navy
ended with the fall of Singapore in 1942, and since
then the country has looked more and more to-
ward the United States. Although still interested
in the security of the Middle East, where its
troops fought in both World Wars, Australia is
more concerned with the closer threat of Com-
munist expansion in Southeast Asia. Australiaisa
signatory of SEATO and in 1955 assumed Com-
monwealth defense obligations in Malaya. It has
also contributed an 8,000-man combat contingent
to the defense of South Viet-Nam.

To meet the Communist threat in South and
Southeast Asia, Australia has provided military
and economic assistance to the underdeveloped
countries of the region. Australia playeda leading
role in setting up the Colombo Plan and has since
contributed more than $216 million in economic and

technical aid through the Plan, Australia isalsoa

charter member of the Asian Development Bank.
Thousands of Asian students have been trained in
Australian institutions of higher learning or tech-
nical institutions. Australian Government figures

show expenditures of more than $1.3 billion in ex-
ternal aid since World War II. (This figure includes
aid to the Territory of Papua and New Guinea.)

U. S.-AUSTRALIAN RELATIONS

On most international issues Australians and
Americans are in broad agreement and cooperate
closely in pursuit of mutual objectives.

Both the Government and the Labor Party fully
realize that Australia’s security depends on firm
ties with the United States. The ANZUS Treaty
and SEATO have had, in effect, bipartisan support.

From the inception of the United Nations, Aus-
tralia has been a firm supporter of the organiza-
tion and, whether under Labor or Liberalgovern-
ments, has sided with the United States on major
controversies in the United Nations. Australia was
one of the first countries to respond to the U.N.
appeal for aid to Korea.

U.S. relations with Australia, because of the
World War II experience as well as similarities
in culture and historical background, are excep-
tionally close and friendly. Minor frictions some-
times arise in trade relations, and the Australians
in recent years have protested against what they
consider U.S. protectionist barriers against their
exports such as wool, meat, dairy products, or
lead and zinc. They have also been perturbed at
U.S. balance-of-payments measures curbing in-
vestment in Australia, and have expressedappre-
nension that U,S, disposals of agricultural sur-
pluses abroad would injure their positioninworld
markets.

Expressive of the friendship Australians feel
for Americans is the warm welcome theyhave ex-
tended to U.S. servicemen on rest and recupera-
tion leave from Viet-Nam, a program initiated in
October 1967. About 6,800 servicemen now visit
Australia each month on such leave. The 100,000th
is expected in April 1969.

Cooperation in Scientific Activities

Australia is the locus of anincreasing number
of U.S. scientific activities because of its geo-
graphical position, large landmass, advanced tech-
nology, the well-developed Woomera Range, and,
above all, the ready cooperation of its Government
and scientists.

NASA maintains itslargest and most important
overseas program in Australia, including a num-
ber of tracking facilities which are vital to our
space program. An agreement concluded in 1968
promises to broaden existing scientific coopera-
tion in arid zone research, oceanography, and
other fields.

10:00 a.m, on Saturday, June 21, Lord Casey is a former Governor
General of Australia and was Minister to the U. S, during 1940-1942,

He opened the Australian Embassy here, and the purpose of his
current visit to Washington is to preside at the official dedication
of the new Australian Embassy Chancery on Friday.

You sent a congratulatory message to the Australian Embassy on
the occasion of the opening of the new Chancery,

As befits a retired Governor General, Lord Casey is not involved in
present-day Australian partisan politics, He is not particularly close

to the Gorton administration, and does not seem to play an active
elder statesman role,

Suggested Talking Points:

You will probably wish to touch upon shared reminiscences with

Lord Casey, and to ask him how he is presently occupying himself,

The following points may be useful:

Lord Casey's assignment to Washington was the first posting

of an Australian envoy to any country other than Britain (including
even New Zealand and Canada),

Lord Casey was Foreign Minister in 1951-1960, an unusually
long period, and was identified with a strongly pro-American policy.

In the Suez crisis, he sided with the U, S, rather than the U, K., an

action which may have cost him a shot at the Prime Ministership,

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Richard Gardner Casey
Former Governor-General of Australia

Lord Casey became Governor-General of Australia in September 1965.
He retired on April 30, 1969 at the age of 79.

Casey was Minister for External Affairs in the conservative
Liberal-Country Party government from 1951 to 1960. During the
Suez crisis his stand for moderation antagonized a majority of

the Liberals in Parliament who, in October 1956, elected the late
Prime Minister Harold Holt as Deputy Parliamentary leader over
‘Casey.

