SUBJECT: Action to Combat Terrorism

Although useful work is now in process (through two State-chaired
working committees) for preventing terrorism here and abroad, this
is only one dimension of the total problem. The other dimension is
what we do if an act of terrorism against U.S. diplomats or installa-
tions abroad, or against foreign diplomats and installations, or others
in the United States does occur, as it may in spite of our best efforts
at prevention.

We need to harness the bureaucracy and assure its full participation
and support in the development of a comprehensive effort to deal with
both aspects of the problem -- prevention of and response to acts of
terrorism. This involves the foreign policy, intelligence and law
enforcement agencies.

There are two ways to approach the problem:

-~ A Cabinet Committee on the model of the Cabinet Committee
on Drugs.

-- Designation of Secretary Rogers in overall charge of the effort,
directing the participation of senior representatives of all
Agencies in a Working Group responsive to him.

The Cabinet Committee has appeal in that it directly involves Cabinet
Officers and suggests by its very designation a dramatic attack on the
problem. As a practical matter, however, a Working Group of senior
representatives would be absolutely essential to get the work done and
there would have to be staff support to the Cabinet Committee through
such a working group. In effect it would still have to be coordinated

by a senior man who would have the backing to bring all Agencies along.
Because of State's high level of involvement in all aspects of the problem
(even on the domestic U.S. side in contrast to the drug situation), it
would be logical for State to provide the Working Group chairman, but

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he would need direct access to the White House staff to assist in breaking
any bureaucratic log jam which might arise. The alternative would be to
follow the Drug Committee model and appoint a Working Group chairman
from the White House staff, but this would require designation of an
individual to work full time (and with someone to assist him).

Delegating the full responsibility directly to Secretary Rogers would
have a slightly lower profile but, on the other hand, would enhance his
personal role which will be all important in the coming weeks in dealing
with other nations and international institutions on this issue. To bring
together ongoing efforts, secure direct cooperation and support from
other Agencies, and to provide the staff support he would require, a
high-level working group would be necessary. This solution would
accomplish the same purpose as the Cabinet Committee provided that
(a) Rogers designated as the Working Group chairman a senior man
with the clout to harness not only the various elements of State which
are involved, but other elements of the bureaucracy. (Macomber, who
is already involved in the problem in State would seem a logical choice --
he would be able to sit over the Bureau chiefs and report directly to the
Secretary.) He would need support from the White House staff and this
could be provided whenever required. We would also visualize, as with
the Cabinet Committee Working Group, the White House staff and the
NSC staff would participate in the Working Group.

We have provided two complete packages:

-- At Tab I, the package that recommends to the President that
he establish a Cabinet Committee.

-- At Tab II, a package which recommends to the President that
he direct Secretary Rogers to take overall charge and establish
a senior level interagency working group to assist him.

Both packages include a memorandum which the President would send to
heads of concerned Departments and Agencies directing their full support
to the Cabinet Committee or Secretary Rogers, as appropriate.

Both package s have been prepared for submission jointly by you and John
Ehrlichman. We have done this because Ehrlichman's office (Krogh in
particular) have been working vigorously with the law enforcement
agencies and State in the effort thus far directed at intelligence and
prevention. Ehrlichman's office will be involved continuously in this
effort because of their relationship with the law enforcement agencies.

SUBJECT: Action to Combat Terrorism

As you are aware there is now a considerable effort being made within
the Government to move ahead vigorously against the problems of com-
bating terrorism here and abroad. On 18 September Secretary Rogers
reported to you on measures he has taken, and intends to take, toward
this end. Iam reasonably confident that we are proceeding with due
speed and efficiency in coping with one major element of the total
problem: that is, how to prevent or limit terrorism. In this regard

two interagency committees, chaired by senior State Department officers,
are working on specific means to thwart terrorism on a worldwide basis.
These committees are considering what can be done not only domestically
but also in coordination with other governments and international organi-
zations.

However, the total problem transcends the matter of trying to prevent
terrorism. We must not only take every possible step to prevent such
acts but also we must prepare to react quickly and effectively to an act
of terrorism that directly involves the United States -- for instance,
the kidnapping of an American diplomat abroad or a foreign diplomat
here.

We need to get the highest level of attention focused now on this problem,
for the purpose of expediting the work already underway -- preventing
and reacting quickly and effectively to terrorism -- as well as taking
action that will pull the teeth of potential critics who might use an act

of terrorism as a basis for raising the cry that Government leadership
is inadequate to meet such emergencies.

We considered the establishment of a Cabinet Committee under Secre-
tary Rogers but believe that assignment of the responsibility directly
to Secretary Rogers directing him to form a working group of senior

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representatives of departments and agencies (the same departments and
agencies as those which would comprise a Cabinet Committee) would
accomplish the purpose and give even greater weight to Rogers' role as
concerns his important contacts with other nations in the weeks ahead.

He is already in the lead on this matter, and it is appropriate that the
effort already underway continue under his purview. To this end he
should be directed to establish a committee of senior representatives

of concerned department and agency heads which would serve a senior
level Working Group under his direction. The Working Group chairman
must be able to devote to the problem all the time it requires and have
the stature and weight to move the bureaucracy. Macomber would be a
good choice and he is already involved in State on the problem. It should
be left to Secretary Rogers how he wishes to utilize the two interagency
committees, under State chairmen, now working on the problem of
terrorism, and what additional groups may be required. We will provide
the White House support for Secretary Rogers whenever it is required to
break any bureaucratic log jam.

Many other agencies will be concerned, and to ensure that they will

provide Secretary Rogers the fullest support, we believe you should

inform Cabinet Secretaries and Agency heads of the importance you

attach to the problem of terrorism and direct them to give Secretary
Rogers their fullest cooperation.

I talked with Krogh. He emphasized again the
need for strong White House push and support.
He thinks the arrangement in Package I will do
it but says we must have someone associated
with the Working Group who will be able to

help push it and identify problems which need to
either get White House leverage to solve with
other Departments or need to be brought to the
President's attention.

You were going to touch base with Ehrlichman
which I urge you do before this goes in for signa-
ture. We have not had time to check it with all
of the Cabinet officers as was done in the drug
case, but think it less necessary because the
bureaucratic problems are not as intense (except
for Rogers.) :

I expect that you will be fully responsive to the requests; of the
Secretary of State and assist him in every way in his efforts to
coordinate government-wide actions against terrorism.
