All meiling addresses or plot plans of all Zip Code Districts shall be
assigyged a permanemnt number., The numbers shall be duplicated in every Zip Code
district. Mail shsll be addressed to the number; not the person, If a person
moves fem that number, they shall adopt the number into whichthey moved., Mail
can be addressed to the person, department, apartment etc. along the bottom
edge of the emvelope,

All mail shall be addressed in the following manner, Eight spaces from
the top edge of an ordinary letter sh2ll be the State number. Eight spaces
directly below that shall be the home or business address number., Eight spaces
directly below that shall be the Postzsl Facility number; and eight sp=aces
direcgly below that shall be the Zip Code number., All of these numoers shall
be written or typed in magnetic ink. Your return address on the reverse side
of the envelope shall be placed =28 #bove.

Every State shall be assigned 2 number in the sequence they entered the
union. If the Postal autnorities should wish to extend this part of the syatem;
they could issue regulations that all foriegn countries he given a2 number to
expedite the flow of foriegn m=ail.

When a letter is received in =ny Postal Handling Centre i$ shall be run
through the State machine/Then thru a machine that will seperate the mail by
Postal Facility number. On arriving at the Postal facility it shall be run thru
the Zip Code mechine, Then into the home =2ddressing sorter that will not only
sort the meil but shall put into sequence for delivery.When one Zip Code dist~
rict is cased, The machine can ve given new schutes to hm.dle another district,
In our postal facility they hendle =about = dozen Zip Code districts. It is
known as the Lehigh Valley Postal Facility.

This plan will reduce the number of people handiing masil by thousands.
It will expedite the flow of mail, so that perhaps we can again receive two

Dear Mr. Blount:

Seldom does a day go by that I do not receive inquiries from
concerned citizens of Iowa communities who cannot understand
the "footdragging" on the part of the Post Office Department
in the appointment of postmasters.

There are well over 100 postmaster vacancies in the State,
and I must say that it is no credit to the Nixon administra-
tion that to date not a single permanent postmaster nomina-
tion has been submitted to the Senate for confirmation., I
recall that President Eisenhower sent his first list of nom-
inees to the Senate in June of 1953 and President Kennedy
had his first list ready in April of 1961.

It is quite obvious that this holdup is deliberate; that you
are awaiting the enactment of legislation to abolish Senate
confirmation., My amendment to the postal reform bill (H.R.
4), which was adopted, would eliminate such confirmation, so
it ought to be perfectly obvious that I favor this move.

However, I believe it is absolutely wrong for you to contin-
ue to hold up appointments, for it is apparent that congres-
sional action to eliminate Senate confirmation is not immi-
nent. While it is possible that some nominations would be
blocked by Democrat Senators, I am confident that most would
be confirmed.

The President has asked me to respond further to your letter concerning
identical House Resolutions 797 and 804, which would establish a Select
Committee to study the pornography industry.

They have evidenced this concern by writing to public offi-
cials at all levels of government and by issuing complaints with the Post
Office Department by the hundreds of thousands. I am sure that your
constituents must have sought your advice on how to cope with companies
who send filthy advertisements into their homaes, and sometimes to young

This Administfation's approach to this natlanal problem has two aspects.
First, we have placed emphasis on the enforcement of the present laws
against the interstate distribution of obscenity (18 U.S.C. 1461, et seq.).
This effort bas resulted in indictments against major distributors at the
vate of more than one a month since January, 1969, Second, we have
recommended legislation to complement the present law in areas where
the problem is most acute.

" Following the President's Message on this subject on May 2, 1969, the
Administration submitted three legislative proposals to the Congress, one
by the Postmaster General and two by the Attorney General.

The Postmaster Genaral proposed legislation to permit postal patrons to
have their names, and the names of their minor children, removed from
the mailing lists of all distributors of sex-oriented advertisements. This
was introduced as Title 1 of H,R. 10877, was subsequently incorporated
in H.R. 15693, and is pending befora the Houss Post Office and Civil
Service Committee. o

We have had your basic complaints reviewed, as well as the
investigations thereof by the Postal Inspectors, and have taken
into account the 14 questions meationed in your letter of
November 30, 1969, addressed to the Presideat.

the activities of Acting Postmaster Norma C. Farley,
M*WMMWM& John January and Willis Steele, as
you had indicated they were in possession of relevaat information.

The individuals interviewed all asserted that they had no knowledge
of a petition such as you deseribed being Initiated, circulated or
signed by the Acting Postmaster, they had not hoard the Acting Post-
master ¢riticise the present Administration or the Kansas Scldiers
Home, they had no information to indicate use of the post office as

& base for political activity by the Acting Postmaster, sud they had
no criticism of the conduct of the Fort Dodge Post Office by the
Aeting Postmaster.

