Dear John:

Dave Williams handed me your letter regarding the
Highline Savings and Loan Association and I am pleased
to answer because I have been involved in its affairs
from time to time for a number of years.

I will not bother you with the details except that
it was apparent to me when I first talked to the present
president and manager in the presence of their lawyer,
George Leedy, that they were not running the association
in the interests of the stockholders. I was at that
time representing a Negro man who had one share of stock,
but which share meant a great deal to him. The occasion
was to inspect and take copies of the stockholders list,
with a view to possible solicitation of proxies for the
next annual meeting. Leedy wrote me a letter asking me
to come out at 4:00 p.m. on a certain day. I went
accompanied by my client and my secretary to take the
copies. When we got out there, we were met by Leedy
and the manager, only to be told by them that we could
not have access. All of this he could have written or
told me over the telephone. I was naturally incensed over
this shabby treatment. Later a suit was brought in
which the court, on my presentation, ordered the list made
available. Leedy has since been discharged, but only after
he received a tremendous amount of money for his services,
Bob Beresford now represents Highline.

Dave is concerned because the original incorporators
all are dead except the present president, Kittleman, who

has a very minor stock interest, and Dave, who is the
major stockholder. Dave organized Highline Savings,
owns, with his family, about 20% of the stock, was its
first president, and for years a director and general
counsel. By reason of his legal and banking know-how
he built it into a successful institution. Because of
differences on matters of policy (and Dave can be
insistent) with the General Manager and the new President,
and the majority of the Board, he was discharged as
general counsel at a board meeting at which he was not
present. Quite naturally, this incensed him.

Dave has explained to me that he has been involved
in the banking business since he was 15 years old when
he went to work in the village bank in Stockett, Montana,
a mining town. He learned the principles of sound banking
from the cashier and one was that there must never be the
slightest condoning of any form of misrepresentation or
deceit. Small such deviations lead to larger and larger
ones and sometimes great losses.

In the present case the first deceit occurred when
the minutes were tampered with in February, 1967. This,
under the savings and loan law, constitutes a felony.
See RCW 33.36.060. This was not discovered for some
time until it was revealed by a documentary expert. The
deceit was minor in itself and only for the purpose of
deferring a directors' meeting for one week so that the
President and Secretary could have that additional time
in California.

Dave called this to the attention of the FSLIC
examiners. They were satisfied he was correct, and the
matter was presented to the then United States District
Attorney, Eugene Cushing. However, he did not prosecute.

However, as you will see from the letter which
quotes from the decree entered in the Superior Court of
Thurston County on August 28, 1969, the same president
later deliberately falsified and the other directors
followed along.

Attached to the letter is a resolution presented
in September, 1970.

In the first recital you will note that it said
that the amendment was, in fact, duly disapproved by
the court.

At the meeting in September, 1970, which was held
pursuant to a notice of post card, copy of which is
enclosed, Mr. Kittleman made several oral misrepresenta-
tions which are set out in the stenographic record I
have and would be very glad to supply you. No objections
were raised to these by any of the other board members.
However, one of our leading lawyers with a great deal of
banking experience, Earl Phillips, made strenuous
objection to holding the meeting and offered a motion
that it be adjourned immediately. The Directors group
had enough votes to prevent that. He and Mr. Williams
told the meeting they felt it was illegal and there-
fore were withdrawing. When they walked out almost
one half the people attending followed them. The
remaining group of course went through the motion of
ratifying the resolution.

Dave could have appealed from this to the Thurston
County Court any time, but all these moves are dangerous
to the financial welfare of the institution. It has lost
deposits over the quarrelling.

However, the president and manager are up for re-
election on January 18, 1971, and he feels very deeply
that they should not be re-elected and further approval
be placed upon their program of deceit.

Dave has not taken up this matter with the new U. S.
District Attorney who is a very able man because he has
been extremely busy since taking office and is now
presently involved with cases before Judge Boldt in
Tacoma which have gained national publicity.

Incidentally, both Judge Boldt and Dave Williams
are Montana boys. Part of the tradition there, of course,

is the courage and willingness to fight for what they
believe is right regardless of the odds. This has been
a long hard fight for Dave Williams. He has had three
lawsuits with these people. I represented him in two
and he lost the other. Unfortunately, I was too occupied
to participate.

