President Nixon today announced that he is calling a White House

Conference on The Industrial World Ahead: A Look at Business in 1990,

The Conference, scheduled for November 1971, will bring together key
individuals from business, labor, the professions, education, and
Government to discuss the character of the American business system
in 1990. The participants will include decision-makers from all parts
of the United States whose actions will determine the future of American

business.

The President stated, '"Change in America is coming at an accelerated

rate. The private enterprise system is facing new challenges on every

front, Corporations are being called upon increasingly to help provide
solutions to complex national, social and economic problems. Business,
labor and government continuously must work closer together in an expanding

partnership for the public good.

"Because change will continue to occur with growing urgency, it is essential
that all segments of our society fully comprehend the forces at work and
recognize that plans must be made now to make the most of the opportunities
ahead. I feel it is time for key leaders with an interest in our industrial

society to take a long-range look and develop policies that will help shape

This is a good idea that needs some reshaping to avoid A big
public relations problem,

As I understand it, it is now "The White House Conference on
Business in 1990, " chaired by Secretary Staxs, to be announced
at the NAM on December 4.

Problem: As it is, this is a business-oriented conference,
announced to a businessmen's group, run by a Wall Streeter and
opens us up to the tag of being ''the party of big business. "

No matter what the conference does in the way of inviting labor
people in, the game will be played in the business ballpark and
will be inviting attack,

In addition, the name of the conference is wrong: There is bound
to be confusion as to when it will be held, in 1971 or 1990, Also,
why 1990? Nineteen years ahead is awkward.,

Suggested revisions:

"The White House Conference on the Economic Future' or "The
White House Conference on Business and Job Opportunity' co-
chaired by the Secretaries of Commerce and Labor, with the
operating head someone in business with excellent labor credentials,
in the Jim Mitchell tradition.
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Focus first on the immediate business-~labor future in 1976, as
part of our Bicentennial plan- ‘ng, and then on long-range planning
around the year 2000, That way, it will be seen as both practical
and visionary.

In an advanced society, business planning and forecasting are
a routine part of orderly managerial procedures. Despite the con-
stant pressure on businessmen to deal with the urgent problems of
the moment, they have learned the value -- indeed, the necessity --
of a systematic planning process for adapting their resources and
their operations to our changing society.

WHAT IS IT?

The Institute for the Future is an independent research organization,
founded as a nonprofit corporation for work solely in the public interest.
It is the only organization in the United States dedicated exclusively to
systematic and comprehensive studies of the long-range future. The Insti-
tute's primary aims, as formulated in its Articles of Incorporation, are
fourfold:

. . . to enlarge existing understanding concerning technological,
environmental and societal changes and their long-range conse-
quences; to develop new methodology to carry on such tasks; to
make available without discrimination the results of such research
and scientific advances to the public; and to serve as an educa-
tional and training center for selected persons from business,
government, foundations and universities with respect to such
research activities. :

WHO SET IT UP?

Efforts toward the founding of the Institute proceeded over a period of

about three years. The Rand Corporation, the Russell Sage Foundation, and
the Eugene and Agnes E. Meyer Foundation provided planning grants to support
the initial work of the Organizing Committee to develop the concept of the
Institute, and the National Industrial Conference Board (NICB) furnished
administrative services for this activity, gave it generous manpower support,
and helped to enlist the interest of the business community. In 1967 the
Ford Foundation issued a grant, administered by NICB, which permitted the
Organizing Committee to study in greater detail the feasibility of creating

a new organization devoted to the analysis of the future. On the basis of
the Organizing Committee's efforts, a group of some of the nation's most
distinguished leaders in industry, education, and government offered their
support and advice in forming the first Board of Trustees. The preparatory
work of the Committee was completed in February 1968 with the incorporation
of the Institute in the State of California. The first meeting of the Board
of Trustees was held in New York City in April 1968 and, through major sup-
port provided by the Arthur Vining Davis Foundations and by Wesleyan Univer-
sity, research operations began in Middletown, Connecticut, in September 1968.
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WHAT DOES IT DO?

The Institute's research program has two major components: development of
forecasting methods for the analysis and synthesis of potential futures,

and the application of such methods to the problems of society. Indeed,
typical Institute studies involve work both to advance the theory of futures
research and to illuminate substantive issues. An important consequence of
this approach is that it allows the work of the Institute to build on its
own earlier research so that constantly improved estimates are available
regarding what the future might hold in particular areas of concern. The
choice of these areas is determined by the interests and expertise of the
Institute's staff and by the requirements of its sponsors and of its commit-
ment to the public interest.

WHO ARE ITS SPONSORS?

