If this caunct be cerrected I believe
the annocuncement that the govermment would hold ite present cotten
on hand for twelve months or thirteen cents and that the govern-
ment would buy in the open market an additional two million bales
to be used by manufacturing and supplylng relief cotton goods that
otherwise would not be consumed would be helpful. However I bee
lieve while this annocuncement would be extremely helpful in the
present situation that tc elmiriate the bounty and go back te the
twelve cent loan would be preferable te any other action that could

be taken.