Lord Casey is a staunch supporter of the United Nations, the
Southeast Asia Treaty Organization, the ANZUS, the Colombo Plan
and the South Pacific Commission. He has been emphatic on the
need for unity among countries of the Free World in the face of the
threat of international Communism.

Casey, the son of a wealthy grazier, was born in Brisbane on

August 29, 1890. He graduated from Melbourne University and

from Trinity College, Cambridge. He served with distinction with
the Australian Imperial Forces overseas in World War I. After a
brief career in mining engineering, he became Australian Political
Liaison officer in London in 1924. On his return to Australia in 1931,
he was elected to the Federal Parliament and held several cabinet
posts during the next few years. In 1939 he was made a member of
the Privy Council. Resigning from Parliament in 1940, he was
appointed Australia's first Minister to the United States. In 1942 he
became British Minister of State in the Middle East at Cairo and a
member of the British War Cabinet. In 1944, Casey was appointed
Governor of Bengal. He returned to Australia in 1946 and served as
President of the Australian Liberal Party from 1947 to 1950. Re-
elected to Parliament in 1949, Casey held the portfolios of Supply and
Development, Works and Housing, and later National Development
until 1951,

Lord Casey became a Companion of Honor in 1944, and in 1960
was made a life peer, the first person from a Commonwealth country
to be so honored. He is married and has three children. Lady Casey
is known as a writer, painter and pilot of light aircraft.

The stimulus for this letter was a chance meeting last Saturday with
Leon Parma and Herb Klein at the La Jolla Country Club. I suspect you
get many letters complaining about things, or asking favors, so I
thought I would write you just one which does neither.

I told Leon and Herb of your speech to the National Press Club in Canberra
in September of 1965. As a private citizen, the impact of your remarks

on the Australian public, and the Australian Government, if you will, was
tremendous. This was the first clear enunciation of United States Foreign
Policy on Viet Nam, and your remarks reassured all Australians just when
such reassurance was needed most.

An interesting sidelight to this is that on 23 December 1967, just prior
to his departure from Australia, the ACT Jockey Club ran the "Edward Clark
Flying Handicap" in the Ambassador's honor. You understand that early in
the piece I was officially appointed his Turf Investment Counselor, Ob-
viously, the Committee gave us the winner, and we all went home rich.

The Ambassador invited me back to the Embassy for a drink, and after a tad
or two of Bourbon he waxed somewhat nostalgic about the accomplishments of
his stay in Australia. He remarked that your visit was one of two which
did more to build goodwill between the two countries than all the others.
Coming from a Johnsonian Democrat, this is high praise indeed and confirms,
I feely my personal opinion.

As you know, Mr. Ambassador is now Executive Director, Inter-American
Development Bank, no mean feat for a Democrat to hold such a position
in a Republican Administration. He is terrific! I continue to keep in
close touch with him.

" Australan Prime Minister Gorton has sent a letter to the
President (Tab A) requesting that the President take a personal
interest in assisting the Australians ''with a serious problem'' in
their meat exports to the United States. Mr. Hewitt, Head of the
Prime Minister's Department in Canberra, has asked that a-copy
of this letter be made available to you tonight in the event that he
should try to telephone you on the matter.

The problem arises from the fact that the Australians have been
exercising voluntary restraints in their exports to the United States,
but have been led by the lucrative market and increased domestic
production to reach their voluntary limits by the end of August - with
lots of beef still on the hoof in Australia which they would like to ship
to the US. What they would like is permission to continue shipping to
some level short of the "trigger point' of 10% above their voluntary
levels whereat obligatory quotas would be imposed upon them by force
of US law (PL 88.482). In addition, there are countries such as
Canada which have fallen short of their voluntary levels in exports

to the US, and the Australians would like to have some of the short-
fall assigned to them.

: The acuteness of the problem is the old familiar one of political

-3 pressures in Australia on Gorton's Government at a time when general
elections are coming up. These elections, as you know, are scheduled .
for October 25. Gorton's letter implies that the serious dislocation
in the Australian meat industry could have severe political repercussions.

I have suggested to Mr. Smith, the Australian Commercial Counselor,
that he get in touch with State and Agriculture on this problem.
Presumably, there may be means of working out adjustments which
would suit the US law and yet meet the Australian needf.-