The besband of the Acting Postmaster is not & postal employee and his
personal agtivities, absent some indication of a violation of the postal
laws, are not, of course, properly subject to review or control by the
Post Office Department.

The handling of mail addressed to you was reviewed with Acting
Postmaster Farley, as well as Superintendent L, H, Johason of the
Kansas Soldiers Home. Partieular laquiry was made concerning a
first ¢clase lettey which you stated was improperly forwarded from
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Fort Dodge after having been opened by an unauthorized person.
Superintendent Johnson recalled that incident and advised that he
had opened this letter himuself because it was addressed to Arthur
Rose, Kansas Soldlers Home, Fort Dodge, Kansas. Iacident to
opening this letter, the envelope became tora so that it could not
be re-used. Upon discovering that the lefter was inteaded for you
personally rather than the Soldiers Home, Superintendent Johason
preparad another eavelope and sent the letter on to you.

A second letter addressed to My, Arthur Rose, Kansas Soldiers Home,
Fort Dodge, Kansas, bearing no vreturn address and mailed at Lawrence,
Kansas on September 6, 1969, was received by Superintendent Johuson.
Thinking this letter was also intended for the Soldiers Home, Mr,
Johnson opened it and found the letter signed by you. That letter

was officially sealed, marked "Opened by mistake”, and returned to

you on September i1,

Superintended Johnson related that six other letters similarly addressed
were received at the Home about the game time and these letters included
checks for patients' care.

You indicated the firet class mail addressed to you at the Soldiers
Home is not forwarded as promptly as third class mail. Generally,
the preparation and covers of third class mail lend themaelves to
prompt identification as personal mail rather than mail intended for
the Soldiers Home, thus permitting expeditious forwarding. We are
nol aware of any other complaints relative to Improper forwarding of
mail for former vesidents at Fort Dodge, Kansas,

Acting Postmaster Farloy stated that she had been forwarding all your
recognizable personal mail addressed to your former box number. How-
ever, because of your former official position at the Home, she has had
& difficult time determining proper delivery of mail that includes your
name and the Kansas Soldiers Home in the address. She has used the
instructions in 154. 4, Postal Manual, as a gulde, These instructions
read:

«41 "Mail directed to officials or employees of a govern.
mental oy private organization at the address of the
organization will be delivered to the organisation
when such mail is claimed both by an officer or
employee and by the organization. This also applies
to mail addressed in this manner to former officlals
or employeos.
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.42 “Mall addressed slsewhere to a public or private official
by title or to the organisation even though marked to the
attention of & perticular person or title will be delivered
to the organisation if it se direets. ™

Your coneern in regard to the possible mishandling of your mail as
well as possible improper aetivitios by the Acting Postmaster is
appreciated. However, & review of the evidence did not dleclose a
fallure on the part of the Acting Postmaster to comply with Postal
Regulations, evidence that the Acting Postmaster or the Super-
intendent, Kansas Soldiers Home, intenticnsally or ¢ulpably mis-
handled your mail, or say asctionably viclations of pelitical activity
on the part of the Acting Postmaster.

My dear Mr. President:

Your announcement of increasing first-class mail to 1Oecents was front
page news here in Portland., (Copy of the Oregon Journal, Friday, April
3, 1970 is enclosed.)

It was a natural thing to do, since the postal pay hike of some

$3 billion is staring us in the face. We as business people know that
it is necessary - but what ean you do for us??? I have tried for

the past THIRTEEN YEARS to get someone to do something with my idea

but it never gets to the proper people., I began my correspondence

with the late Senator Richard Neuberger cZlear back in 1957. Dick

was working on it with Postmaster Summerfield just before he died.

Just nine years ago this month (copy enclosed) I sent the entire file
that T had to Senator Maurine B. Neuberger. Her reply is also enclosed.
In 1967 once again took it up with the late Postmaster Albert Hodler
here in Portland. He was for the idea and told me that several business
people from our eity were going to be in Washington in mid September and
to get in touch with one of them. I followed thru and contacted George
A.D. Kerr of the United States National Bank. Copy of my letter also
enclosed.