As you know, Preston Martin, Chairman of the Bank
Board, is a most unusual man, and Dave feels certain that
if he understands the situation he will ascertain what
he can do to correct it.

First Russia, Then Nazi Germany, -Now the United States?

From the beginning of its rise to power the
Communist regime in Russia has regarded having an
interest in a foreign bank account as a capital offense.
Hitler, in his efforts to seize for the State the wealth
of German Jews, attempted to require disclosure of
foreign bank and brokerage accounts and of interest in
such accounts. Only the banking laws of Switzerland
and the willingness of the Swiss Government to resist
great pressures applied by Nazi Germany enabled many
thousands of German Jews to preserve the economic
means of survival after being forced to leave behind
all their property held in Germany.

Now United States authorities propose to require all
citizens to disclose every interest in a bank or other
financial account in a foreign country, thereby starting
down the path that Russia and Nazi Germany
followed. A question at the top of page 2 of the
Federal income tax form for 1970 is as follows: “Did
you, at any time during the taxable year have an
interest in or signature or other authority over a bank,
securities, or other financial account in a foreign
country (except in a U.S. Military banking facilit
I(;perated by a U.S. financial institution)? Yes ﬁ

o. If “Yes” attach Form 4683.” (Form 4683 is not
yet available to the public.) Why does the Treasury
Department attempt thus to seize information from
U.S. citizens?

According to Treasury press releases such disclosures
will enable the Internal Revenue Service to obtain
incriminating evidence from members of the Mafia and
other gangster-type individuals who have been evading
(not legally avoiding but criminally evading) income taxes.
However, can anyone seriously believe that such indi-
viduals, who routinely falsify their tax returns, would
truthfully answer the questions or properly fill out the
new Form 46837 We do not believe that this alleged
reason is more than incidentally connected with the
Treasury’s attempt to seize such information from all
citizens. We doubt that Treasury officials are so “dumb”
that they can believe such a silly reason. What then is the
real reason?

We can imagine two answers to this question:

1. By a series of news releases during recent years,
the Treasury Department apparently has sought to
discourage sending funds abroad. Evidently, the hope has
been that if enough citizens could be induced to believe
that such action was either morally or legally wrong, the
balance-of-payments would be less of a problem. Then,
inflating the Nation’s money supply, thus “embezzling”
savings and life insurance, could be continued longer to
the advantage of the politicians in power and other
beneficiaries of such inflating.

93

a. Evidently, the propaganda effort has been
partly successful. Subscribers’ inquiries reveal that numer-
ous individuals think that there is some legal barrier to
sending funds abroad. Newspaper headlines and brief
radio broadcasts have given seriously misleading im-
pressions.

b. Conceivably, then, the question added to
supplement the 1970 tax form is intended only to
augment the effects of the earlier propaganda releases
about Swiss bank accounts, etc. Possibly nothing more
sinister than further gulling of the gullible is intended.

2. A second possible answer is that some persons in
the Treasury Department may be reparing to cope with
problems that already are visible li}l)«: distant clouds in an
otherwise clear sky.

a. The dollar is under suspicion by nations that
already hold many more dollar claims than they wish
to retain indefinitely. The time may not be far distant

when increasing redemptions of such claims will
endanger the Nation’s remaining gold supply, which is
less than one-third of the outstanding short-term

(virtually demand) claims. If the situation worsens,
restrictions on funds for travel abroad may be
imposed. (Such restrictions were proposed but not
enacted into law only a few years ago and may well
be the first “remedy” tried if the apparent need
arises.) Based on the information presumably to be
obtained, funds for travel could be denied to those
who already have more than the new maximum travel
allowance in the form of funds abroad.

b. If the situation becomes even worse, citizens
could be forced to recall their funds to the United States
by the threat of special taxes on or forfeiture of other
funds at home. For a time, this might partially reduce the
balance-of-payments deficits, thereby facilitating con-
tinued inflating.