Since its founding, the Institute has been engaged in a program of activi-

ties for a representative cross-section of national and international

sponsors: government agencies on various levels, educational institutions,
other research organizations, major commercial and industrial concerns, and
foundations. |In addition, studies being conducted at the Institute are
supported from corporation gifts, by general research grants from several
foundations, and by the Institute itself (out of funds earned on its contracts)

Bringing home war materiel and using it for peaceful purposes
here in the United States with the new agency, ACTION, is the
concept that we are proposing for the President and the Ad-
ministration. We call it the "War To Peace" program,

I had hoped it could be speedily adopted and the President
could then publicly launch a ship - the USS ACTION - or turn
over a dozen helicopters, 40 trucks, 20 jeeps, saying that
this was just the beginning of his "War To Peace" program as
the Vietnam war ends.

The pluses in the dramatization of the turnover of the war equip-
ment for peaceful uses are obvious.

However, we are not getting through to the President. And I feel
unless we do and he says go that the program cannot be implemented
speedily enough to do us much good,

I talked with Lynn Nofsinger about this problem. He suggested
I discuss it with you and see if the Saturday group can put it
high on the agenda for action,

Enclosed is the memo we sent to Dave Parker at The White House
since Scheduling was definitely interested. Parker sent it to
Ken Cole. Cole bucked it over to OMB where it got passed down
the line to a young girl who called Blatchford and wanted to
know the "cost-effective ratios, etc.".
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In my judgement that effectively kills it, What I think

we need is at least an indication of Presidential interest
to go ahead and then a White House call to the Secretary Of
Defense saying this is what we'd like to do - can you work
iﬁ ogt with ACTION and tell them what you can transfer to
them? :

I can negotiate then with the Defense Department and we can
structure some exciting equipment which we can paint an

ACTION blue. ‘

Whether it be a ship or a C-5A or 20 helicopters and 40 trucks,
The President will have a new program to launch that is dramatic
and highly visual and will give further proof of the seriousness
of de-escalation not only of men but of materiel.

SUBJECT: USS ACTION July 21, 1971

With the winding down of the Indochina War, it is essential that
the President demonstrate his intent to find new, innovative ways of
coping with domestic problems through a substantive "war-to-peace"

program.

" Although the upcoming meeting between the President and the leaders
of the éeople's Republic of China has kindled renewed hope for world peace,
there remains a specific need to show solid evidence, soon, that the
Administration is in fact shifting its fdcus from Southeast Asia to our serious

domestic problems, primarily in the area of economic dislocation and poverty.

Specifically, we need to find: 1) a symbol with which the American
people can identify; 2) a means by which many of the Nation's disadvantaged

can benefit; 3) an operation which could quickly be implemented.

To justify such an effort, one needs only to view our urban and rural
poverty areas to hear the one-word description of their plight -- "shortage" .

Not enough funds, not enough people, not enough materiel.

However, there is one readily available source of support -- the

defense establishment. Within its operational scope, there is a mouhting

surplus of equipment -- helicopters, jeeps, trucks, buses, field hospital
equipment, etc. =-- resulting from the winding down of the war. Some of
this could be turmed over to Federal volunteers for use in the field,rather

than be mothballed.

Aditionally, a huge supply of manpower is available as veterans
return from Indochina and leave the service. These veterans could devote
one year to Federal volunteer service, in lieu of entering the job market.
This would provide a reservoir of manpower to work on volunteer projects,
while providing employment for veterans who will otherwise have difficulty

obtaining jobs.

To create a dramatic "war-to-peace" symbol which would tie this
whole program together, the President could transfer to ACTION one Navy
ship, capable of carrying several helicopters and boats. This could be
used to reach remote areas of the U.S., such as the Southwest and the

Southeast where there are serious poverty pockets.

The ship could be manned by Navy personnel and volunteers, including
pilots, medics, engineers, construction workers, electricians, plumbers,
carpenters, mechanics, etc., working in tandem. The ship could be used
as a mobile training base for the disadvantaged (ferrying in hundreds of even

thousands of poor people who want to learn a trade), for disaster relief

(emergency crews could be made available in hurricane--or tornado--
stricken communities, for example), for health care (examining and treating
poor people who would not otherwise have access to health care facilities),
and as an ecology corps.base (to monitor municipalities and industries
located on or near our coastline or waterways to insure that they are
following Federal regulations). The ship could even be used on a daily or

weekly basis as a "floating summer camp" for disadvantaged children.

One possible ship would be an LPD (landing platform dock): 500 feet |
long, capable of a speed of 20 knots, carrying up to six helicopters (200
mile range, 10-12 passengers each), three large landing craft, six small
landing craft, a crew of nearly 500 and with space to hold 1,000 persons
(ideal for evacuation). (An important fact is that an available ship has

already been paid for by the taxpayer.)