Following is one paragraph from the letter that explains the idea:

"See if you can put this idea across. Have them give us 1% ounces for
the first stamp and then regular rates for each additional ounce, 1t
isn't the weight of the letter that is bringing on the extra expense,
it is the handling of the letter that costs money,"

Better yety give us the first two ounces for 1lOcents and then 1Qcents

an ounce thereéfter on first class mail, After all the boys that deliver
the mail aren't going to pack an extra ounce more - the letters will be
exactly the same weight and size and the people will be getting a break
for the first time. My mail averages about two and a half ounces per
envelope, now 18¢ and a jump to 30¢ will be a big penalty for just our
agency.

You are doing a wonderful job Mr. President, and this move will be a good

Thank you very much for your letter of April 15. I do
appreciate your kindness in forwarding to me clippings from the
Portland newspapers.

I believe there is a great deal of merit in your sugges-
tions with reference to first-class postal rates. While I am not
a member of the Post Office Committee, which has Jurisdiction in
this field, I am advising the Committee of your views. Congress,
I velieve, will look with a rather dim view at the proposals by
the new Postmaster General for an increase in rates. At the
same time, we have a three-quarter of a billion dollar annual
postal deficit. First-class mail is, of course, paying its own
way, whereas other classes fail to do so. There is always opposi-
tion whenever the Department proposes consolidation of small
post offices, which will result in the savings of several thousand

dollars each year.

“Even being sent by surface means
this letter should have reached you
by Sat., Feb. 14. However, trains from
the East have been arriving late for
the past two weeks, Undoubtedly the
%ett;r, was delayed en route to Port-
and.’

Dear President Nixon:

Our newspapers supported your candidacy in 1968 and
still do support you on 95% of the 1ssues.

You were kind enough to write to us in the Spring of
1969 tanking us for that support and asking for constructive
criticism when we felt it was necessary.

After reading of your request to Congress for a 50%
increase in second class mailing costs and a 33 1/3% increase
in third class costs, I had to write about the tremendous load
this move will create for most of the smalltown weekly newsgpapers
and shopping guides across the country.

We publish three second class newspapers and two shopping
guides which are in effect free distribution newspapers as they
carry editorial material of pertenance to the area in which they
serve. The postal increase you recommend would lncrease my
total postage bill weekly about $140. In one publication alone
the increase would be $100., My current postal bill runs nearly
$375 a week.

The weekly newspaper industry has never opposed a falr
increase but when you consider rises of 33 and 50%, I wonder
if you are aware of the effects of these increases. I would
predict that many of the pennysaver type publications would have
to price themselves out of the advertising market in order to
continue., The weekly newspapers, long the backbone of the natlon's
rural communication media, will suffer greatly. The dailies
will be practically unaffected by the move as little of thelr
distribution cost-1s created by postage.

Already in the past twelve months, four weekly newspapers
in southwestern New York State have ceased publication and two
others are hanging by a precarious thread. Our situation is not
as critical as we have been able to ,so far, combat the higher
costs of labor and operation by combined operations of many
publications. But no firm 1s immune, regardless of size, to
costs increases of 50%.

Our main newspaper ,The Westfield Republican, was founded
in 1855 as the party itself was being formed. Horace Greeley
was even involved a bit in the formation of the Republican
Party in this area and certainly in the State. In fact we have

the dlstinction of being the first Republican newspaper printed
in the United States.

My newspaper tenure dates back thirteen years when my
wife and I returned to the small town of Westfield where we had
grown up, to take over this weekly newspaper from her father,
whose family had guided for over 65 years, through depression
and recesslons and good times, too.

During the past 13 years, we have modernized and reshapped
this enterprise to meet the changing needs of our readers and
of our employees. We now have one of the most modern offset
newspaper plants and commercial printing plants in this part
of the state.

In recent years, however, a greater proportimate part
of my time has been spent in trying to meet the rapidly
increasing cost pattern, which small business is so immune to
and so helpless to combat. We cannot raise our prices and stay
competitive; we must reduce, therefor, costs or lncrease our
sales to remain even in the same profit area. It is and will
no doubt continue to be the most difficult challenge for the
smallbusinessman to meet.

Presidet Nixon, you have impressed me with your great
dedication to the task of managing America. Please take a
long look at the effects of these proposals and others like them
that will hasten the end to small business. The postal
hikes are necessary to help with greater payroll needs of
the mail carriers but must we as mall users bear such a heavy
increase in one lump such as the 50% you have proposed?

I will be in Washington next week and the following on
duty with the United States Navy Reserve. If there was any
. possiblility that you might like to discuss this with me, and
' I realize how presumptuous that is, I would be availlable at
the Navy Department, Arlington Annex where I am serving on the
LT-LCDR (SC) Selection Board. It would be a priviledge to
discuss the smalltown newspaper business with you.