c. Looking farther ahead, the time may come
when, as in England recently, what amount to capital
levies (taxing a portion of everyone’s savings) may
seem to the politicians in power the best means of
obtaining funds for more spending to buy the votes
that would perpetuate themselves in office. By
Fointing to the few millions of individuals who have
unds abroad and proposing to tax them heavily, i.e.,
to confiscate some of their wealth, popular support
from the great mass of voters might be obtained for
tax proposals that otherwise would be unpopular.

d. And, looking even farther ahead, the great and
prolonged inflating during and since World War II may
virtually destroy organized society and, in the United
States, result in a (%ictatorship in fact if not in form.
Dictators need the wherewithal to maintain themselves in

power. We doubt that Hitler’s racial and religious
prejudices, if any, were more than an incidental factor in
what happened to the Jews in Germany. The fact was
that they had wealth, wealth is power, and that power
Hitler wanted. Popular prejudices facilitated seizure of
* their wealth, and the gas chambers may well have been,
from Hitler’s point of view, merely incidental to the basic
problem of seizing their wealth.

Every person who has accumulated more than a
modest competence, if he is at all aware of what is
going on, has funds abroad. Sound diversification of
investment risks is an adequate reason; and the
possibility of civil strife in the United States, a
possibility assuredly not remote, is another adequate
reason. Desire to have some protection against more
inflating and further depreciation of the dollar is still
another good reason. Yet the actions taken for such
sound reasons tend to increase the adverse balance-of-
payments and thus shorten the credit rope of
prolonged inflating with which the politicians seem
determined we all must hang. Naturally, the Govern-
ment will not tolerate such interference with its
“embezzling” of the citizens’ savings and life insurance.
For precisely the same basic reason that the Jews of
Germany were stripped of their wealth, a future
dictatorship (even if, as in Rome, still appearing to be
a republic) may treat those who have funds abroad
much as the Jews in Germany were treated, hopefully
omitting the gas chambers. However, what the mob
prejudiced against those believed to be wealthy will do
when the time comes remains to be seen. In other
times and places the guillotine or execution by firing
squad were as effective as the gas chambers but
perhaps were more merciful.*

CONSTITUTIONAL RIGHTS

The proposed invasion of every citizen’s privacy by the
officials of the Treasury Department is in direct conflict
with the Constitution of the United States and appears to
be in cynical disregard of that document, which those
same officials swore to “uphold and defend” when they
took office.

Article IV of the Amendments to the Constitution
states:

“The right of the people to be secure in their persons,
houses, papers, and effects, against unreasonable searches
and seizures, shall not be violated, and no warrants shall
issue, but upon probable cause, supported by oath or affir-
mation and particularly describing the place to be searched,
and the person or thing to be seized.”

*During the 1950’s, before the first major run on gold in 1960
boosted the free market price to $40, I had occasion to comment
to a friend that it was fortunate citizens had the legal right to
own gold abroad (as they then did) because that would be the
safest and surest way to protect their funds against both more
inflating and a future devlauation of the dollar. A professor in a
nearby college learned of my comment and in great anger asserted
to one of his classes that any citizen who thus tried to protect
himself should be shot and that he, the professor,”. .. would like
to hold the gun.” Believe it or not, the man is a professor of
history. I mention this, not to discredit the professor, who
appears to be ignorant on money-credit matters, but to suggest
that if a supposedly educated person today can entertain such
views the wrath of the mass of voters, or of a mob that had
siezed the information that the Internal Revenue Service proposes
to obtain, is readily imagined. Many people believe that “it can’t
happen here,” but I have lived long enough to see so many
consequences of trends that I have been writing about for nearly
50 years that the argument “it can’t happen here” no longer
impresses me.

Treasury officials may argue, in some future court
consideration of the matter, that no papers are being
searched or seized by merely asking questions. Such an
argument would be specious, of course. Article IV was
not for the purpose of enabling citizens to retain pieces
of paper, as such. Clearly, the purpose was to protect the
privacy of the citizen, to enable him to keep private the
information on pieces of paper in his possession. Perhaps
some judge of a lower court somewhere can be induced
by political or other pressures to rule that searching for
and seizing the information on a piece of paper, by
questions the citizen is required to answer, is not the
same as seizing the piece of paper itself. However, we
doubt that higher courts, including the Supreme Court,
would sustain such sophistry.