In determining a ship's usefulness, it is important to remember that
53 percent of our population live in counties which are at least partially
within 50 fniles of the coast (including the Great Lakes), or more than 106
million people. Using the Federal "poverty figure" of slightly under 20
percent on the average; it can be shown that more than 20 million persons
could be reached by such a program (the U.S. has over 17,000 miles of

coastline). Local airfields could be utilized as necessary.
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The ship would be designated the USS ACTION -- a symbol of how
we turned a weapon of war (all guns would have been removed) into an

instrument of peace. It would be a latter day SS HOPE.

The President could fly to Portsmouth, New Hampshire (which would
* be designated ACTION Fleet Headquarters because of the relatively few
combatant ships there) and officiate at the tfansfer of the ship from "war-
to-peace.' At this time, the ship, its crew, and the helicopters would be
transferred to the ACTION Corps, with ACTION Director Joe Blatchford
accepting them. This woﬁld signal the beginning of a program to transfer

military men, equipment and materiel to peaceful uses.

In addition to its use at home, the USS ACTION could help neighboring
countries in the Carribbean and even in South America in the event of an
emergency or disaster. (Surplus land-based cargo aircraft could supplement
such an effort, particularly in those situations where initial response is

time-critical.)

Once the USS ACTION is operational, it is anticipated that the requests
for its use will create the need for additional ships, materiel, equipment, etc.
As each USS ACTION is transferred, a new event can be planned to continually

demonstrate the President's "War-To-Peace" program.

In conclusion, never before has a Federal volunteer program had
the flexibility to respond to gmergencies and disasters while at the same
time meeting important routine needs.. Additionally, never before has
there been a new program which would draw almost entirely on existing
funds (e.g., the costs of the ship and Navy crew would be borne by the
Navy whether it was transferred to ACTION or not). And finally, never
before has the Federal govex;nment offered a program so free of "red tape"
and bure'aucracy because the ship is, after all, a completely self-contained
unit dependent only on the coordination of ACTION volunteers in the field

and the availability of a harbor for re-supplying.

Largely
because of the decline in the influence of other sources of value imput (rural
society, the churches, stable communities, extended families, etc.) business
values seem to have a greater effect on the values of society than ever before.
This tentative thesis needs further study. Historical research is needed to
assist businessmen and business scholars understand the shift in society's
expectations of business and business' self-understanding of its responsibi-
lity. :

Recently we were honored to have in Houston the Executive Director

of the White House Conference on "The Industrial World Ahead--A Look at
Business in 1990," Mr. Robert W. Miller.

He met with our Future Studies Committee of the Houston Chamber of
Commerce and a select group of guests, to better acquaint us with the White
House Conference and to receive suggestions that might contribute to its
success.

As "volunteer futurists'" we are very interested in the Conference and
are favorably impressed with the subject to be explored as well as the dis-
tinguished array of speakers and panelists which Mr. Miller has obtained.
We agree with your expressed purpose in calling the conference and con-
gratulate you, Secretary Stans, Secretary Hodgson, and Director Miller for
this undertaking.

We are concerned, however, as to what comes after the conference. If
the conference meets, the delegates return home, read the proceedings when
published, but then find no provision for follow-up or continuation, the

' conference will have lost much of its long-term potential and will have
missed an opportunity to make an on-going contribution to America's future.

Long-term thinking must be just as much a continuing activity as short-
term planning; and the future is becoming more urgent due to the increas-
ing acceleration of change. Lead-time is becoming so short that the future
is upon us before we are ready for it, so we must develop the capability
for planning farther and farther into the future on a continuous basis.

Mr. Miller expressed the desire of the present Administration to avoid
having government become the permanent driving force in the promotion of
studies of the future by business and industry; and I agree with this phil-
osophy.

We feel, however, that--if the conference program as planned could be
improved--it would involve consideration of a means of establishing a con-
tinuing dialogue on the future as it concerns business, labor, and govern-
ment.

Toward this end, we offer the Future Studies Committee of the Houston
Chamber of Commerce as a vehicle readily available for a follow-up conference
on a regional basis. Since 1965, when the Houston Chamber of Commerce for-
malized its 13l-year historic involvement in long-range planning, this group
from the volunteer sector has been studying the future of the Houston region
in the 1980-t0-2010 time-span with such effectiveness that it now enjoys
departmental status in this Chamber of Commerce.

We feel that regional efforts would be very necessary, but that these
should eventually be coordinated at the national level--perhaps periodi-
cally--and thus channeled into a coordinated national capability. If this
suggested extension of further influence for the conference appears attrac-
tive and feasible, we would appreciate the opportunity to develop some
recommendations on how a continuing activity might be structured to achieve
this goal.