We assume, then, that every citizen has the con-
stitutional right simply to refuse to answer a question
such as that proposed for the income tax form for 1970,
unless a Treasury official or Internal Revenue Service
auditor obtains an appropriate search warrant. Under
what circumstances should such a search warrant be
issued?

The Constitution is clear:
but upon probable cause
could be a proper basis? ‘“Probable cause” has been
widely held to imply that some civil or criminal offense
has been committed by or with the connivance of the
citizen involved and that the papers in question or the
information in those papers will throw some light on his
part or the part of others in the offense. Inasmuch as tax
evasion is a criminal offense in the United States (unlike
the situation in many other nations), the “probable
cause” refers in this instance to a criminal offense. In
order to obtain a search warrant, an Internal Revenue
Service auditor or Treasury official presumably must show
a court by evidence “supported by oath or affirmation”
that a criminal offense (tax evasion) probably has
occurred.

Would the fact that a citizen was suspected of
having a foreign bank account be sufficient evidence
that a criminal offense probably had occurred? Even if
a citizen were known to have a foreign bank account,
would that be evidence “supported by oath or
affirmation” that a criminal offense probably had
occurred? Obviously not, unless one chooses to take
the position that the majority of Americans who have
foreign bank accounts are tax evaders. Granted that
some few American citizens high in the power
structure of the Mafia or other gangster organizations
probably have foreign bank accounts, what about the
hundreds of thousands, perhaps millions, of honest
citizens who have foreign bank accounts and who
always have and always will pay their taxes as and
when due. Many second generation Americans are
managing foreign accounts for elderly parents in
Europe and elsewhere; thousands of American citizens
quite properly own homes or other real estate abroad
and have bank accounts for convenience and for funds
not taxable by the United States.

Many other legitimate reasons not even remotely
connected with tax evasion justify having foreign bank
accounts or an “‘interest” in them. But to argue that
ownership of or interest in such an account is “probable
cause” is to argue that because relatively few, at most
perhaps a few hundred gangsters have accounts abroad,
hundreds of thousands of honest citizens should be
classed as probably criminals. No one knows what the
proportion of criminal tax evaders is to honest citizens

..” What “probable cause™

who have accounts abroad; we should guess perhaps one
in a thousand. Even if it were one in a hundred or, to
stretch credibility beyond its elastic limit, one in ten, how
could any one citizen picked at random be considered
“probably” a tax evader? Such arbitrary classification
would toss the meaning of “probably” into the waste
basket along with the Constitution.

Even if by semantic befuddlement the Treasury
Department can convince some court that every citizen
who has, or has an interest in, a foreign account
“probably” has committed tax evasion, the Treasury’s
success in word manipulation would be its own
undoing.

Article V of the First Amendment of the Constitu-
tion provides that no person “...shall be compelled
in any criminal case to be a witness against
himself . . . .”> Well established is the right of a citizen
to remain silent when accused of any crime; and
instructions from a judge to a jury in such instances
almost invariably include the caution that the accused
should not be presumed to be guilty if he has chosen
to remain silent. Even the most despicable murderer or
rapist must be advised of his right to remain silent
before questioning by the authorities and must be
permitted to have his attorney present. Where is the
comparable warning to citizens to accompany the
gquestion on page 2 of the 1970 tax form?

HOW ABOUT THE REAL CROOKS?

Some persons may wonder whether the preceding
discussion implies that the Internal Revenue Service
should have no means of checking on the real crooks.
Such is assuredly not the implication nor is that the
actual situation.

By comparing a citizen’s standard of living with his
reported taxable income, tracing profits from casinos
in Las Vegas and elsewhere, estimating the gains from
gambling on the horses or otherwise, and various other
means the Treasury Department has been able to
satisfy judges on many occasions that “probable cause”
existed to justify warrants for search and seizure of
information needed for criminal prosecution. In fact,
so successful has the Internal Revenue Service been in
obtaining such evidence “supported by oath or
affirmation” that the convictions of gangsters for
income-tax evasion have far exceeded convictions of
such individuals for the far more numerous capital and
infamous crimes of which they apparently have been
guilty. The success of such efforts and the ridiculcus-
ness of supposing that gangsters will correctly answer
the new question combine to reduce the credibility of
the Treasury Department’s propaganda efforts to the
vanishing point, as far as we are concerned.

And if the Treasury’s propaganda efforts are not
believable, what should one believe?

a. As a high official of the U.S. Treasury Depart-
ment, Harry Dexter White betrayed his country while a
member of a Communist cell in the Government. As one
step in the betrayal process he insisted that Russia be sent
the engraved plates to print U.S. occupation currency in
Europe. The resulting flood of paper money, all
redeemable by the United States, helped to wreck the
German market system and constituted a major addition
to the inflating in the United States.

b. Harry Dexter White and Alger Hiss, another
alleged Communist traitor, worked with John Maynard
Keynes as the architects of the International Monetary
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Fund. In 1945 we pointed out:

“Now the essence of the International Monetary
Fund is that it is an elaborate device, first for postponing
the operation of Gresham’s Law and then for facilitating
successive devaluations. The scheme even comtemplates
universal devaluation of all currencies simultaneously by a
majority vote of the Fund members, subject to certain
technicalities.

“Lord Keynes of England, the John Law of our
times, and his enthusiastic disciples throughout the world
are itching for the chance to demonstraté that an
‘expansionist policy’ can be made to work. Such
experiments of this nature as were made while the gold
standard was still considered respectable have never quite
worked. The credit rope was always too short. It is the
contention of the compensatory spenders that, if the
credit rope is only made long enough, one need never
reach the end of it and that a hanging with such a rope
need not have fatal effects. This argument is an appealing
one, and it has as many lives as any perpetual motion
scheme ever devised. The prospect of dancing without
ever having to pay the piper has always had a peculiar
charm for the innocent and the unwary.

“The International Monetary Fund is primarily
adapted to the provision of credit ‘ropes’ of uncertain and
indefinite length. In that respect, it is the answer to a
planner’s prayer. And it is no doubt for this reason that
the Fund is so favorably regarded by the Keynesian
fraternity.”} The architects of the IMF well knew Lenin’s
view that inflating would be the most effective means of
destroying organized society.

c. The pattern of developments adverse to the
interests of the United States has continued ever since.
The Treasury Department in cooperation with the Federal
Reserve System not only has dissipated via inflating about
60 percent of the Nation’s gold supply but also has:

(1) First reduced the gold reserve required for the
Nation’s money supply by persuading Congress to change
the law;

(2) Then a few years later completeiy eliminated
the requirement for a gold reserve, again by persuading
Congress to change the law; and

(3) Finally, in disregard of the existing law and
without bothering to consult the Congress, removed from
the paper currency of the United States the promise to

ay to the bearer on demand statutory dollars (one
thirty-fifth of an ounce of gold in an alloy nine-tenths
fine).

) (4) And now the Treasury Department proposes,
in defiance of the Constitution, to search by means of
unauthorized questions the private papers of citizens and
seize information therefrom for such future purposes as
those in power may have in mind.

To comment by understatement: We do not trust
them.

WHAT TO DO?

How should a citizen reply to the question at the top
of page 2 of his 1970 income tax return? Obviously, an
answer to that question is not necessary to provide the
basic information required by law, which is the total of
gross income, the allowable deductions, the taxable
income and the tax already paid or still due. (The fact
that the question has been added as a supplement suggests
that the officials concerned are well aware that it is not
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an essential part of the return.)

A citizen f\as three choices:

1. To answer “Yes”;

2. To answer “No”;

3. To leave the spaces blank with no comment.

We cannot recommend that any citizen answer “Yes’
because:

a. The question itself is an attempt to invade his
grivacy guaranteed by the Constitution of the United

tates; and,

b. Answering “Yes” might encourage the Treasury
Department to follow the path described above; and,

c. This is perhaps the last good opportunity that

- citizens will have to force recognition of their rights and
halt or at least retard the trend toward tyranny.

We cannot recommend that any citizen answer “No,”
even if he at present has no accounts or interest in
accounts abroad, because:

a. He may need such an account in the future and
the question may be continued on future tax returns;
and, ;

b. Unless a tyrannical grasp for power over citizens
is resisted at an early stage, resistance may prove to be
even more difficult later; and,

c. If enough citizens refuse to cooperate, those
responsible in the Government may get the message
“Thus far but no farther.” That they then will cease and
desist in their efforts, apparently aimed at establishing
socialism or communism in the United States is too much
to hope, but it may retard their efforts.

Only the alternative of leaving blank both answers to
the question remains.

b3

SUPPLEMENTARY NOTE: Our attorneys, who have
reviewed this article, have suggested that readers should
be informed about the possible consequences of leaving
the answers blank.

The subject of search warrants in connection with
alleged tax fraud investigations is discussed by Paul P.
Lipton in an article “gearch Warrant in Tax Fraud
Investigations™ in the American Bar Association Journal
for October 1970, Volume 56 Pages 905-1016. Without
%oing into all details of the subject here, we note that the

.S. Supreme Court rejected what was known as the
“mere evidence” restriction on searches and seizures and
concluded that intrusions on privacy in the search for
evidence of criminal actions would be permitted if the
“probable cause” and particularity requirements of the
Fourth  Amendment are fulfilled and the search is
authorized in advance by a neutral and detached
magistrate. (our italics). In this connection, see the
discussion earlier in the present article.

A lower court decision ruled that, “A taxpayer’s
records can be instrumentalities of the crime of tax
evasion only when there is probable cause to believe that
they were kept falsely for the purpose of preparing
fraudulent tax returns.” Ever since we first began to
advise investors 35 years ago, we have repeatedly advised
our readers to comply with all U.S. laws, especially the
tax laws. From our intimate knowledge of the financial
affairs of hundreds of our continuous supervisory clients
we can say that, if they may be assumed to be
representative of the many thousand readers of our
Investment Bulletins, searching for a tax evader among
our readers would be like “looking for a needle in a
haystack.” The fact that anyone is among our thousands
of readers should be sufficient rebuttal of any allegation
that one picked at random “probably” is a tax evader.
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Mr. Lipton, in concluding his article said, “Although
existing precedent provides no clear answer, the liberal
interpretation given to the amendments in recent years
warrants the belief that the Superme Court will not
sanction wholesale seizures of books and records in the
search for evidence of tax evasion.” (our italics)

Nevertheless, a possibility exists that an individual who
chooses not to answer the questions may be subject to an
IRS audit. In that event, we suggest that he consult an
able tax attorney immediately. If the matter is not settled
at modest expense in a lower court and an appeal to the
U.S. Supreme Court becomes advisable, we have no doubt
that many of our readers will wish to contribute to the
legal expenses so that no one individual would be unduly
burdened in seeking a final decision. I now pledge $500
to be available in that contingency and am sure that
many will follow that example by pledging various
amounts.

DEFINITIONS

Although Treasury regulations pertainin%l to the supple-
mentary question have not yet been published, we assume
that the applications of words used will be similar to their
use elsewhere in the U.S. Tax code. Specifically:

“Have an interest in” apparently would refer to
some legally enforceable interest, not to an intellectual
interest nor to the mere possibility of being at some
future time a beneficiary of a foreign trust if there were
not present or assured future control over the assets or
power to appoint beneficiaries in the future. It apparently
would not apply to the Donor of a Family Foundation or
other irrevocable trust unless he had retained elements of
control such as a power to appoint beneficiaries, which is
not the usual situation.

“Signature authority” implies a right to exercise
control evidenced by a signature. It would not apply, for
example, to the authority of an adviser to give specific
advice over his signature in a letter, etc., provided he had
no right to exercise control.

“Other authority” apparently would include author-
ity to give oral as well as written orders, instructions, or
directives (as differentiated from mere advice) with
reference to the matters included in the definitions below.

“Bank account” presumably would apply to both
demand deposits and to savings deposits whether known
as deposit booklet accounts, private accounts, or any
other designation:.

“Securities” would apply to stocks, bonds, and other
documentary evidence of a debtor-credit relationship or
equity ownership other than direct ownership of real
estate or other property such as an automobile, apartment
furnishings, etc. Apparently, “securities” would not apply
to leases of real property or other things.

“Other financial account” presumably would apply
to any brokerage account or account with a financial
institution such as an investment company.

Thank you very much for your letter of March 12 suggesting a
plan to increass the avallability of wmortgage funds for low
income home buyers.

The Administration has been pursuing a wide range of programs
te provide funds for home mortgages, particularly for low and
moderate income buvars. »About two years age, regulred ressrves
against deposits in savings and loan associations were lowarsed
by the PFederal Home Loan Bank Board as part of their affort

to alleviate tightness in the supply of mortgage funds.
Tremendous inflows of deposite into those associations since
mid-1970, howevar, have greatly increased mortoage fund
availability and led to the increase in required reserves

from 5%% to 6%% of tiwme deposits onm April 1, 1971.

In 196% and 19270, the Paderal flome Loan Bank Board advanced

funds to savings and loan asscoeciations to help them holster their
mortgage lending activities. The Emergency Home Finance Act

of 1970 authorized appropriations of $280 million of Paderal
funds to subsidize rates on those advances. Currently savings
and loan associations ars being encouwraged to use depesit

inflows to augment thair mortgage lending activities rather

than to repay advances.

The Emergency Home Finance Act of 1970 alse authorized the Pederal
National Mortgage Association to provide a sacondarv market for
conventional mortgages and established the Pederal Home Loan
Yortgage Corporation to widen the secondary market for conventional
mortgages. In addition, it provides for interest rate subsidies
on residential mortgages for middle-income families through the
Federal Hational Mortgage Assoclation and the Paderal iome Loan

SUBJECT: Request for payment of allegedly lbst $100 (face amount )
savings bond registered in name of Dennis Whitney (Florida
State Prison) payable on death to Jon Hobert Whitney.

As requested in your transmittal of July 23, 1971, attached is a draft
reply to the letter received from Dennis Whitney, Florida State Prison. This
draft was prepared in the office of the Chief Counsel, Bureau of the Public
Debt, after review of the file by counsel.

Counsel advise that there are sufficient discrepancies in the file to
cause them to feel that Mr. Whitney is being considerably less than candid
about the circumstances under which his brother is holding the bond. When
reporting the loss of an unidentified bond in 1961, he made no mention what-
ever of his brother. It was not until after the Bureau identified a bond
on which his brother's name appeared as beneficiary and asked for the lat-
ter's joinder in the application that it was learned that the owner had not
lost the bond but turned it over to his brother.

Although it would appear from the material sent to you that Mr. Whitney
has had considerable correspondence with the Bureau, this is not the case
at all., Over seven years elapsed before he answered the last letter sent
to him in 1961. His stories have varied. Once he saild that his brother
"pefuses to cooperate.” Another time, he said his brother told him that he
had burned the bond when disposing of some trash. Now he states that he
does not know of his brother's whereabouts.

Assuming Mr. Whitney regained the original bond, he could obtain payment
by sending the bond, after having his signature certified by a prison official,
to any Federal Reserve Bank or Branch. Under our present payment procedure,
there is no administratively workable method for advising the thirty-six banks
and branches to withhold payment on original bonds if the requests for pay-
ment are in order. If a double payment resulted, Mr. Whitney's character
and circumstances are such that recovery would be most unlikely.

The Bureau of the Public Debt would appreciate receiving a copy
reply to complete its files.

Thank you very much for your letter concerning the minority bank
deposit program. As you know, this is a program in which the Ad-
ministration is vitally interested. Moreover, we are determined
to meest our goals on this,

The program has moved slower than we anticipated, but it does now
seem to be picking up some momentum. The last report I heard was
that by the end of February commitments of $28, 5 million in deposits
had been made.

My associates in the Treasury Department advise me that they were
able to steer a $100, 000 CD to your bank from Army organizational
funds and aras also looking at other possible deposits in your area.

If you have not already done 80, I believe you can help on your end

by contacting the regional HEW office to discues the possibility of
gservicing health benefit accounts, the regional Labor Department
officials to discuss manpower training programs, and the local post-
master to see about Post Office accounts. You should also contact the
judges of federal courts in your area since the court funds are usually
very stable demand deposits.

I will continue to follow this matter with interest, and I am sure we
will see some progress in the months ahead.

Last October the press announced an Administration program where-
by deposits in minority owned banks would be increased by $100
million within a year. The program, developed by the Advisory
Council on Minority Business Enterprise, the United States Treas-
ury Department and the National Bankers Association, was to be a
joint Government-privatesector effort.

It was envisioned that some $65 million private sector deposits
and $35 million in Federal Government deposits would be steered
to minority owned banks. The Government deposits, it was under-
stood, would be spearheaded by Charles E. Walker, Under Secretary
of the Treasury.

We hope that we are not being presumptuous in assuming you have a
concern for what happens to our little corner of the USA. As you
undoubtedly know, we are located in the center of the Central

We have been involved in this minority deposit program
for over twelve months ~-- closer to eighteen months in the
case of the Post Office Department deposits == and we have
received only about six complaints, all of which have come
from Virginia. Most of them have been instigated by one
bank in Virginia.

I don't think we should get too excited about these
letters for three reasons: (1) The program has passed
its goal and not too much more activity on the government
side is expected; (2) We are really talking about very
small amounts. The 35 minority banks in this country
combined hold only 1/10th of 1% of total bank deposits even
after our extensive drive in the past year; (3) While a
few of the smaller banks have voiced concern, this program
was endorsed by the American Bankers Association before we
even launched it, and they have been both understanding
and cooperative in our efforts.

If you get any other correspondenée from your friends
in Virginia, I would be happy to provide you with a reply.

As you know, the President and the Administration are
very firmly committed to the idea of expanding minority
business opportunities. This has been done primarily through
the Office of Minority Business Enterprise in the Commerce
Department. When looking into some of the possibilities in

this area,’ felt that minority banks could play a very con-

structive role in mobilizing capital and putting it to work

with minority businesses mﬂ;ﬂ“]mmwm s o
frk 4 b, linn o s oyt e
; The government has asked the 24 departments and agencies ”r,
Y éf government that deal with banks to try to increase their
deposit relationships with minority banks. The three main
guidelines for the agencies in following with this directive
were: (1) convenience -- the agency or department would not
be expected to use a bank in another community or one not
conveniently located near its operation; (2) the minority

bank would have to perform the same services as any other

bank; and (3) the services would have to be performed at

the same eost as the agency is currently experiencing.
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Between September 30, 1970 and September 30, 1971, the
35 minority banks in the United States registered an increase
in deposits of $155.5 million. This is about a 407% increase

on the average. Even with this sizable growth pattern, deposits

in minority banks now represent 1/10th of 1% of total bank

The goal of the Administration was to increase government
deposits in minority banks by $35 million. This is about 2%
of the average deposit totals of the government agencies.

Our primary interest was to encourage the Labor Depart-
ment and Office of Economic Opportunity to influence grantees
under socially oriented programs to utilize minority banks
whenever possible under the guidelines. For example, manpower
training programs for hard-core unemployed under the Labor
Department in most cities around the country and many of
the OEO social programs in inner cities which are administered
by non-profit organizations and which recéive their entire

funding from the Federal Government appear to be ideally
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suited for this purpose. These two agencies have been in
touch with many of their grantees about the minority deposit
program. This épproach is apparently what gave rise to the
inquiry from Mr. Dabney.

I should point out that other government agencies such
as the Defense Department have not been involved in a
similar program influencing deposit relationships of con-
tractors and grantees.

You might also be interested in knowing that the program
which was launched in October, 1970, was wrapped up in
October, 1971. There will, of course, be some follow-up
activities, but most of the effort has been concluded.

Private corporations are beginning to make greater use
of minority banks, and we expect that these banks will continue
to grow as they meet the servicing requirements of business
and industry.

We in the Administration feel that this program has been
very beneficial, has not increased the cost of operating
the government and has resulted in very few complaints from
the banking industry. As a matter of fact, the Urban Affairs

Committee of the American Bankers Association endorsed the

program before it was even launched.
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I hope this answers your questions, but if there is
any additional information you need, you may want to contact the
Under Secretary of the Treasury, Charls E. Walker, who has
spearheaded this operation for the Administration.
